Alleged Conspiracy in Sabine P a r ish -  
Smuggling Cheap Jew elry .

Or Saturday Messrs. \V. W. McNeely ami 
E. C. Davidson, of Sabine parish, were 
brought before United States Commissioner 
Weller, accused, on tlie affidavit of Patrick 
Jones and Martin Morris, of “conspiring 
together with intent to injure and oppress" 
the affiants and five others, “with intent to 
hinder and prevent their free exercise and 
enjoyment of the rights and privileges 
granted and secured to them by the con­
stitution of the United States." On exami­
nation of the witnesses, the defendants 
were discharged. Tha remaining parties, 
charged iu the same affidavit, could not be 
found.

The accused were all present in the cus­
tody of a deputy marshal. The witnesses 
for the prosecution were absent. This 
brought about a delay, and the case was 
postponed until this morning at ten o’clock.

Jean Dumas, subject of France, was 
brought before Commissioner Weller, 
charged with smuggling. Mr. T. J. Kin- 
sella. special treasury agent, appeared as 
prosecutor. It appears that the defendant 
was canght while escaping from the ship 
ViiJalia. of Hamburg, with his pockets aud 
other spaces about him filled with pinch­
beck jewelry, in this way seeking to evade 
the revenue laws. He is a wiry man with a 
sharp face and a general air about him of 
grt.,1 cuteness. The trunk that remained 
behind \,im was stuffed with this cheap 
material. yyag bound over in the sum 
of i'JoO for his reappearance.

^questioned at this late day [Cries of

In the Customhouse building there were 

collected what constitutes the fag end of the 
Republican party, and of everything else: a 
set of renegades from all other parties. A 
few black men. he w.ts ashamed to say it. 
were among them, insensible as they were 
to the degradation of their own race. Thev 
were collected from all quarters, and came 
from every direction. Where were .they 
when it cost something to be a Repub­
lican, when it involved some risk 
But now, now when "we have made it 
possible for them to come here and hold of­
fice." they came and asked who were the 
genuine Republicans, after the battle had 
been fought, the victory won.

In the respect of claiming legitimate dues 
in the interest of his party Le expected re­
muneration, and had been fully com­
pensated. but ouly to what he was entitled 
on a discharge of his duties. "And here I 
am arraigned that I have mad" money. So 
I have. But it has been made honest! y and 
in a way of which no man neeil be 
ashamed." And was lie the only one 
He would look on the other side. If I 
am informed correctly. Postmaster Lowell 
on kis arrival from Caddo hadn’t enough 
money for a shave. [Uproarious laughter.] 
And how was it about Marshal Packard! 
When he (the speaker) first saw him, his 
clothes looked rather seedy—it may not 
haye shown that he was poor, he didn't 
kuow—hut they looked very much like his 
own when he didn't have a second suit to 
put on. [Laughter.] And here was another 
gentleman—I mean the man who went on to 
Washington to take Mr. Longstreet's place

got him a place. He (Ingraham) has said 
lie made $4:1,000 in the Senate. He owns 
more property now than I do. You can go 
down and look at the book of the recorder 
of conveyances and see. You will find me, 
it is true, the owner of a little old lot on 
Derbigny street—a homestead, where I live 
—but that's all. And yet these were the 
men who said “ Down with corruption !" 
[Laughter.] There was still another of the 
set—a gentleman who goes about and says, 
“Pinchback's sold out." /He walked about 
the streets as if be owned the town ; he was 
one of his race who sold their birthright, 
like Esau (Tucker). He could go over the 
whole set. but [cries of "Show’em up!"] 
they must be satisfied with the lot by 
samples.

What was done next! A paper was 
started called the National Republican. 
Nobody writes for it. [Laughter.] You go 
to the editor-in-chief and say, Did you write 
that article! No. Who did! I believe it 
must he Mr. So-and-so. You go to Mr. So- 
and-so and say, Did you. write that article!

What would become of us now if 
the Customhouse triumphs, if under any 
name the Republican party should be de­
feated ?

He spoke of his trip to the South Carolina 
Convention, through Alabama and Georgia, 
and he wished the meeting could have 6een 
what was before his eyes. He alluded to 
tlie difference in South Carolina when the 
Republican party was defeated, the differ­
ence even in the street cars, where colored 
men were railed off' in little coops. Aud the 
railroad cars, dingy, dirty seats without 
backs, backs without seats, and over them 
all. in big, staring capitals “Freedmen's de­
partment." This question had, all but the 
"sleeping car question," been settled, and 
he proposed to settle that. [Cheers.] The 
finest woman in the world, with the finest 
dress, must be put into these cribs after the 
parry lost in South Carolina, and things 
went back. In bis further allusion t# this 
subject, the speaker said that in ease of the 
triumph of the Customhouse party the col­
ored men in this State would fare worse, 
and the old set would come in. He spoke 
of tiie late election for Senator and the 
compliment to himself, involved in the de- 
i laration of the Democrats in the Legisla- 
•ture, who said "Put up anybody but Pinch- 
back: anyone but him. and we will vote 
for him." This he considered was sufficient 
to recommend him. He had been so 
studious, both iu his public and private 
life, that until a few days ago not a white 
man could be found who would ever ques­
tion his faith to his party, to his people. 
He knew in Lis politics neither white nor 
black, but tlie common interest of all. and 
would wait lor time to pronounce his eulogy.

Senator A. B. Harris was next introduced, 
and he proceeded to indorse heartily the 
sentiments expressed by Lieutenant Gover­
nor Pincbback. He went on to say that he 
came from among a people who knew of no 
division in the Republican party; where 
troni the first he had advocated Republican­
ism "without fear, favor or molestation." 
Going on to detail the late political history 
of his parishes. Tie said that polities were 
conduc ted there on the basis of the Dec lara­
tion of Independence, "that all men are 
created free and equal."

The speaker was felicitous in his allusions 
to the previous record of the Republican 
party, "laying its hand on the moneyed 
aristocracy" aud telling them to give way. 
He spi>k’> of the Customhouse as "the fag- 
end of a!I that is bad." and said that "hell 
is pared with sueli Republicanism." De­
scribing the late .State convention, it was 
with the greatest sorrow he saw the two 
conventions. He had been grieved to hear 
tiie Governor spoken of as “going over to 
the Democracy." and although he knew it 
w.is not true, could not be true, there was 
still a misgiving. But when, in the Iasi 
meeting o! the Senate, the Governor rose 
straight and true as of old. aud proposed 
Mr. Pincbback for the position of Lieuten­
ant Governor, he knew the charge was base­
less and telt as “if he weighed a ton."

Senator Barber was next introduced, and 
after alluding to the late triumph in the 
Senate, spoke of the duty of colored men. 
White men might listen or not. just as they 
pleased. In his opinion, the new movement 
oi the enemies of Republicanism was to end 
in a remodeling of the constitution, and 
tlie taking away of the rights which col­
ored men now have. Going on to speak of 
tiie Customhouse, his ini'lltion of the names 
of Casey. Packard, ami others, was greeted 
with hisses. But he did not believe there 
was a real division of the party: it was 
what the Customhouse tried hard to bring 
about without much success. It might be 
asked, who were the Customhouse party ! 
Their names were Lowell, Casey, Packard. 
Pitkin find Carter. Such was their entire 
strength. Take those men away, and 
whom have you loft !

He spoke of the reform movement in the 
revocation of the printing contracts, and 
of tiie numbers of editors who came from 
all directions of the State, saying that they 
only ran their papers in the way they did 
because they were afraid their printing war­
rants would not go through. These were 
all taken away from the CustomJiouse party, 
and they had only left those four names. 
"In so tar as the Legislature is concerned,” 
said he, “the contest will soon be over 
there, I think."

Thomas W. Conway, Superintendent of 
Public Education, was next introduced, and 
ou referring to matters already touched 
upon, bandied Mr. W. II. Toy in a manner 
which highly entertained the meeting.

The remarks of Judge H. C. Dibble were 
delivered in the graceful style peculiar with 
that gentleman, and highly edified the 
meeting.

New York. December 26.—The World's 
London correspondence gives an English 
case submitted to tlie general conference. 
It contains ten divisions:

The first is a statement of wliat tbe Brit­
ish government conceives is referred to the 
abitrators.

Second,I s a narrative of the chief events 
of the American civil war pertinent to the 
issues under arbitration, and the course 
piffsued by Great Britain.

Third—Is exposition of certain general 
propositions of international law governing 
the conduct of neutrals; the power pos­
sessed by the British executive at the time 
to enforce those propositions or rules and 
the means employed, at the request of the 
United States.

Fourth—Is a statement of general con­
siderations to be kept in view while exam­
ining what was actually asked by the 
United States and done by the British gov­
ernment respecting the four chief cruisers.

Fifth—Gives leading facts about the 
Florida.

Sixth—Deals with the Alabama.
Seventh—With the Georgia.
Eighth—With the Shenandoah.
Ninth —Recapitulates; and tenth is a sum­

mary of international practice in neutrality. 
Iu respect to belligerent recognition little or 
nothing is said, except to compare dates ot 
its issue with dates of certain acts by the 
United States and confederate govern­
ments. Touching the four cliief cruisers, 
the British government denies that two of 
them were specially adapted in whole or in 
part within British waters to warlike uses, 
and. therefore, not within the rules, or that 
the British government or Mr. Adams had 
reasonable ground to believe they were in­
tended to cruise or to commit hostilities: no 
warning in respect to them was ever given. 
Both were formerly merchant vessels, and 
left British waters as such.

As to the two others, they were suitable 
for warlike uses, but in respect to neither 
can the British executive be justly charged 
with that negligence from which flows the 
duty of pecuniary recompense. In the case 
of the Alabama, evidence disclosing her 
real character was furnished by Mr. Adams 
iu driblets, and orders were finally given 
for her detention, within four or five days 
after the last ôece of testimony was sub­
mitted, and before orders against her could 
leach Liverpool she had fraudulently es­
caped t* sea.

The British case is, throughout, amicably 
and calm, manifesting a desire to submit, in 
good faith, everything to the decision of the

tribunal, but firmly protesting that i 
Britain ought not to be found gujlty of 'in­
ternational negligence, or any'unkeutral 
acts done to either of the belligerorfs.

of the financial administration of the State 
finances since the installation of the present 
government.

Regarding the State debt, the committee 
declare they cannot believe other than the 
fearful truths that stare us in the face, that 
the bonds and stocks printed by the Ameri­
can Note Company, amounting to $22,540,- 
000, represent the liabilities of the State for 
which the faith and credit of the State, 
however unlawfully presented, has been 
pledged for payment.
