Local Intelligence.
Militakt Departure.—A detachment of 

the Fourth United States Cavalry and Nine­
teenth United States Infantry has gone to 
Baton Rouge.

Arrest of a H iirglar.—Captain Malone, 
chief of the detectives, together with De­
tectives Pearson and Pecora, surrounded 
a house in the rear of Jlio Third District, 
and arrested the notorious burglar Frank 
O'Brien, who, it is said, is one of the bur­
glars with Peterson when the latter was 
shot. O’Brien lived in ieailv elegant style, 
though in a house to all outward appear­
ances very small and unpretending. He 
has a young and handsome woman, appar­
ently not more than seventeen years of age, 
whom he calls his wife. She pleaded his 
ease earnestly with the officers, but of 
course it was without avail.

I nquest.—Coroner Jackson will this 
morning investigate the cause of the death 
of William H. Peterson, the burglar, who 
was shot at the corner of St. Claude and St. 
Ann streets, by the proprietor of a grocery 
store, which he and two other thieves at­
tempted to enter one morning in Novem­
ber, and mortally wounded, of which 
wound he died on the twenty-fifth of 
No ember.

Criminal Court.—In this court, Planch- 
ard & Kraemcr, of counsel tor Guillaume 
Wattigny (William Wainey), charged with 
the murder of Gottfried Bass, on the eve- 

( ning of the seventh of October last, on the 
corner of Rampart and Congress streets, 
made application to Lave the accused ad­
mitted to bail. They assert:

1. The facts on record do not justify the 
charge.

2. The State is unwarranted, under the 
facts, in depriving him of the benefit of bail.

3. The State can not maintain, nor can 
the charge of either murder or manslaugh­
ter be found against the prisoner; nor can 
a verdict upon either count be found by the 
j ury.

4. The constitution commands the State 
to give a speedy trial to the accused, and 
the Attorney General can not withhold the 
prisoner of said privilege unless lie allows 
him to give bail.

The uiotiOu will come up before the court 
for argument on the thirtieth instant.

The case of Dominick Byrne, charged 
with manslaughter iu stabbing ami instant­
ly killing, on the morning of August 12, on 
Poydras Btreet, Pat* Brady, was fixed to 
come up in the Criminal Court. Owing to 
the absence of witnesses the case was post­
poned a few hours.

The ease of Josephine Ray, Belle Lee and 
Carrie Mitchell, charged with stealing from 
Fanny Sweet Hinckley jewelry and other 
goods valued at six hundred dollars, was 
postponed till January 10.

I mprovements.—The largo ami vacant 
lot of ground on St. Charles street, between 
Girod and Julia, extending through to Ca- 
rondelet street, exhibits signs of activity 
which will niakeslumberiug people awaken 
to the fact that there is life in the old land 
yet. Trenches have been dug all around 
the lot, and heavy brick foundations are 
being laid. Just now it looks like business 
there. r

T he W eather.—Yesterday morning, af­
ter even a late breakfast, tbe weather was 
quite warm, but it grew chilly toward noon, 
and rain began to fall in the evening, yet 
not in such quantities as to come up to the 
dignity of a shower.

“T hou Shalt Not K ill.”—The saddes 
reports reach us privately as to the condi­
tion of the most important witness in the 
Bank of New Orleans murder ease, a wit­
ness who was not present at the iinal trial. 
His mind is likely to be forever a wreck, 
and it is sad to witness his agony hour 
after hour as he fancies he sees the mur­
dered man, Rainey, and starts and shrinks 
from the unhappy view. This tragedy 
proves to be one ol the saddest ever re­
corded in the annals of New Orleans, and 
the families plunged in ruin and desolation 
are not the saddest of the results.

F ir e .—About twelve o'clock last night an 
alarm ef fire was struck at the corner of 
Poydras and Baronue streets, by Officer 
Gautier. The file department turned out 
iu good time. The alarm was caused by a 
fire iu the furniture shop of Mr. A. Wolf, 
c o r n e r  of Poydras and Basin streets. Hie 
loss was light. Mr. Wolf was insured for 

‘ $2500. The building, which belongs to Mr. 
Monteau, was not insured.

A P ermanent Investment.—Frank Her­
man, learning nothing by the experience 
of others, entered a house of prostitution, 
No. 10G Dryades street, last -̂vening about 
seven o’clock. When he came out lie did 
not take along the seven hundred dollars 
which he entered with, ami now he naturally 
declares he was robbed.

Mis. Victoria Woodliull Tennessee Clafiin 
lias gone into court, humbly complaining 
that her faithless father and meddlesome 
mother are, and have always been, a source 
of everlasting annoyance to her delicate 
sensibilities. She prays that they may lie 
brought up on a writ of forcible entry and 
unlawful detainer, tints giving evidence 
that when women go after their rights there 
is no telling where they may stop.

The ^'ity H ull.
The ordinance proposed bv tlie interest 

of Charles Morgan will be the subject of 
deliberation in the Council to-day.

Probably a map tbe most exact of the 
city and environs that has been seen yet. 
has been executed by City Surveyor Bell* 
and is now hung up in the office of the Ad­
ministrator of Improvements.

Interest about the Hall is just now cen­
tered iu the payment of taxes.

Administrator Lewis on Tuesday night 
was busy in getting up bunds for cab and 
hackmen arrested for violating the city 
ordinance, common to all cities in the 
world, requiring them to post tlieir tariff 
rates in a conspicuous place. The cabmen 
complain that the tariff has been shelved so 
long that they were under the impression 
it was dead and in its grave. What has 
become of the ordinance about the weight 
of bread ? The same excuse on the part of 
the bakers would be in order, iu case a de­
scent was made upon them.

About the City Hall a silence almost ab­
solute now reigns. Even the payment of 
licenses, which hud got to be a routine, has 
subsided into a few straggling payments, 
scarcely sufficient to keep busy tbe clerks.

Tbe decision of the Committee of Fifty- 
One assembled is looked for in a few days’ 
as, like an army in battle, tbe pickets Lave 
been driven in and the hosts are forming in 
line preparatory to the development of ac­
tion. Reports presented to their scouts, 
who Lave come "charging,” are voluminous. 
A maze of figures in columns and by sec­
tions have been marshaled on “long rolls,'* 
and, whether dictated by curiosity, by a 
spirit of investigation, or iu the querulous 
motive of finding fault, all questions have 
been met with written replies. As tbe com­
mittees have called singly or accompanied 
with experts, tbe obliging deputies Lave 
banded them around among ponderous 
volumes and made things efrar by putting 
the thumb nail upon it. Surprise was 
plainly seen in the citizens at the complica­
tion of the city machine.

Where they looked for a simple joint, 
they found a ball and socket movement: 
and where they expected pi in sailing, they 
were obliged to take a track no complete 
navigator could make cl< ,vr. They were 
prepared to find sinecures—they found over­
worked men ; they came full of their own 
plans for city improvement—they ioiind 
themselves anticipated. Not one suggestion 
was made, unless on a few trilies that are 
periodically complained of. while others are 
let alone on the principle of “straining at a 
gnat and swallowing a camel.” Perhaps 
the suggestions were not set up because, 
like a judge, they reserved their decision, 
and lo tell what was on tbe mind would 
proclaim it. The citizens made none, for 
whatever reason, and hence tbe ultimate 
ultimatum is all the more eagerly expected. 
That their woxk Las been hard is admitted; 
all tbe Larder because tbe task was entered 
upon without knuwiug what it was, and 
they sailed for an unknown land.

T H E  COL'UTS.

A libel against the schooner Atwood by 
the United States, for the sum of $54,510, 
iias been tiled in the United States District 
Court. The penalty is due, as the libel re­
cites, for bringing into this port, from Cuba, 
luerebandise valued as above, without hav­
ing a manifest on board of hereargo; where­
fore the schooner became liable, by the 
laws. Another libel was against the goods 
brought, consisting of 19 cases cigars, 250 
eases cognac, 10 quarter-pipes rum, 20 quar­
ter-pipes rum, CO quarter-pipes gin. 40 
eighth-pipes gin, 15 quarter pipes brandy, 
.38 pipes brandy.

Before United States Commissioner Wel­
ler. tbe case of the prisoners from tbe parish 
of Grant was again continued on account of 
tlie absence of witnesses.

In tlie suit waged by tbe Louisiana State 
Lottery Company against Desangles and 
Alzar, Vendors of Havana lottery tickets, 
the company set up that the defendants 
had no right to sell tbe tickets, as they had 
the exclusive privilege. By a writ of se­
questration prayed for by tlie company, the 
Sheriff seized, on board the steamship Yazoo, 
over $10,000, in Havana lottery tickets, anil 
now- bolds them in possession. Tlie property 
lias not, at last accounts, been bonded, tlie 
defendants being engaged in limiting up 
up the proper authorities. Tlie w rit eatue 
from the Sixth District Court.

ON C’AJtONDKLET -STREET.

For the past three days city certificates 
of appropriation have been the main object 
of acquisition by brokers upon tlie street, 
who, iu turn, have some “friend,” as tlieir 
coherents are called, that knows where a 
license-payer lies in waiting for the proper 
amount, that the documents may find tlieir 
way across the Administrator's counter. 
The license-payer never looks for the certifi­
cates with his own eyes; he always hires his 
spectacles and has to pay for them. He 
uow makes in the purchase of certificates 
about ten cents on tbe dollar at the outside, 
and even counts liis gains less. For the 
past month it lias been published that these 
obligations would be received about this 
time for taxes; lie has not noticed it. He 
could have bought them for seventy-five 
cents ou the dollar, but he forbore, 
hoping agaiu't hope, that the great amount 
of “cuss words” used against the license 
ordinance would either abrogate, postpone, 
modify or cause a commencement exercise 
on some other class than his own. Neither 
of these lias been the case. So he pays a 
broker with an office who gets a broker 
without an office to bunt up tbe certificates; 
aud the money being paid, or tbe notes 
drawn, tbe certificate goes whence it 
cometh—back into tbe hall again. These 
documents have been on a steady rise for 
sixty days, and are now quoted anywhere 
between 87 H and 90 cents.

Tbe majority of stocks have gone back 
to tlieir original skeletons. Just as a 
human subject, when his spirits get low, 
his diet necessarily “too thin,” his appetite 
undemonstrative, and his income not 
enough to buy a gangway plank when 
steamboats are selling for a dime, finds 
bis flesh melting from bis bones, 
and tbe frame in which he lives be­
comes apparent; so we find tbe stocks, 
that lived and moved upon speculation’ 
dwindling down when the scarcity of money 
has killed it off'. The twin corners have 
become tbe stamping ground of politicians, 
and politics form tbe subject of conversa­
tion much more often than these old masters 
of the street.

The operations in Levee are not large. 
Tbe stock is wortli from $3 to $3 25, now 
that tbe new order lias gone thoroughly 
into operation, tbe new directors organized 
and the new plan set up. As to the busi­
ness done in it, there is little doing any­
where.

The Ship l-land Canal Company is begin­
ning to lift from tlie slough into which it 
had been so long buried. A bill has been 
drawn. It is to be filed in one of tbe dis­
trict courts, and tbe old game of cross-firing 
will probably commence again, this time 
between the Mississippi and Mexican Gulf 
aud its rival. Tbe stock lias not yet come 
out again.

Tbe stringency of money will probably 
shorten tax receipts much more than on 
tbe previous year. By those gentlemen 
who may be called "tax brokers." and 
whose business consists in volunteering to 
pay taxes and take it off the bands for a 
consideration, we are informed that tax­
payers say, “I haven't got the money,” and 
being told of tbe consequence of a non­
payment that "it will go to court and costs 
be added," answer, “1 can't help it." Such 
has been the course for some time past, and 
good merchants in fair standing have even 
let the taxes go as far as the Sheriff’s office 
before settling. But even now the money 
is coming slowly back to stick, not to 
be sent into the country again. And as 
the pressure lightens the difficulty lessens 
of paying taxes. Tbe calls from the coun­
try come for small change, notes under live 
dollars, but not as before for large amounts 
of money. Christmas time is tin- period for 
w inding up business with the farm bands, 
and small change is better in demand.

The cotton market lias leased to make 
much of an impression upon tlie tinu s. 
Buying and selling seems to have settled 
down into a joy. Receipts are beginning 
to come in so last as to till up the gap be­
tween die total arrivals to date this year 
and tlie same last year. This ̂ Hidden in­
crease over the average may be owing not 
to a change of the general run. but to a j 
sudden bent, and may not show a con­
tinued series of large arrivals any more j 
than “one swallow makes a summer." The 
total arrivals since August 31 is. we bear, 
about 390,000 bales, a decrease from last 
year, but it tbe late receipts “come in a 
body,” tlie space will soon be bridged. Yes­
terday's business showed pretty fair rates 
ruled as on the previous day. Exceptions, 
however, are lounil where factors have re­
duced from previous quotations, out no 
general let down.
