Death of Jacob Barker.
Our  dispatehes,  published  vesterday

morning, aanoanced the death at Phila-
delphis of Mr. Jacob Barker, formerly
prominent s @ banker in this city, at the
advanced age of ninety-thres years. Mr.
Barker was for a considerable period one of
our wost active citizens, widely kuown,
grnerally esteemed, and possessing the con-
fidence of the masses.

This confidence led t& the disastrons re-
sults which swept away the Bank of Com:
merco, Mr. Barker's private fortune, and
the hard carnings of too confiding deposit
ors, among them representatives of nearly
all elasses, and embracing sewing women,
washing women, and working men. He
paid interest on deposits, and this eircum-
stacee, together with the fact that his in-
tegrity wus unquestioned and hibusiness
tact was considered good, swelled his in-
debteduess o deposithrs to a distressing
amount.

Mr. Burker's energzy was proverbial, but
unfortunate epeeulations or injndicious
management foreed him into bankruptey,
and led to his removal from this city. His
bankrupt catate, consisting in part of real
estate, has not yet been fully sottled, and,
weo believe, there is still a small dividend
due his creditors.

Take him all in ali, Mr. Barker was a re-
markable man, and though hLis failure to
redeem his obligations to his creditors in
Louiziana led to misery and d.stress, yet i
is doubtful if he left an enemy behind him
when he departed from thy Crescent City.
There were times, in Lis days of prospérity,
when Mr. Barker generously aided strug-
gling merchants in meeting their eurrent
payments during seasons of dullness and
depression, for which they hold his memory
dear,
