Very
few of the original holders profit by the
change, ag their necessities compelled an
immediate sale. The peddlers in city paper,
who moused about the Hall a short time
ago, and who hovered about the vietim un-
til an invitation, have melted away. The
business has been transferred, as between
these holdera ana the go-betweens, to the
license payers, and the brokers with an
offico. Certificates have not yet reached
ninety, though on the soft side of that fig-
ure, leaving taxpayers ten cents on the
dollar to make over the Administrator’s
counter.

The interest in certain faney stocks has
been transferred to the meeting of the Gen-
eral Assembly, whose action will make or
break a score of these papers. Hence they
are searcely spoken of.

Business on the street is scarcely worth
mentioning, and the nearest® approach to
any movement in stocky consists of con-
versation.

This is a signal
for the interview to terminate, as no one
wants to buy unlesa the shadow of the sce-
ond purchaser is within sight,

The cause of such a condition of things is
of course the scarcity of mouey. Swmall
bhills are quoted at one and a half preminm.
Call loans are very scarce. As regards the
actual searcity of money, yesterday showed
no change in the record, and the rates were
what had been the ruling rates for some
time. The causes for this want of money
have heen already detailed, and are “com-
mon as household words.” It is also cur-
rently reported that the preseat is not an
actual but a simulated stringency, owing to
the efforts of mwoney speculators to lock up
small change snd turn the key on currency
in general. But such intellizence may well
be diseredited if for no other reason than
the old principle, “money idle is money
losr.” It may be protitable to warehouse
arain or four, which way gather proiit as it
ties still; but all the gain in the use of money
lies in i cireulation. The plan of ordering
enrrency from New York to allay the pres-
ent censtipation has been shut off by the
fact that money is tizht there also.
