He lia* been a citizen 
of New Orleans .-in • !*•';. and was f. r 
two i r thrt • year* the abli and succi ssf tl 
principal of th E •;.-*’ High School. As 
a thorough seL'L.r in ha l l**w c-quals. 
and probably n superior, among the mo.it 
1* arm d m< o f  this ■ ity. Hi* . haracti r 
for rari scholarly itiainnients aud g ntl - 
manly aecompit-Lmeuts was proverbial 
with all who knew Li:...

was appii int 1 tl rk, which p isitii n he 
held to the cln*e of Iff - life. He was the 
chosen particular friend and associate of 
Governor Warmoth, who is bowed with 
grief at hi* death . Moreover, he was 
universally loved and esteemed by all who 
knew him. Ill* death leavis a void in the 
midst*iif a large circle of sorrowing friend* 
which can net be filled.
