New Orleans, Jan u a ry  5,1872.1 
To tin People of the  S tate of Louisiana:

The occasion has arisen when I deem it 
iuy duty to inform you o f  the condition o f  
the public peace.

Oil the third instant, a motion w as made 
in the House o f R epresentatives to declare 
the office o f Speaker vacant, when the then  
Speaker, iu a most arbitrary m anner, re­
fused to put the motion to the House, where­
upon an appeal w as made, which he also  
refused to put, when a member, not w ithout 
precedent, put the question, and it was car­
ried w ith  great unanimity; but Speaker 
George W. Carter, in violation o f right and  
law. refn.-ed to give place to his successor, 
surrounded h im self w ith an armed band of  
men who had been concealed  in his private  
room, am i intim idated the House into sub­
m ission to Ids w ill. He. how ever, seeing  
that the House w as firm in its determination  
to change its presid ing officer, he prom­
ised the members leading the opposition fo 
him to resign on the follow ing day if  the 
House w ould then adjourn, which it did 
unanim ously. On the follow ing day, a few  
m inutes before 1.’ 31., the tim e of assem ­
bling o f the Legislature, deputy United  
States m arshals entered the Capitol; ar­
rested the Governor, L ieutenant Governor, 
several m em bers o f the Senate and some 
tw en ty  members of the llou.-e, and conduct­
ed them to the C ustom house, to the court 
o f  a United States com m issioner, on the 
false and frivolous charge that said  
officers and m em bers w ere conspiring  
against the law s o f the U nited States 
and Suite of Louisiana. These arrests  
w ere made on the affidavit o f four partisans  
oi the said Speaker. W hile the arrested  
members, w ith  the Governor and Lieutenant 
Governor, w ere absent at the Custom house, 
a

fifth day o f January, in the year o f our 
Lord one thousand eight hundred and 
seventy-tw o, and o f  the independence of 
the United States the n in ety-sixth .
