There are few hwportant controlling trunk
lines pepetrating the South which can be
mude servicenble to this eity, and the nu-
merous short lines, beginning and ending
ut unimportant points, mtersceting the few
trunk lines which do exist, are controlled
by =mall and inbarmonious corporations,
wore efficient in detaining than lnmn‘mrt-
ing goods, St Louis merchants have been
