The soldier did
not recognize the document, and would not
accept it unless countersigued by his com-
manding officer. The rabble then de-
manded the gun, and displayed a riotous
spirit. Captain Blanchard had only fifteen
men on duty, but they all agreed to stand
up to their rights, and defend their armory
at all hazards. The mob, nearly three
thousand strong, made a second attempt,
but was quickly repulsed, for the fifteen
showed a bold front, with fixed bayonets,
prepared to do or die.

Great credit is due to Captain Blanchard
and his men for their conduct. No estimate
can be made of the wild havoc that that
rabble would have committed had they suc.
ceeded in taking the armory and its con-
tents.
