STATB OF LOUISIANA—CITY OF NEW ORLEANS.

Be it known that on this thirtieth dav of De- 
comber, in the year of our Lord one thousand fight 
lnndred and seventy-one, before me, George Wil­
iam  Christy, a notary public in and for the city 
and parish of Orleans. State of Louisiana, afore­
said. duly commissioned and qualified, person­
ally came and appeared the parties whose names 
are hereunto subscribed, and who respectively de­
clared that, availing themselves of the provisions 
of the laws of Louisiana, in such case made anil 
provided, they had covenanted and agreed, 
and do bv these, presents covenant, agree, 
and bind themselves, and those whom they 
represent, Ito form themselves into and con­
stitu te  a corporation for the objects and purposes 
hereinafter sperificallv set forth, and to that end 
<t ) make, agree upon anil enter into the following 
articles of incorporation:

ARTICLE I -
The name anil stvie of this association shall be 

tile CITIZENS’ MUTUAL LOAN AND BUILDING 
ASSOCIATION, aud its  domicile is hereby estab­
lished in the city ot New Orleans, State of Louis- 
„,na. The President, or, in his absence, the Vice 
President or Secretary, shall be the proper officer 
upon whom to serve citation and other legal 
process,

ARTICLE II.
This Association shall have power and au­

thority to enjoy and to have succession, by its cor­
porate name, for a period of twcnty-tive years from 
t -,e date here, f, to contract, sue and be sued in its 
corporate name; to make and use a corporate seal; 
to hold, receive, purchase, or otherwise acquire, 
ami to sell, mortgage or pledge, or otherwise dis­
pose of, anil to convey, under its corporate nanii, 
property, both real and personal; to loan money ou 
mortgage or pledge of real estate or personal prop- 
ertv: to name and appoint such managers, di­
rectors and officers as its interest and convenience 
may require; anil to make and establ sh such by- 
1 iws for the proper management a’ld regulation oi 
its affairs as may be necessary and proper

AR11CLE III.
The objects and purposes of this Association are 

declared to be as follow a:
To buy, acquire and own real estate; to subdivide 

the same iuto lots; to build upon, improve, 
se.i or otherwise disimse of. and to couvey 
tie- same: also to take insurance risks and 
effect insurance on any property in which 
it may have »u interest; to make advances 
on real estate or other satisfactory securi­
ties to persona of limited means, tor the purpose ot 
building houses, thus enabling them to become 
owners of eoiulortuble homes tor their families by 
email ■ asli payments, and «n terms of credit 
adapted to their resources, and at reasonable rates 
<n interest. Aud generally to do any and all busi- 
n--ss not herein provided for. aud whieli may l>e 
necessary to carr.i into full effect the objects and 
purposes*of this Association.

ARTICLE IV.
The capital stock of this Association shall he 

one million dollars, divided iuto ten thousand 
shales of oue hundred dollars each. It shall lie 
assessed to the extent of tweuty-Bve per cent, 
upon the payment whereof the stock snail be de­
clared full paid, ami certificates of the same shall 
t lien be issued. Ten i>er cent of each subscription 
shall be payable at the time of subseribiug, aud 
other assessments shall be made from time to time 
lor the bvlsuee due thereon, provided that not 
more than ten per cent of such subscription shall 
be called for a t any one time, nor otteuer than 
once in ninety days. Five per cent of the capital 
etock shall be*and is hereby reserved as the prop­
e rty  of the three originators of this Association to 
cover charges for their labor aud expeuses in or­
ganizing the saute, ami tile same is hereby declared 
to 1>e full paid stock, uot liable to any contributions 
or assessments.

ARTICLE V.
This Association may commence business so soon 

as oue lmuilred thousand dollars of the capital 
stock shall have been subscribed for.

ARTICLE VI.
All the corporate jwiwers of this Assoc.ation 

shad he exercised aud all its business managed by 
a Board oi' Directors, consisting of fifteen stock­
holders, a majority of whom shall constitute a 
quorum for the transaetiou of busiuess.

ARTICLE VII.
Tiie following named stockholders sliaV. consti­

tute the first Board of Directors, who shall held 
toeir office until the first Wednesday in February,
I (73, or until th e ir successors shall be duty elected 
And qualified, to wit;

ARTICLE VIII.
Oa the first Wednesday in February. 137.3, and 

annually thereafter, an election for directors by 
tlie stockholders, shall lie held at the office of tile 
Association, aud a plurality of votes, counting one 
vote for each share of stock voted ou, shall be suf­
ficient to elect.

A failure to elect Directors on the dav atoresa.d 
shall not dissolve tile Association, but the President 
shall cause another election to be held within ten 
days thereafter, giving notice of the same bv ad­
vertisement iu oue ot tlie daily newspapers pub­
lished iu English iu this city.

ARTICLE IX.
Tlie Board 'Shall, at their first meeting in 1373. 

and annualW thereafter, elect from their number 
a  President and Vice President, and they shall also 
<-iect a Secretary, a Treasurer, an Attorney, and 
such other officers as may be necessary for the 
transaction of tlie busiuess ot tlie Association, Tlie 
Board shall have tlie power to supply any vacancy 
that may occur in their body by death resignation 
or otherwise, as also to fix the eom[ieusat!on o:' a.l 
salaried officers aud empt-yes.

ARTICLE X.
A 1 transfers of stock shall be made on ti.e hooks 

of the Association, at its office, in person or by 
proxy, but uot w hile any indebtedness to tlie Asso­
ciation exists on the part ot the holder, unless with 
the approval of tlie President or Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XI.
Should any subscriber or stockholder neglect or 

refuse to pay punctually his installments as they 
fall due. interest thereon shall be added at the rate 
of eight per reut per annum from maturity till pay­
ment; and if said payments be uot made within 
thirty ilavs alter the'specified time of payments, 
the Board of Directors shall liavetlie right to cause 
any shares on which installments may be due to be 
sold at public auction, or otherwise, after ten days' 
advertisement m anv newspaper published in Eng­
lish in toe city of New Orleans, or to recover by 
edit at law the- amount due.

ARTICLE XII.
No stockholder shall, in any event, be made ha­

lite beyond the amount of his subscription to the 
capital stock or his indebtedness to the Association, 
r.or shall any mere informality in organization 
have tin- effect of rendering this eliai ter null, or of 
exposing a stockholder to auy 1 ability beyond the 
amount of his stock.

ARTICLE XIII.

When this Association designs mak ng roc Tacts 
for building or lor materials, it shall invite bids for 
the same; and if, uixin opening said bids, it be 
found that a memlier of the Association has offered 
to do tlie work or supply malerial ou terms as fa­
vorable as aay other bidder, tlie Board of Directors 
shall have discretionary power to award tlie con­
trac t to such member. A similar course will be 
ohsiT\ed as to tlie patronizing of hanks, insurance 
companies, etc. Iu ail accommodations as to loans 
for building aud other purposes, a prefereuce 
shall always be given to tlie members of this 
Association. The object aud intent o'1 * * * * this pro­
vision lieiug to give to stockholder! a preference 
over lion subscribers where the AasOi iat'.oa cau 
not be piejudiced by so doing.

ARTICLE XIV.
The stockholders of the Association, at a gen­

eral meeting to lie convened for that purpose, 
after thirty days’ notice in one of the daily uews- 
pajiers published iu English in this city, may 
make any modifications, additions or changes in 
the act of incorporation, or may even dissolve the 
same with the assent of three-fourths of tlie 
stock represented at such meeting, and anv and 
all such modifications additions, changes or dis­
solution, shall be recorded as required by law.

ARTICLE XV.
At the expiration of the charter, or sooner, if 

ordered as above, tlie affairs of this Association 
shall be liquidated, its debts paid, and the balauce 
dividedaaiuong tlie stockholders, pro rata, ou tlie 
amount held by each of paid up stock, under tlie 
charge and superintendence ot the commissioners, 
who shall be stockholders, appointed by the Board 
of Directors for that purpose.

ARTICLE XVI.
Tlie names of the stockholders, their residence 

and the number of shares held bv each, are de­
clared to be such as are sutiserilK-d to this act of 
incorporation, aud set opposite each of their names

A MENDMENT OF CH ARTER.

Louisiana Levee Company.

STATE OF LOUISIANA.

PARISH OF ORLEANS-CITY OF NEW ORLEANS.

Be it known that this day, before me, Pierre 
Charles Cuvellier, a notary public duly commis­
sioned and sworn, in and for the parish of Orleans 
and city of New Orleans, State of Louisiana afore­
said, anil in the presence of the witnesses herein­
after named anil uuderi-igued, personally came and 
aptieared the persons whose names are hereunto 
subscribed aDd set forth, who severally declared 
that they and those whom they represent are 
stockholders of the Louisiana Levee Company, a 
corporation organized under the general laws of 
this State, bv notarial acts passed before me. the 
above named notary, ou the eleventh day of Feb­
ruary, iu the year 1871, and recorded the aaine dav 
in tlie’office of*mortgages, in the parish of Orleans, 
iu book of societies No. 8, folios 2t7, 248 and 24S, and 
further recognized and approved by an act of tlie 
General Assembly of this State, approved February 
20. 1871, being act No. 4 in the volume of the acts 
of tlie session of 1871.

That, iu conformity to the ninth article of the 
aforementioned charter or act of incorporation, a 
general meeting of the stoekholdersnt the said com­
pany was convened aud held at the domicile there­
of. on Tuesday, the twelfth day of December, 1871, 
and certain modifications, additions and changes 
iu tlie original articles of said charter were pro­
posed anil assented to bv a majority of all the cap­
ital slock of said eorjinration; the same being as 
follow s, to wit:

ARTICLE II.
That paragraph four ofsaid article second, by the 

addition of the words "or by tlie United States ' be 
made to read as follows:

”4. To accept and exetciae all such powers, priv­
ileges anil franchises as may hereafter be granted 
to or conferred uixin tlie said company by the gov­
ernment of the United States, or of any of the States 
inteieateil in the construction and maintenance of 
levees on the hanks of tlie river Mississippi, or its 
tributaries or outlets, aud further, to consolidate 
with auy company chartered iu any of tlie said 
States, or by tlie Unit*d States, for the same or like 
purpose s.”

ARTICLE IV.
That the following lie substituted instead of 'said 

article, which will now read:
“Art. 4. Tlie capital stock of the company shall 

lie one million dollars, represented by one bundled 
thousand shares of ten dollars each; provided, how­
ever, that the Directors are authorized aud re­
quired to increase the capita! stock to one million 
five hundred thousand dollars, by issuing oue 
hundred thousand shares of preferred stock, of 
fifteen dollars per share, payable only iu the 
following manner, to wit: Ten dollars per share 
iu tlie existing stock of the company, to be desig­
nated thereafter as 'ordinary stock,' the !>• lance, 
five dollars, to be paid in lawful currency at such 
time auil in such manner as the lioard may deter­
mine; provided, further, that the right of sub- 
seriliers to tbe preferred stock to pay ten dollars 
per share in certificates of ordinary stock shall 
cease at tlie expiration of six months from the 
date of tlie adoption of this article. Said preferred 
stock shall be entitled, out of the earnings of the 
company, to dividends to tbe extent of twenty per 
cent per annum of said earnings before the or­
dinary stock shall participate therein.

"Nii increase of the capital stock of the company 
shall hereafter be made except in dividends of 
stocks to the stockholders, and the capital stock 
of tlie enuipauv shall never be increased beyond 
five million dollars.''

ARTICLE V.
That said article be amended by adding thereto 

the follow ing cIbiibc :
■ No person shall hold the office of Director who 

is not a resident of tins State, aud tlie owner of at 
least oue hundred shares of the stock of tlie com­
pany.”

ARTICLE IX.
That said article be amended by striking out 

therefrom the words "or dissolve this corpora­
tion.” so that it will hereafter read as follows:

"Aht. J. At a general meeting convened for that 
purjiose, aud of which notice oy publication, as iu 
tlie case of general electicns, shall be given 
for at least twenty days, the stockholders may 
make anv modifications, additions or change! m 
these articles, with tlie assent of a majority of all 
the capital stock of tlie corporation. On ail m at­
ters submitted to the vote of tlie stockholders 
they shall be entitled to one vote for each share 
held by tlmm respectively, and to cast the same in 
tiei'sou or by proxy."

ARTICLE XII.
That the said artiele.be amended by substituting 

the word "three" for the word •Jive'- therein, so 
tliat tlie first lines thereof will hereafter read as 
follows:

"Article 12. Tlie liquidation of the affairs of 
the euiupany shall be made by tluee commis­
sioners, elected by the stockholders at the time 
designated for the last general election of direc­
tors," etc.

Wherefore tlie said appearcra, each representing 
the number of shares ot the capital stock of said 
company set opposite tiieir respective signatures 
hereto, imd constituting together the requisite uia- 
loritv do hereby declare and acknowledge the 
above specified additions, modifications and 
changes to have been duly adoptedi trial the same 
are a part of the charter of the said company and 
binding upon all tlie stockholders thereof, and 
such as may hereafter become stockholders therein: 
anil they do hereby authorize tlie recording aud 
publication thereof according to law.
