The total average number of officers and
prisoners subsisted per day during the
month was 114. During that period 109
destitute people appli for shelter and
subsistence, which made the average num-
ber per day in the institution 117, at a cost
of about twenty cents each.

1 wish to call the attention of the Couneil
to the importance of speedily providing
some place for the temporary ehelter of
homeless people. Our stationhouses are
pightly besieged by this class, and while
wany of thew are doubtless able to work,
but too lazy, some are really unfortunate
and deserving. 1 bad some doubts as to
the propriety el admitting these applicants,
but upon witneasing their distress and re-
ceiving assurances from the Young Men's
Christian Association that they were only

oor, 1 instructed the warden of the Work-

ouse to receive them temporarily and pro-
vide them with prison fare, taking care,
however, to preserve thom frowm contact
with the prisoners. During their stay they
are kept under sufficient restraint so as nut
to impair the discipline of the institution,
and by this tewporary shelter they have
been kept from the commission ot crime,
no doubt, and were enabled eventually to
secure respectable employment. 1 trust
the Counal will approve of my action in
admitting thew.

INDIGENT SICK AND DEAD.

During the month there were 60 sick re-
moved to the hospital, and 26 burials. The
city pliysician of the Fifth District attended
14 cusex of jndigent sick.

BOYS' HOUSE OF REFUGL.

The average number of inmates in this
institution per day during the month was
105, The cost of subsistence for this num-
ber. aud thirteen otficers and employes, in-
cluding bread furnished by thewselves,
amounted to $749 73, or about twenty cents
per day cach.
