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l>y Senator* on this floor, to stay in this 
State and light to the last day of my life, 
and I make this prediction, should these 
men succeed for a time, they will find the 
party—whether called Republican or not— 
the party in favor of what we are now 
struggling for, equal rights to all men, 
they will find this party, though it 
may be many years to come, once 
more resurrected and clothed in all its 
power, and until that day comes, and when 
it comes, I propose to stand upon the sail 
of this ray adopted State and hold these 
men up to the scorn and contumely ol the 
people they have betrayed. I have dotle 
nothing of which I am ashamed. I have 
done nothing for which I will abandon my 
home and my interests at the beck of any 
mob or assemblage of rioters. I propose to 
stay in this State until I shall one day 
bring Packard and Casey before the baT of 
an i ml ignat people and convict them of the 
crime of attempting to sell out the rights 
of the very men who put them into their 
position".

Mr. Harris expressed himself satisfied 
with the explanation given, and withdrew 
his opposition to the resolutions.

After the passage of the amended resolu­
tions—

Mr. Campbell said: I perceive by the 
evening paper that the dispatches from 
Washington are of this character: that the 
feeling of the administration is decidedly in 
favor of keeping hands off in Louisiana af­
fairs. 1 am glad to hear it, because the ad- 
miuistration down here is decidedly in favor 
of keeping hands on. I wish to inform the 
President that the actions down here are 
not in accordance with the feeling up there.

ELECTION LAW.

The bill repealing the election law being 
on its final passage, Mr. Whitney asked to 
be excused from voting.

Mr. McMillen objected.
Mr. Campbell desired to explain his vote.
Mr. Whitney objected.
Mr. Kagan thought some arrangement 

should he made by which Senators could 
explain their votes.

The bill finally passed.
CONSTABULARY LAW.

Mr. Thomas, by unanimous consent, in­
troduced a bill repealing the constabulary 
law. which passed its first and second read­
ings and was considered engrossed. The hill 
bciug on its third reading—

Mr. Campbell said: Mr. President, as 
Senators were so ungenerous as to deny me 
the privilege of explaining my vote on the 
previous bill, I desire now, without making 
any set speech, to state briefly the reasons 
for my action to-day. In Anew of the hiatus 
which existed in our legislation on account 
ot the absence of a quorum of Senators
from their seats, a Democratic Senator, be­
longing to that portion of the people who 
are opposed to the various laws upon the 
statute hooks in reference to registration, 
election, etc., has consented, as I under 
stand, to take his seat and make a 
quorum of the Senate, on condition 
that those laws be repealed. This 
is done in the presence of a threatening aud 
riotous mob of men, who have armed them­
selves. and are making efforts to take pos­
session of the State government aud over­
throw the regularly constituted authorities. 
This demonstration on the street threatens 
the peace, the property and the lives of the 
citizens of this city, and it has already done 
great iujnry to their commercial interests, 
fn view of all this, against my own feelings 
aud against my firm convictions of what is 
best for the whole people ot the State, I 
vote for the repeal of those laws. _ I wish it 
to be placed upon record that I yield these 
convictions simply because in «o doing I 
assist iu removing this lock upon the gov­
ernment. upon the business and prosperity 
of this State and city, and to save the 
State from threatened anarchy. In voting 
as I do I wish to say that I adhere strictly 
to the principles of those laws which are 
about to be repealed. I had agreed to 
make modifications in them, but I believe 
their total repeal is unwise and im'jrovident 
at this time.

Mr. Thomas—I have little to say to you, 
Mr. President, aud to the members of tbe 
Senate. If it were possible, I wonld like to 
address myself directly to the people of 
Louisiana, for whom these remarks are in­
tended. 1 have taken upon myself a great 
and solemn responsibility in taking my 
seat and constituting a quorum of tbe Sen­
ate to-.lav although it may appear to many 
that, in doing so. I was simply discharging 
the duir I owe to my constituents. De- 
'ayed m avoidably at home for many days 
after th< meeting of the Senate, 1 have only 
rcceu’h made my appearance in this city. I 
have looked upon the contest which has 
been raging here for the past fortnight, 
with the view of judging fairly aud impar­
tially of the relative merits of the contest 
ants'. Fortunately for the people ot this 
State aud city, it has not yet culminated in 
bloodshed, nor do 1 believe it will do so, 
oven though this body bad not con­
vened as it has to-day. It seems to 
me, as an outsider, viewing this
contest from an unprejudiced standpoint, 
that it has resolved itself into a personal 
contest on the part of those who desire to 
place themselves in power against the reg­
ularly constituted authorities of the Stale, 
using as their argument the demand of the 
people of the State tor reform. I. as a 
Democrat, was willing to foment these 
troubles, thinking that out of them good 
might result, and I believe the time has 
now come when these good results can be 
attained. The meeting of the General As­
sembly to-day, for the purpose of passing 
these reformatiiryjmeasures, is an assurance 
to the people that their demands are at 
last meeting with an adequate response.
It is to you, Republican members of the 
Senate, that the, credit for these results 
should be given. We can not expect to 
force auvtbmg from the hands of the domi­
nant party; we have not the power to do 
so: we have not a sufficient number of votes 
t > pass such laws as we may desire to place 
upon the statute books. It is for you to pass 
them and lor us to give our quiet assent to 
Them. If you pass these measures of re­
form. if you repeal these obnoxious anjl 
monstrous laws which have been pressing 
like an incubus upon the people of the 
State, it is an assurance on your part that 
vou have some regard for their interests 
and welfare. So far as this personal con­
test is concerned, 1 care not for it. The 
good people of the city with whom I have 
had the pleasure to converse, have assured 
me that they do not desire its continuance. 
Their commerce and material prosperity- 
have been seriously affected by it, and will 
be almost ruined if it continues much 
longer. I have come here and taken my 
seat for the sole purpose of co-operatiDg 
with you in passing measures ol retrench­
ment aud reform, measures that will lighten 
the burden* which uiy people bear, recog­
nizing the truth of the axiom that “that 
government is best that is least felt by’ the 
people.” Let us assure the people that we 
arc determined to legislate for their benefit, 
and their benefit only, and prosperity will 
soon overspread our State like tbe morning 
sun dawning upon the mountains. Lay 
aside for onee your desire lor place anil 
power, and elevate yourselves to tbe posi­
tion of patriotic legislators, wlio have no 
interests at heart but those of tbe people 
they represent. .

Mr M"Millen—In common with my 
friend, Mr. Campbell, I should view the 
present action of the Senate with regret, 
if i believed that it was its final action 
upon the important laws which we are now
in process of repealing—namely, the elec­
tion registration, constabulary and print­
ing laws I believe tbe Senate and House 
of'Representatives will, at the proper time 
during the present session, enact such laws 
upon these various subjects as will secure 
to the people of the State ah their polit­
ical ami personal rights, and an economical 
administration of the State govern incut, 
so far us the public printing is concerned.
I do not concur, however, with the honora­
ble Senator (Mr. Campbell) in his state 
ment that we are forced to this action l>v 
the presence in our midst of a disorderly 
mob. i came here to-day to cast my vote 
tor the repeal of these laws, because I w as 
in favor of their repeal and the
enactment of such other laws as
will secure to the people of the 
State the free and fair expression of their 
opinions at the ballot-box. In order that 
we may enact such laws, I deem the initia­
tory steps that we are taking this morning 
as necessary and desirable. I am not here, 
Mr. President, as Senator Thomas seems to 
think, as a seeker after place and power; 
but 1 am here, 1 believe, as the choice of the 
majority of the people ol my senatorial dis­

trict, and am at all times ready and willing 
to record my vote in favor of such measures 
as 1 deem to be for their highest and best 
interests. I have never been an advocate 
lor the election and registration laws as they 
stand upon the statute books to-day, and 
you will find my vote recorded against the 
militia law, also. During the last session of 
tbo Legislature I advocated, with all the 
earnestness and seriousness I could com­
mand, the repeal of the printing law as it 
now stands. Therefore, this is not a new 
conviction of mine. I am not bowing to the 
will of the mob, but am simply giving 
evidence of the sincerity and honesty of the 
opinions which I have always expressed. 
So far as elections are concerned, I am in 
favor of a free fight between the different 
parties: 1 am in favor of the passage of 
such a law as will allow any legal voter to 
go, without fear, to the polls and cast his 
vote for the men of his choice, and I am in 
favor of having the votes counted exactly 
as they are given. I desire the passage of 
such laws as will, if it be necessary, restrain 
intimidation, prevent fraud, aud allow the 
people of Louisiana to control her domestic 
affairs. If the people want Governor War- 
moth for their Governor for the next four 
years. let them have him; if they want some 
other mau, in God’s name let them elect 
him. If they want a Republican, I am in 
favor of suet laws as will secure to them a 
Republican Governor; and it they want a 
Democrat, let us bow to their will. Let us 
no longer remain under the imputation that 
we and other State officers who are elected 
by the people occupy our positions by the 
fraud and connivance of the officers 
who held the elections throughout the 
State. That such things have taken place 
in this body I do not believe. I believe 
that eyery gentleman who occupies a seat 
upon tliis'floor has been fairly elected by 
the people of the district he represents. I 
believe, also, that the State officers were 
fairly elected by the people of the State 
when they made their choice in 1808; and I. 
do not desire this action of mine to-day to 
be construed as an evidence of my belief 
that there has been fraud uu the part of the 
officers ot the law heretolore in the returns 
they have made. I simply desire that my 
vote shall be taken as proof of my sincerity 
in declaring that I was in favor of the mod- 
ltication. and. if necessary, of the repeal of 
those laws that the people of the State 
looked upon as obnoxious in their charac­
ter. I do not vote thus. I repeat, simply 
because a mob in the streets of this city de­
mand such action on the part of the Legis- 
ture, as has been stated by the Senator (Mr. 
Campbell).

Mr. Campbell—Does the gentleman refer 
to the remarks I made ?

Mr. McMillen—Yes, sir.
Mr. Campbell—I said that I voted in 

favor of the repeal of these measures be­
cause it was the demand of the Senator 
who had come in and made up the quorum, 
and because it would prevent the loss of 
business which this city would otherwise 
suffer. I did not say that I would bow to 
the will of tbe mob.

Mr. McMillen—I misunderstood the Sena­
tor. I am in favor, Mr. President, of such 
action on our part as will demonstrate to 
the people of the State that the members of 
the Senate were earnest and truthful when 
they told the people they were in favor of 
the modification or repeal of tl o e obnoxious 
laws. It will be an evidence, also, that the 
Governor, iu his annual message, was sin­
cere in his recommendations of reform, and 
disposes finally of the erv raised by this 
baud of conspirators that the executive and 
his friends, as we are called, iu the Senate 
and House of Representatives, were deceiv­
ing the people when we said we were in 
favor of relorm.

Mr. Barber—1 had hoped. Mr. President, 
that the Senate would not act hastily in the 
repeal of these various laws, but would al­
low ample time for Senators to examine 
their provisions. Instead of that we are 
led blindly into legislation of the same 
hasty character as that complained of by 
the people. 1 voted last week for a resolu­
tion declaring our intention to pass the 
measures of reform which the people de­
manded at our hands, but I do not desire 
to deprive my people of the only safeguards 
which the law has thrown around them. 
While 1 am willing to concede everything 
the people demand, still I think that suffi­
cient time should he granted to allow us to 
investigate the merits of these laws we are 
called upon to repeal. I yield to no one in 
my desire for reform, hut I do not wish to 
vote for anything I do not understand, nor 
place my Vote upon record in favor of 
measures which, perhaps, may not meet 
with the approval of the people I represent. 
I aui informed, however, by the represent­
atives from my district that club meetings 
have been held and resolutions passed in­
structing their representatives to vote for 
the repeal of these laws. Therefore. I say. 
Mr. President, that in voting for these re­
pealing measures I am simply acting in ac­
cordance with the wishes of my constit­
uents, with the assurance, however, that 
other laws will be passed protecting my 
people in the exercise of their lights.

The bill finally passed.

necessities. The recollection o f  that act o f 
kindness I shall always retain. Indeed, it 
was that which induced me to use my best 
efforts for his success after you, Mr. Presi­
dent, had put him in nomination in the con­
vention of 1808; and I was pleased upon be­
ing appointed by Mr. Conway, the presi­
dent of the convention, a member of the 
committee to inform him of his nomination. 
Mr. Dunn was a great man. He was great 
because he was good, and he was so es­
teemed by all who knew him, both in his 
private and public life. His friends, and 
even his enemies (and indeed it would have 
been out of the ordinary course of human 
affairs if he had had none), accord to him 
iu an eminent degree every social quality 
which adorn the accomplished gentleman. 
His personal and political life is so familiar 
to the people of Louisiana that I will not 
occupy the time of the Senate by referring 
to it. In reflecting upon our bereavement,
I sometimes attempt, but in vain, to meas­
ure its magnitude. In his death his family 
has lost a kind father and an affectionate 
husband; his friends a tried and true dm d ; 
this Senate a dignified and capable pre­
siding officer: tbe State an able Lieutenant 
Governor and statesman, and his race a 
distinguished and noble representative. He 
is dead; yet we may say he liveth. There 
is a silent echo coming up from his lonely 
tomb, more potent than voice of mine, 
teaching us tbe truth of the doctrine of our 
mortality, and illustrating clearly the 
weakness of our strength. He lived long 
to enjoy the pleasures and bear the trials 
of this life. But only a brief period was 
allotted to him to realize the grandeur of 
tbe great drama in which he took so impor­
tant a part. But a few years before his 
death he could look back over tbe history 
of bis race and see nothing but gloom and 
despair, with no hope of deliverance 
in the future. But suddenly a ray 
of hope pierced through the darkness; 
a sudden transition took place : the shackles 
fell from the hands of four millions ot bond­
men, and they rose up in the dignity of 
their manhood. I have thought that while 
upon his dying bed Mr. Dunn must have 
consoled himself with the reflection of the 
faithful apostle of old, who, when compar­
ing the former and the present condition of 
his people, said. “Oh, Lord, let thy servant 
now depart in peace, for mine eyes have 
seen the salvation of my race.” Mr. Presi­
dent, it is common for men to covet militaiy 
honors, but the lamented deceased was an 
exception to that rule. A wider field, a 
nobler sphere was bis choice. The hero 
who wars on the tented field is surrounded 
by bis faithful band of friends and 
comrades, but he who fights the stein 
battle of life stands alone and unsupported. 
Mr. Dunn, it is true, had many friends 
and supjiorters around him, but it was the 
firmness of purpose within him which sus­
tained him under all circumstances, even 
when beset by bitter enemies or betrayed 
by the treachery of assumed friends. To 
some extent, and under some circumstances, 
a love of military glory is laudable. The 
Duke of Wellington, the hero of Waterloo 
and the conqueror of the great Napoleon, 
may have been proud ot his glorious achieve­
ments, but they are trifliDg in comparison 
with those of our lamented friend, whose 
energies were devoted to the elevation of 
his race from the rank sty of slavery’s 
degradation to the dignify and char­
acter of American citizens. In dying 
he only paid the debt due to nature 
by all' the living. “Dust thou art, and 
unto dust shalt thou return," is au edict 
which has gone out through all the earth, 
and no pomp nor power can resist the in­
evitable command. The king upon his 
throne, at whose uod millions tremble, sur 
rounded by obsequious courtiers in their 
rich and costly raiment, may, at any mo­
ment. be brought down to the level and 
coldness of the grave. Reality, combatting 
our reluctances, forces the truth upon us 
that Oscar J. Dunn is dead. The sun of his 
mortal career has set; but while we realize 
this melancholy tact, emotions of joy till our 
hearts as we contemplate the glorious truth, 
that when his suu did sit, it went down 
without a cloud amidst the splendors of a 
burnished sky.

The resolutions were adopted, and the 
Senate adjourned.

BUSINESS CHANGES.

PRINTING LAW.

Mr. Lynch introduced, by unanimous '-on- 
sent, a bill to repeal the printing law. which 
passed its first and second reading, and was 
considered engrossed.

Mr. Hunsaker said lie was willing to 
modify the printing law so that the commis­
sioners should not have the right to author­
ize the printing of the laws, but not for its 
total repeal. There was a necessity for a 
judicial and parochial printer in each par­
ish.

Mr. Lynch explained that the repeal of 
the law would leave the parochial printing 
in the hands of the police juries.

Mr. Hunsaker said that was just what he 
did not want. He was in favor ol' reform, 
but did not intend to vote blindly.

The President—This law. pcrliap- more 
than all others, lias brought upon the Re­
publican party of Louisiana the opprobrium 
of its enemies' As one ol the officers who 
have control of the patronage under it, I 
am as much interested in its retention upon 
the statute hooks as anybody, hut still I 
am iu favor of repealing it. I stand in the 
same position as St-nator McMillen in refer­
ence to this matter. This is no new con­
viction of mine. For some years I have 
been in l'avor of it, and during the last ses­
sion of the General Assembly I tried in vain 
to bring it before the Senate. I am in favor 
of the passage of such laws as will secure 
to- the friends of the Republican party 
throughout the State all the benefits which 
result from the distribution of the patron­
age of the State in the way of public print­
ing, as it has always been the custom of the 
dominant party everywhere to give that 
patronage to its supporters. 1 hope the 
rules will be suspended to place the bill on 
its third reading.

Mr. Lvnch said lie would heartily co­
operate with the Senator from St. James 
(Mr. Hunsaker) in the support of any meas­
ure that would meet his views.

Mr. Campbell—I desire to say that I 
heartily support this measure, as well as 
all others which look to the reduction ot 
taxation and expenditures. In voting to 
repeal the election and constabulary laws 
I stated that I did so against my convic­
tions of what was best for the people ot the 
State, as in my opinion, they served to pro­
tect the voters in the exercise of their rights 
as suffragans. I yielded those convictions 
to the pressure of what I deemed stern ne­
cessity, but 1 desire to say that I go with 
my whole heart and soul for the repeal of 
the printing law. The bill filially passed.

OSCAR .1. DUNN.

of the Senate at the death of the late Lieu­
tenant Governor—

Mr. Ragan said: Mr. President, before 
the roll i3 called I desire to say a few words 
upon the resolutions now before the Senate. 
1 had the pleasure to he familiarly acquaint­
ed with Oscar J. Dunn, whose death we 
mourn to-day, and I can not allow this op­
portunity to' pass without testifying my 
appreciation of and regard for him. It may
