The following isa copy of o messagoy sent
by Governor Warmoth to the Hon. Henry
L. Dawes, member of Congress from Mas-
sachusetts:

New Orriass, January 12, 1872,

I gee by the dispatehes that you proposed
yesterday the appoin'ment of a comwmittee
to investizate Louisiana affairs. I thank
you for it.  We will show a most damnable
conspiracy between Democrats, Custom-
house officials, and the United States mar-
shal to overturn the State government. The
United States commissioner, until iately a
clerk in the United States marshal’s office,
issued writs, arrested the Governor, Licu-
tenant Governor, members of the Senate,
and twenty members of the Honse at the
moment of assembling, and during the ab-
sence of the members, seven were turned
out, and six conspirutors seated in their
places.
