fiscal year, of two clerks of class three, four 
clerks of class two, nineteen clerks of class 
one,and two assistant messengers in the Pen­
sion Office, to be appointed by the Secretary 
of the Interior, eight thousand two hundred 
and sixty dollars; for office rent, lurniture,

Sec. 19. That so much of the proviso 4n
