THE STATE HOUSE.

Asthe State House is the pluee whicre the
executive and legislative branchies of the
State government ave now pursuing their
duties without let or hindrmnce, it is not
unressonable to suppose the people con-
tinue u desire to know what is going on
there.

The contest that has been waged so
fiereely by the minority in botl: houses of
the Legislature for the supremacy over the
majority has, it is hoped, st last come to
an end.  The action taken in both houses
yesterday wonld seem to warrant this be-
lief.

The Senate, after disenssing the subject
two days, passed a resolution notifying
the Governor and House of Representa-
tives that the Senate was organized. The
most of the Senators who had opposed the
orzanization of the Senate, effectd by the
mujority, ulso opposed the action of the
majority in the Honse. For two days
they fought the resolution recogmizing the
present organization, and what has been
done in the House since the election of the

Hon. O. H. Brewster us Speaker,
but they were finally Dbeaten by a
voti of mnineteen to fourteen.  The
opposition  Senators, which ewbruced

the Democratic strength of the Senate,
and the Republican Senators identificd
with the Customhouse faction, took the
ground that the present organization of
the House is illegal, and for that resson
the Semate should not communicate with
it. Th: Senators who support the State
wdministrtion and oppose the alliance of
Democrats and Republicans to bresk it
down, support the orgamization with Mr.
Brewster as Speaker, thus finudly settling
the pretensions of Mr. Carter to the
Speakership.  The discussions npon this
subject were continued in the Senate yes-
terday by Senators Campbell. Blackman
and Lynch, and were of an interesting
character.  After the passage of the reso-
Iution, Lieutenunt Governor Pinchback
called Senator Blackman to the chair, and
addressed the Senate upou a privileged
question.  He said his chameter bad been
wantonly und maliciously assailed by such
