The detention of prisoners without trial.

The case of the shooting of Kerrigan, the
case of ‘tho howicide of Wheyland and the
matter of the alleged assault npon Thomas
Green Davidson, in connection with your
honor’s eharge upou the nature of and con-
ditions necesaury to make an unlawful as-
sembly, rout or riot, huve all received our
attention, but not to the exclusion of the
private cuses which form the ordinary dock-
et of the court. 3

Touching the first item—the condition of
tho city i we beg permission to read
to your honor afew wonr: from Dr. Covper,
now in charge of the asylum, taken from
Sunduy's Picayunc, and upon which show-
ing, corroborated by the report previously
mado by this grand jury, we respectfully
axk the court whether there exists inus any
power to indiet that pretended asylum and
cause its immediate suppression as a dis-
grace to the city which it is intended to
criminate.

And further. whether the three deaths
reported by Dr. Cooper are not such con
structive homicides; if not, indeed, homi-
cides in fact, 38 would justify an inquiry
into the personal responsibility to the law
for said deaths inflicted under the authority
of the City Council of New Orleans by the
dagger and bullet of cold and damp. We
are sad to think that while we parley vain
words with each other on points of respon-
sibility, death stalks into that hideous
prison of ice, and each day dispatches a
pew complainant, with a new indictment
against us, to the inflexible and tinal Judge
of all men.

In the martter of any alleged unlawiul
assembly, rout or riot, and under the in-
structions of your honor's charge, we have
the opinion of the eriminal law officers of
the State and parish, and there have been
none such during our term. And while we
udiit to the court. az advised by it. that it
would ill become us to criticise or arraign
the public policy, or even the private man-
agewent, of the two co-ordinate branches of
the government—that is to say, the Legis
lature and the Executive—yet we must but
regret it, if it be true, that they do not en-
joy the public confidence, so v for
their special success and our genersl wel-

are.

That prudent counsels, economical ad-
ministration, retrenchment and reform may
take the place of pust oppoite errors or
faults, is amt the expression by ua of the
universal wish of thecitizens and taxpayers
of New Orleans.

In the matter of protracted or unlawful
detention of persons without trial, which
detention is acknowledged to be s denisl
of justice, and as such is positively for-
bidden by our constitutions, we have the
henor to report that we find no important
ground of complaint on this score among
the 400 persons at present detained in the
Parish Prison. .

And in this counection we beg to add, in
conclusion, what is doubtless well known
to the court, that deluys of coming to trial
are us often due in the arrangements of
connsel in the interest of the ace us to
the formalitics or obstructions in the ma-
chinery of criminal justice. X

THE STATE HOUSE.

The cold weather did not prevent mem-
bers from warming up in both houses of the
Legislature yesterday.

In the Senate the subject of notifying the
Governor officially of the death of Senators
Fish and Pierce caused some very pointed
remarks. Senator Blackman called up bis
resolution on this subject, and Senator
Hunsaker asked that it be referred to the
Committee on Election and Qualifications.
He said that an election would be expen-
sive, and that it was inexpedient at this
time. Senator Ray charged that the Gov-
ernor hud made the want of an official ne-
tico from the Senate an excuse for vot or-
dering un election: and said the resolution
would compel him to do this: und that the
elected Senators could take their seats by
the middle of February. Senator Camp-
bell thought it would be less expensive.
and far more expedient, to seat
Messrs. Rogers and Jonas, the gentle-
men who ran for the Senate agamnst
Messrs. Fish and Pierce. In the course of
his remarks, Senator Campbell alluded to
to the Wilderness Senators, and this
brought Senator Smith to his feet. He re-
torted very excitedly, and, with an em-
phatic shake of the tinger, used what some
would consider rather npparlinmentary lan-
gnage. Senator Campbell did not change
countenance during this burst of excite-
ment, and his emile continned “childlike
and bland.” Senator Todd attempted to
be fuuny, and said he was cpposed to giving
information where it wus not wanted. Sen-
ator Blackman, evidently thinking it would
not do to give it up so, cited a few fucts
that occurred when Senator Harris was
elected to the United States Senato. That
cireumstance created a vacancy in the Lou-
isiana Senate, and Governor Warmoth or-
dered an election to fill it. Senator Black-
man failed, however, to convince a sutlicient
number of Senators of the necessity of an
election at this time. and therefore the Sen
ate refused yesterday to give the ofticial no-
tification.

In the House the same warm and lively
apirit seemed to animate mewmbers. Imme-
diately after roll eall a petition was re-
ceived and read from J. Henri Buich asking
to be reinstated as a member. Mr. Harry
Lott presented the petition, and eloquently
pleaded for the admission of Mr. Burch,
who, he contended, had done no worse than
e (Mr. Lott) and others Lad done, and who
were now permitted to occupy seats on the
floor of the House. He therefore offered a
resolution that the petition be received and
Mr. Barch be reinstated. Mr. Carr thought
the petition should be referred to the Cum-
mittee on Election and Qualifications, and
the House finally referred it there by a vote
of forty-eight yeas to tlirty-iwo nays.

Speaker Brewster then  announced,
through the Clerk, some half a dozen stand-
ing committees, which will be found pub-
lished in full in the RErUBLICAN to-day un-

After the reading of the c t-
tees, Mr. Stampe rose to a privileged ques-
tion, and the scene became one of much
animation. He had read from a newspaper,
published by a member of the House, an
article in which his (Mr. Stamps’) character
was scurrilously attacked. The member
pretended to be a fricnd of the colored peo-
ple, yet he endeavored to bring them into
contempt, by charging their Representatives
with ignorance, and publishing disgraccful
pictures of them and other members; pic-
tures the most ludicrous. representing the
House of Representatives in a manner that
is well ealeulated to please the encmies of
Republicanism.  Mr. Stamps did not be
lieve Dr. Worrall was & true Republican,
und was well convinced that he was no
friend of the colored race: that he was not
an houest, sincere mwan.  He said Dr. Wor-
rall was not entitled to a seat in the House.
Dr. Worrall elaimed the right to answer.
He said he stood up for the liberty of the
press, and should wlways contend for thut
right. He claimed that as a journalist he had
the right to criticise the conduct of members
of the Legislature. That is all he had done
Ite obtained his election fairly, and isa
resident of the parish of Jeflerson, and
when lie eame to the State he came as a
goldier of the Union army. Ile came to
help give freedom to the colored people of
the South. He was that much of & fricend of
the colored people.

Mr. Murray claimed the floor on a question
of privilege.  He said Dr. Worrall had at-
tacked his race, and he claimed the right
to answer in their defense, a8 he belonged
to the negro race. He said he, in common
with the colored people of the South whoe
were reared in slavery, felt the want of
education: but he claimed to be honest. He
had worked his way up to his present posi-
tion under difficulties never experienced by
Dre. Worrall, who, with all his boasted
learning, bad not learned to be an honest
wun. He pretended to be the triend of the
colored people, and sought their votes to
b returned a wewmber of the House of Rep-
reaentutives, and, in return for the support
they gave him, he attacks colored Repre.
sentatives upon the tloor of the House and
in his paper, and charges that they are not fit
to represeutanybody. Mr, Murray said Dr
Worrall hud not deceived him, for he knew
him well, snd bad known him since he
first to the State, He knew him
when hie was a Democrat. & member of the
Baptist church, and a preacher of the
Gospel. He went buck on all these pro-
fessions, and he (Mr. Murray) expected
pothing better thun that he wounld go back
on the colored people whenever it suited
his purpose.  While he pretendicd to be the
triend of Governor Warmoth and a stanoch
Republican, he stood ready to sell out the
Governor awd the Republican party. The
speaker beiieved be was the friend of no
wan por principle, further than it suited
est of Dr. Worrall,
rett obtained the tloor next, and
spake ut some length in regard to the
course of De. Worrall toward the colored
prople.  He said it had been sucly, of late,
as to bring them into contempr.  Mr. Bar-
rett considered Dr. Worrall & two-faced
man, and, in renewing his intrigoues, he was
responsible for the wf;mglmg that was now
going on in the House. There was much
legislation to be done, and the people
wanted thuat instead of personal bicker-
ings. For the course that Dr. Worrall
had taken toward members of this House
in bis paper, Mr. Barrett offered a rveseln-
tion, which was adopted by a vote of forty-
cight yeas to twenty six nays, to have him
brought before the bar of the House aud
repritusnded by the Speaker.

The House then quieted down, and on
motion of Mr. Davidson, the Senate appro-
