The following are the remarks of Mr.

Blackman, omitted in ihe report published
yesterday:

Mr. Blackman—I have a few words to 
say in reply to the remarks of the (Senator 
troin Orleans (Mr. Campbell.) The gentle- 
mau has made a great many assertions in 
hold and in some instanees eloquent lan­
guage, without any foundation in fact. He 
charges on the part of the Customhouse 
officials here, as representing a portion of 
the Republican party of the State, a coali­
tion with the. Democrats for the purpose of 
overthrowing the present State government 
by violence. That assertion I am prepared 
to deny, so far as I am personally con- 
cern'-d, and so far as the Democracy'of the 
Stat. is concerned. The Democratic party 
has never entered into any conspiracy and 
no compact for the purpose of destroying 
the State government, nor do I believe the 
Republican members of what is called the 
Customhouse party ever had any such in­
tention. We have been brought together 
by n community of interests—you may say 
we have been driven together by dire ne­
cessity—for the purpose of protecting our- 
selvcs against the outrageous conduct and 
destructive usurpations ot the chief execu­
tive: wo were forced to form a combination 
simply as Senators representing an injured 
people, and not as Democrats and Repub­
licans. The question ot polilics was never 
touched upon, and party advantage never 
considered.

The President—I dislike to interrupt the 
Senator, but I would like to ask him what 
he told me when he came into the Senate. 1 
asked 1dm whether he was going to oppose 
me, and he told me, the policy of the Demo­
cratic party was to work with the weakest 
side id’ the Republican party.

Mr. Blackman—Well, lie ir s'). We occu­
py the same position now that we occupied 
last se—ion, when Governor Warmotb was 
ihe weakest in the Senate, and when the 
gentleman now presiding so eloquently 
declaimed against us, and declared 
that Warmoth intended to make slaves of 
ail.

It has been charged that we
have formed an alliance with the friends of 
President Grant; and were going to sup­
port his administration at the next 
election. In reply, I say I have nothing 
to do with Grant’s administration ; I 
never supported it: I never voted for 
General Grant, and never expect to. 
I have nothing in common with him. But 
when I am forced cither to support him or 
Henry C. Warmoth, I say give me Grant. 
I look to the State of Kentucky, where, 
ruled by her own jieople, under Grant's ad­
ministration, the people have their rights 
aud liberties protected, aud a State debt of 
only $1,000,000, while ours is $10,000,001) 
under Warmoth’s personal government, 
and our people suffering from enormous 
taxation to support a government which 
deprives them, by fraud, of representation, 
and overawes and intimidates the people 
by the use of the bayonet.

But I reply that the Senator him­
self (Mr. Campbell) and those with whom 
he is associated were the cause of it origin- 
allv. Look at the “peace and order” re­
port made by the gentleman in look
at the slanders and misrepresentations that 
were circulated against our people here, 
accusing them of sedition and conspiracies 
of all kinds, which called forth that extra­
ordinary legislati non the part of Congress. 
The honorable Senator well knows that 
long before the Legislature convened 
in 18f>9 he made his report on “peace and 
order” of the State, and sent it broadcast 
over the country as a Republican campaign 
document, aud that uuder those misrepre­
sentations, as well as others from the 
Southern States, Congress had a pretext to 
pass these oppressive measures. What lias 
been done in South Carolina under the Ku- 
Kiux bill has been done in the parish of 
Grant by the executive of the State under 
the militia law. Armed militiamen have 
led out iunoeent men and murdered them, 
and established a reign of terror throughout 
The entire parish, and yet uo complaint is 
made. When the gentleman spoke of revo­
lution, and of the exercise ol extraordinary 
pow ers by the federal authorities, the scene 
enacted here, when we first met under ttie 
reconstruction laws, presented itself again 
to my mind. Who first inaugurated the 
measures of which fbe Senator complains ? 
When it became necessary for your party 
to take some desperate steps in order to 
gain complete possession of the House of 
Representatives, and organize as you saw 
proper, a willful and malicious falsehood was 
sworn to against one of the members. Dr. 
Butler, under which he was dragged before 
a I'uited States commissioner, and while 
thus detained, you unseated him, anil 
placed in his scat the celebrated E. \\ . 
Dewees, who had scarcely received a single 
vote in the parish of Bienville. Turn to the 
Senate chamber, aud what was the picture 
presented here! Iu order to carry out your 
plan to revolutionize the State government 
and obtain possession of it by violent 
means, you came in here, under a caucus 
agreement, and demanded that everv Sen­
ator should take and subscribe to the test 
oath before he could occupy his seat or be 
recognized as a Senator. When an appeal 
was demanded by myself from the decision 
of the chair, what did the gentleman then 
presiding say: "I will not recognize you as 
a Senator unless you take an oath which is 
not prescribed bv'the constitution; I do not 
recognize your right to appeal.” It was ail 
right then: you were all a happy family; it 
was against the Democrats: and yet when 
Mr. Carter did the same thing, you cried 
out that it was revolution, that it was trea­
son against the State government. Now. if 
there had been a conspiracy such as that 
described by Senator Campbell; if the 
Democrats were determined, as he alleges, 
to take possession of the State government, 
why did they not accept the proposition 
which emanated from his excellency, and 
which was made to us through B. B.

wees. They were only absent of their own 
accord, attempting to break a quorum ; but 
when the vote was taken to seat contestants 
there were fifty one members present, which 
was declared to be a majority ot the mem­
bers. Who wTas it, then, that attempted to 
break the quorum and organize revolution ?

Mr. Ilunsaker— I will state to the gentle­
man that every member of the Senate and 
House of Representatives who was arrested 
had to give bail.

Mr. Blackman—I repeat, that they went 
out on their own recognizance : that there 
was no unlawful interference which would 
prevent these members taking their seats, 
and that the Warmoth faction broke the 
quorum because defeated in carrying out 
their revolutionary schemes. They thought 
it best to disorganize the House.

Mr. Campbell—Suppose I were to come 
into the Senate Chamber and arrest you 
anil four or five of tbe Senators with whom 
you are associated and take you away to 
the Customhouse lor the purpose of passing 
some measure in your absence to which you 
were opposed, would not the rest of your 
colleagues be perfectly justifiable in leaving 
their seats and breaking the quorum until 
yon returned ?

Mr. Blackman—I do not know but what 
that would be justifiable and proper. You 
argue, however, that these arrests were 
illegal and revolutionary. We reply that 
if such action is justifiable in one instance, 
it is justifiable in another. Your action in 
18ti8j making arrests under like circum­
stances. was all right, because it operated 
in your favor, and iu opposition to the 
Democrats; but now, when it is brought to 
play against you, you say it is revolution­
ary. The Senator from Carroll (.Mr. 
Mi-Milieu) will remember that when the 
officers of tho United States army wanted 
to organize the House of Representatives, 
in 18f>8. tho members entirely ignored their 
power, although ordered by tbe law to 
organize the Legislature, called a list of the 
Democrats elected, ret used them their 
seats, arrested Dr. Butler, dragged him to 
the Customhouse, kept him there tor twelve 
hours, forced him to give bond, and have 
persecuted him ever smee. During his ab­
sence they unseated him, and seated in his 
place E. W. Dewees, then from Bienville, 
now from De Soto, and God knows where 
he will be from next.

Mr. Twitchell—Who made the affidavit?
Mr. Blackman—Mr. Ilonneus made the 

affidavit.
A voice from the lobby—1 made the affi­

davit.
Mr. Blackman—I repeat that if the 

arrest of Dr. Butler in !8ti8, at the organ­
ization of the House of Representatives, 
was proper and justifiable, the arrest of the 
members of the House on the fourth day 
of the session was equally so.

Mr. McMillen—I would ask the Senator 
whether the arrest of Dr. Butler in 18ti8 
was caused by the affidavit ot a fellow 
member of the House for die purpose of 
ehangiug the political complexion ot’ that 
body!

Mr. Blackman—I am arguing that it is 
the same tliiug so far as the right or wrong 
of it is concerned. Whether the affidavit 
iu the case of Dr. Butler was made by 
a fellow member or not does not affect the 
principle involved. When the United States 
marshal comes with his writ to arrest its, 
you say it is all right and proper, but wlieu 
he comes to arrest you, you cry out that it 
is an outrage. If you did not complain of 
it when he arrested Dr. Butler, what 
right have you to complain of it now 
when you are the sufferers? We are 
uot responsible, anyhow, for the ac­
tion of the United States marshal. 
If he has committed a fault it devolves 
upon him to explain himself to the govern­
ment. I opine, however, that when a writ 
ot arrest is placed iu his hands for execu­
tion lie is bound to serve it, let the conse­
quences be w hat they may. We hold that 
the first wrong was committed by you. aud 
iu proof of that assertion we refer you to 
I lie Senate aud House journals of 18t>3, 
sworn to by the present Secretaries. You 
wlio were present then well remember the 
arbitrary ruling of the President of the 
Senate which forced us to leave the Senate 
Chamber, and during our absence you un­
seated Mr. Sainbola, w ho had been legally 
elected, and seated Mr. Campbell iu his 
place, when only eighteen Senators were 
present.

Mr. Campbell—There were ninteen Sena­
tors present at the time, and the journal 
shows it.

Mr. Blackman—With yourself voting on 
your own case, there were nineteen, but 
you excluded from the Senate Chamber all 
those who could not take the test oath; you 
refused to allow legally elected Senators to 
take their seats, aud yet in the face of all 
tliis, you get up here and say, that because, 
forsooth, you are the injured parties now, it 
is a revolution aud a conspiracy to over­
throw the government. I have no doubt 
that the wires are freighted down with dis­
patches to all parts of the country that a 
new rebellion has broken out in Louisiana, 
and that the people are trying to upset 
the S'ate government anil break up lift 
Union again. I say you founded your State 
government iu revolution, have sustained it 
by revolutionary acts, and now, when it is 
tottering on its throne under the execra­
tions of an outraged and incensed 
people, an attempt is made to uphold 
it by revolution. For tbe last two years 
one universal cr.v has gone up. both from 
Republicans and Democrats, for the re­
peal of the infamous laws which are op­
pressing them, aud which have so long dis­
graced our State anil our Republican in­
stitutions. You see now that the, sword is 
drawn to cut the slender thread upon 
which your power is hanging; and rather 
than submit, you are determined to in­
augurate a revolution and scenes of vio­
lence. What right hail the Governor of the 
State to interfere with the legislative de­
partment ? What right hail he to exercise 
such powers as are not delegated to him, 
ami as were never used by any executive 
officer before, lor the purpose of carrying 
into execution his personal designs? What 
right had he to create a House of Repre 
sentatives of his own, and to assume to 
exercise powers which are not given him 
by the constitution, for the purpose of pre­
venting his impeachment ? For four years 
he lias been committing these illegal and 
revolutionary acts, in direct violation of 
the constitution, and gone unwhipped of 
justice. Some time ago lie arrogated to him­
self the right to remove constitutional officers 
elected by tiie people, aud actually (lid re­
move the Secretary of State, Mr. Bovee. 
Whatever may have been the shortcomings 
of that officer, whatever may have been bis 
dereliction of duty, he was still an officer 
equal in liis sphere to the Governor, and 
could not be removed excejit by impeach­
ment. Why not remove the Senate and 
House of Representatives? Why not re­
move the judiciary ? 1 suppose lie would
do it if his interests dictated it. This is 
not all that his excellency has done I 
have been informed that, in consideration 
of his friendship for the deceased Senators, 
Messrs. Pierce and Fish, lie attended their 
hollies to tiie grave as one of the pull 
hearers. The seats of those Senators are 
vacant; the voteis of the seventh and 
fourth senatorial district-, are not repre­
sented iii the State Senate, simply because, 
in the opinion of liis excellency, they can 
not he trusted. The evident intention is to 
deprive the people of a voice in tliis body, 
which would see that, no accidental execu­
tive anil representatives would set up “a 
power, glory and majesty" for themselves 
iu fraud of their liberties, liis excellency 
and liis representatives should remember 
the lines of tiie old Puritan poet:

“ T in t there is vet on earth an augnster thing, 
'though veiled jt |„. than parliament or king."

Was there ever such gross injustice before ? 
Did his excellency ever before refuse to or­
der an election when an office had been va­
cant four ifr five months ! But he did (ill 
the vacancy on the school board occasioned 
by the death of Senator Pierce, by the ap­
pointment of Mr. Herron, which shows that 
he lias the necessary official information. 
If lie had ordered these two elections, and 
they had been held, all these differences 
would have been settled lung ago. The 
verdict of the people has been rendered 
against him aud his administration, and he, 
feared the result of an election at tliis time. 
Ever since the organization ot'your State 
administration iu 18ii3, you have been com­
mitting illegal aud revolutionary acts. 
Colored men anil Democrats, who were 
elected by the people to represent them in 
the General Assembly, were deprived of 
their seats, by fraud, under your laws, and 
other uieu, who had scarcely received a, 
single vote iu the, districts they prist* tided 
to represent, were seated iu their places. 

I do not wish to reflect personally upon

any members, but I say that those repre­
sentatives who were thus illegally seated 
are now the strongest partisans of bis ex­
cellency, and are assisting him in the ex­
ercise of those extraordinary powers he 
has assumed. Men came here, as I said 
before, front the Northern States, as carpet­
baggers, went into the country parishes, and 
had themselves returned as elected by con­
stituents whose faces they had never seen 
before and dare not see again. It was to 
prevent the consummation of such frauds 
in the future that we entered into a compact 
as representatives of the people, irrespec­
tive of party, to pass such reform measures 
as would meet the necessities of the times, 
aud restore the State to its rightful sov­
ereigns, the people. But, sir, we find our­
selves iu the minority, and have little to 
hope for at the hands of this body.

Let the people lie prepared for broken 
pledges on tueir part, as I feel almost assured 
that uot one of these laws of abominations 
will he so amended or changed, in any es­
sential particular, as to deprive t he Govern­
or of his power to interfere in the elections. 
But the people will be prepared by force of 
numbers to reuder inoperative liis instru­
ments of fraud, and protect aud preserve 
their civil government and republican liber­
ties from the clutches of tyranny. The 
scenes of the last few weeks show how the 
great masses have been aroused, irresjiective 
of party or color. Thus it happens that iu 
all great political convulsions that shako 
the foundations of society, the mighty 
events east their shadows before them 
in their coming. Thus it is that the atmos­
phere is agitated wiili low prophetic mur­
murs. with which nature in the moral as 
the physical world, announces tho march of 
the hurricane.

Anil forest-rustling mountains comes a voice, 
That, solemn sounding, bids the world prepare.

The Grand Duke Alexis was snowballed 
in St. Louis. While riding around the city 
with a party of friends a gang of boys was 
encountered, who instantly recognized the 
imperial visitor.
