1f the general government had the power,

We make the following extracts of an ed-
itorial in the St. Louis Republicun of the
twenty-ninth instant:

It is said that all is guiet at New Orleans,
and the fear of an armed collision between
the Warmoth and the Carter factions is
uverted. The Republican papers tuke much
satisfaction in making the announcewent,
aund the whole country hears it with a feel-
ing of relief. But the way in which the ad-
ministration wake the announcement im-
plies that it is the end of whole business;
that the country is so pleased to see blood-
shed averted at New Orleans as to dismiss
the subject altogether from consideration.
The conntry, however, may not take this
view of it. It may want to know who wus
to blame for the trouble, who provoked the
quarrel, and who is to be punished for it.

‘or severul days New Orleans was on the
eve of civil war. Both parties were arwed,
and each party was a drilled army—oune in-
trenched in the Mechanics' Institute, de-
fended with artillery, and commanded by a
mun who was one of the ablest of Lee's
corps commanders in the late war; and the
other, superior in numbers, marshailed for
an attack, and led by Speaker Carter, who
wus himsell a confederate captain in the
war. Nothing but the intervention of the
United States troops nnder General Emory
prevented the Carter party from attacking

Somebody was to blame for all this: there

was serions wrong somewhere to provoke
this array of perties for a battle in the
streets of New Orleans, and the conntry
will not rest easy till it learns otficially who
the offender is, and what the oficnse was.
It is believed by some that the trouble was
provoked by the lawless intermeddling ot
the federal power in domestic matters with
which it should bave bLad nothing to do; it
is strongly conjectured that the federal of-
fice holders have been playing the presi-
dential game for their favorite with the
army apd navy of the United States. If
this has been done, with impunity, at New
Orleans, it muy be repeated some where else;
it federal troops have bheen used to control
a party convention in Louisiana, they may
be employed for a similar purpose in Ohbio
or Missouri: and if federal officials have
violently and lawlessly used the federal
power in that Stute, and are never to be
called to account for it, what is to prevent
their conduct from becoming a precedent in
other emergencies where the personal claiwa
of a President for r tion are at
stake ?
