SYNOPSIS OF THE PAST TWENTY-FOUR HOURS.

The highest barometer has moved east to 
the middle Atlantic coast. The pressure 
lias very generally fallen throughout the 
Mississippi valley and the Gull States since 
Wednesday afternoon, but lias risen over 
the lower lakes and New England. An 
area of low barometer, which was probably 
present on Wednesday in the southwestern 
jHirtion of the Gull ot Mexico, has moved 
somewhat northeastward, and northeast 
•winds, with clouds and rain, have prevailed 
from Texas to northern Florida and Arkan­
sas. Clear weather, with northwest winds, 
backing to the southeast, prevailed in the 
Middle States, and to a great extent over 
New England. Light southwest winds, 
with partially cloudy and clearing weather, 
have prevailed ou the lower lakes. The 
temperature, which was this morning low­
est ou the upper lakes and iu Minnesota, 
has risen decidedly. The barometer has 
risen at the Rooky Mountain stations. Clear 
weather is reported at San t  rancisoo, w ith 
lresh northwest winds.

The river has fallen at Memphis and 
Vicksburg und risen at New Orleans.

PROBABILITIES.
The barometer will probably continue 

falling on Friday over the Southern and 
Gulf States and Mississippi valley, with 
northeast winds. Southeasterly winds, 
with rising temperature and increasing 
cloudiness, prevail over the Middle anti 
Eastern States.

THE COURT*.

Judgment o fcn  amount near $12,000 was 
yesterdey givdn in the suit against A. W . 
Walker, brotifeht by G. R. Fairbanks, in 
the United States Circuit Court.

Voluminous testimony, iu the suit of the 
Harbor Protection Company against the 
ship Vancouver (recently released on bond), 
was yesterday taken in the United States 
Circuit Court. The suit is based on the fol­
lowing grounds: < in the fifteenth of Janu­
ary last, the tug Tyler, in the service of the 
company, armed with a lull equipment for 
salvage of vessels from tire, got uuder way 
and arrived a t the foot of Eighth street, 
where the ship Vancouver was on tire, and 
silt-ceded in employing her fire equipments 
iu putting it out. In order to suceeed, the 
Tyler engagt d a large number of persons, ami 
in their united ettort the ship and cargo 
were saved from total loss. Wherefore the 
company claims forty per cent of the value 
of the vessel and cargo, and to establish 
their claim testimony was taken.

The following order has been issued by 
the Eighth District Court:

••Hereafter no consul of a foreign govern­
ment shall be subpenaed to attend as a wit­
ness in this court. If either party in any 
suit shall desire the presence in court ol 
any such officer, he shall notify the judge 
within three davs of the time fixed lor 
trial."

Orleans Railroad Company vs. James M. 
Cooley—In this court the above railroad 
company has brought suit to annul the 
judgment rendered in the case ol J . M. 
Cooley vs. tlie Orleans Railroad Company, 
decided in favor of Cooley some days ago. 
I t  claims that it tiled an exception on May 
20, 1871, setting forth that Cooley had pre­
viously instituted a suit of similar nature in 
the Fifth District Court, and that a judg­
ment of non-suit was rendered against said 
Cooley: that he had failed to pay the costs, 
and therefore was not entitled to maintain 
the action brought in this court.

That for the purpose of the exceptions, 
the non-payment of the cost was admitted, 
and the court, on May 25, took the matter 
uuder advisement. The company claims 
that it had received no notice of the deci­
sion of the court in the matter of the ex­
ception. and that the case was brought up 
for trial, a default taken aud confirmed be­
fore a jury. It avers that these proceed­
ings were had without a proper notice to 
it, and. therefore, not being represented, 
contend that the judgment should be an­
nulled.

Mr. Cooley, plaintiff1 in the case. ha« re­
cently served ou the president of the com­
pany a notice to the ettect that they comply 
with the terms of their charter in starting 
their cars, and for the delays to which lie 
lias been subject therefrom, he will hold 
the company responsible.

In the* case of M. Carr vs. James Gra­
ham, the application to quash the mandamus 
herein issued has been refused.

The Shreveport Times reports this ease of 
inhumanity:

A sad instance ol human depravity was 
brought to light a few days since. There 
came up on one of our steamers from New 
Orleans a widow lady, with six children, 
who had been most shamefully swindled by 
some scoundrel in that city. She was on 
her way to Texas, and had some $300 in 
currency iu her possession to pay traveling 
expenses, and. mayhap, secure herself a lit­
tle home in the El Dorado which she was 
seeking. Some sharper in New Orleans, 
ascertaining that she had this money, told 
her that greenbacks would be of no value 
to her in Texas, where gold and silver were 
the only circulating mediums, and kindly 
proffered to have it exchanged for gold. 
T<ro confiding, as women ever are, she gave 
him the nionev, in exchange for which he 
brought her glittering ten-dollar gold pieces. 
Upon her arrival here she first ascertained 
that the pieces were base counterfeits, not 
a particle of gold having been used in their 
manufacture.

The poor lady was in a pitiable plight 
until the good Brotherhood came to her as­
sistance, they having raised means to send 
her ou to her destination.

The Boston Transcript says this of a re­
cent occurrence in that city:

Josephine Mansfield arrived here by the 
Owl Train from New York at 5:45 A. M. to­
day, and met with quite an "ovation” upon 
emerging from the Boston and Albany 
station. Several indiscreet commercial 
travelers, or drummers, who came on the 
same train, took occasion to manifest their 
displeasure at her presence by repeated 
bootings, cat-calls, etc., drawing a dense 
crowd around the notorious woman, not so 
much to her discomfort as to the chagrin of 
the railroad officials, who. unaided by a 
suitable police force, were unable to pre­
vent the disagreeable occurrence. The 
men, who, by their action, appeared to be 
morally no better than the unfortunate 
whom they assailed, did not cease their 
hideous howling until a considerate hack- 
man, who saw the situation at a glance, 
bundled her into his carriage and whirled 
her rapidly away to her destination, wher­
ever that inav have been.

The Washington Patriot says:
It is given out that the Mexican and New 

Orleans steamship bill is the only one. of 
this character, with a subsidy of $lo<),000 
per annum, likely to lie reported by tlie 
Senate Committee on Commerce this ses­
sion, and the bill will probably pass the 
Senate as reported. Tie- sub-committee 
propose to present a bill allowing materials 
which enter into the construction of iron 
steamships to be admitted duty free. It is 
reasonably hoped that this will materially 
aid the iron stcaiwdiip and iron barge build­
ing interests in this country.

According to the Printers KegUter, tlie 
trade organ, there are now 118 daily news­
papers published in Great Britain and Ire­
land, distributed as follows: In London,
21—12 morning, 9 evening; in the provinces, 
62; iu Wales, 1; in Scotland, II; in Ireland, 
22; and iu tiie Carmel Islands, 1. These 
statistics show an increase of eight daily 
papers as ugaiust the corresponding list ol 
last year, viz: In Irondon, 1; iu the prov­
inces, 5: in Irelaud, 3; while thera has been 
a decrease in Wales of 1.

The Donaldsonville Chief says:
George Washington Carter, ex-Reverend,
