NEw OrrLeass, Junuary 28.—The lobbies
of the St. Charles Hotel, headguarters ot the
congressional investigating cowmittee, have
been crowded all day with leaders and ad-
herents of the political fuctions now disturb
ing the peace of this community. Judge
Scofield has been kept busy receiving visit-
ors who appear anxious to give him aid in
his work. The Warmoth men are very
quiet, don't scem to be troubled about the
investigation, and have had little to do with
the committce. The Carter men and Demo-
crats, on the other hand, are very active,
awld are full of suggestions. The Demo-
crats, made up principally of the old rebel
clement, especiully  court investigation.
They have ¢rowded into the room of Mr.
Archer, the Democratic member of the com-
mittee, filling his ears with their woes and
troubles. The sessions of the committee
will begin to-morrow, either at the City
Hall or United States court rooms.
