MESSAGE FROM THE GOVERNOR.
STATE 0o Lovisiaxa, )
Exeoutive Department,
New Orleans, February 5, 1472,
To the Honorable Members of the Senate and

House of Representatives of the Genernl As-

sembly of the State of Loulsiana:

Thirty-four days of your session have
been dissipated in contests, the nature of
which I wil! not discuss now, but which are
familiar to the members of your honorable
bodies, and which, permit me to add, have
tended much to weaken the confidence of
the people in free government.

I regret the necessity that impels me to
once more address you, frankly, sincerely
and earnestly, on questions deeply affecting
the interests and feelings of the people of
this State. This I shall do without unneces-
gary verbiage or circumlocution,

There are laws on the statute book
which must be modified and which you are
pledged in the most solemn manner to
modify in & way that will make them ae-
ceptable to the great body of the people.

'he public voice has spoken in this be-
balf with no uncertain sound, and it is
your duty us representatives of the people
to give the force of law to the popular will
Jawithout uny further delay.

I will be candid with you, and state that
your plighted faith is suspected en this sul-
ect, when so much time 1s wasted in delay.
Every consideration of justice to the people,
to yourselves, and to myselt, whose friends
a large nmumber of you are, requires that
the modification of these laws should re-
ceive your prompt and undivided attention.

The condition of affairs in 1863, which in-
dnoed and made necessary the enactment
of most stringent laws on the subject of
registration and election has ceased, ina
great measure, to exist. )

Tha relations between the white and
colored vitizens of this State—then unset-
tled and hostile—have now been established
on a basis of quiet and wing respect fer
the rights ot each other. I barely allude to
the scenes of J868. I have mo wish to refer
to them, except to show that what may

have been then nee i3 unnecessary
no:.

Care shovld be takén while modifying
those laws to retain every provision that
may be 'y to protect and the
wenker members ot our population full,
free and equal advantages to vote for the
men of their choice for otfice. Without this
the equality of all men before the law be-
comes & deiusion and a barren boon.

The other provisions, that make the ma-
chinery one-sided, san and dangerous
to the liberties of the people when wielded
by an ambitious executive, should be so
wodified that the breath of suspicion of
unfairness should not attach to a victory
achieved by either party at the election.

It would be much better for the interests
of society and the perpetuity of free institu-
tions that the Repuablican party should be
defeated rather than that the opinion should
yrevail that its success has been obtained
L_v & traudulent use of official powers and
extraordinary advantages in the manipula-
tion of the votes and suffrages of the people.
If such a law is required to bolster up and
sustain the Republican party in this State,
I am free to say I had rather it would per-
ish.

These are no new views of mine, but sim-
ly a rastatement of my aunnal message of
8:0, more fully made in my aunusl mes-

sage of this year, and which I now desire
to reiterate with more distinetness and em-
phasis.

I recommend and urge you to pass an act
amending the law on registration, giving
the parochial government of each parish
the appointment ot the registrar of voters;
that it shall be necessary for the registrar
to have been a resident of the parish for
twelve months before his appointment ; that
he shall be incligible for any elective ofiico
durifg the term of his employment; and
that the expenses of registration should be
paid by each parish.

Second—That the eleetion law be so
amended as to give to the parochial au-
thorities the selection of the commissioners
of élection in such & measure as to secure a
representation of each political party at
each of the polls established to reccive
votes; that the ballots should be counted
and publicly proclaimed im:uediately after
the close of the election, and on the spot,
in the presence of any and everybody who
may desire to be present.  That the returns
should be made out in duplicate, one to be
forwarded to the Secretary of State, and the
other filed with the parish government.
That the voting precincts in each parish
should be established by the parish govern-
ment, and shall not be changed without six
months' public notice first given. TLat the
board of commissioners shall be either
abolished or selected from citizens not can-
didates for office, and to the end that each
political party shall be fully represented in
sueh body, and that in the case of registra-
tion the expénse of election should be
borne by the parochial govermment,

Third—I recommend that the office of
chief constable in each parish be abolished,
and the retarn of the civil power to the
sheriff; or at least an amendment of the law,
giving compensation only when in active
service.

Fourth—The revenue law shonld be
amended. The enormous compensation paid
many of the officers for assessing and col-
lecting the revenues must be reduced, aud
on this subject I refer you to the following
extracts from my annual message:

W, I recommend a reduction in the com-
pensation given for asscssment and coll
tion of the taxes of the State; that the
paid country tux collectors for listing the
property be reduced to §300 each: that
there be a board of four State assessors for

the city of New Orleans at a salary of 5000 |

eacl, who shall make the assessment on the
lnrn erty of the city for the State; that the
poutd shall also furnish a copy of the rolls
to the city, which shall, with such modifica-
tions as the city may muke, be its roils on
which its taxes shall be collected, and that
the Administrator of Assessments of the
city of New Orleans be constituted ex
otficio president of the board.

Tagain subwit to you the other speeitic
recommendations contained in 1y aunuul
Iessnge:

1. I recommend that all tees allowed the
Auditor of Public Accounts, amonnting, it
is believed, to about $25,000 per annum, be
collected by him and paid nto the State
treasury to the eredit of the “interest tax
fund,” to be employed in paying the inter-
est and prineipal of our debt.

5. That the act giving the State T
$2000 per annam a8 receiver of
public lands be repealed. To receive these
moneys is legitimately a part of Lis duty as
State Treasurer.

6. That the Clerk of the First Distriet |

Court for the parish of Orleans be paid a
salary of §6000 per annum by the city of
‘New Orleans, and that be be allowed no
fees from the State or city other than the
salary for his services, The fees of this
officer aount -to an enOrMOUs SUIK PEr an-
num,

7. I recommend a careful revision of the
laws relative to costs of clerks, sheriffs, jus-
tices of the peace and constables. The fees
under present laws are so enormousiwhigh
that in many instances they work o denial
of justice. It should be made the duty of
the judge of the court to examine and ap-
prove all fee bills before they are paid, and
to declare the office of any sherift or clerk
vacant on detecting overcharges of costs,

8. 1 ¢all your attention to my remarks on
the subject of bribery in my last anuual
wessage. They are as follows:

“1 ask your attention to the
there now exist on our statute books no sul-
equate peoalties against the eriwe
bribery. This defect should be remedicd by
appropriate legislation, which I sincerely
hope the wisdom and patriotism of your
honorable body will promptly devise. 1 am
in receipt of informution of acts of bribery
on the part of public officials, but owing to
the deteet above named in the law, 1 am
without the means of bringing the offendoers
to justice or stopping the mischict. It has
become a erying evil, and, if suftered to go
on, will destroy the confidence of the people
in governmwent, and seriously endanger our
liberties and highest interests. I hope that
the General Assembly will ennet somwe law
on the subject, providing adequate penal-
ties, and placing it in the power of the Gov-

wet that

ernor to prosecute with vigor and prompti-

tude all persons offering bribes and officials
receiving them.”

10. I also recommend a modification of
the printing law, by which the expense of
printing the laws and journals in the coun-
try newspapers will be saved, and that the
price paid for printing be materially re-
duced. By such an act $150,000 can be
saved annually.

11. That the Metropolitan Police law lie
repealed, and an act passed organizing the
police under a system similar to that in
force on the adoption of the present, re-
ducing their expenses to £100,000 per an-
num, remitting the financial department to
the city of New Orleans, and limiting the
Metropolitan District to the cities of New
Orleans and Carrollton.

12. The passage of an act giving to the
city of New Orleans entire coutrol of feed-
ing prisoners confined within the Parish
Prison of Orleans. The expense is now
enormous, and can bo greatly reduced if
the city government is empowered with the
control.

13. The sct passed at the last session rela-
tive to a State House should be repealed,
and the purchase of land on which to build
a Capitol should be annulled.

I4. The institution for the education of
the blind should, for the present, be dis-
continued. The State has no building for
Ahe accommodaiion of the pupils, and too
few pupils to justify the expense of the
Institution. It 18 new simply an asylum,
and if the inmates whose families or rela-
tions are able to maintain them were dis-
wissed, there would be but very few de-
pendent upon the charity of the State,
Fhe unfortunate people remuining should
be provided for elsewhers,

6. That each r.annh judge be paid by
the parish in which he resides and acts,
tuat in this way the State treasury may be
relieved of the expense, -

17. I recommend that the act providing
an anunual salary to the secretaries, assist-
ant secretaries, clerks, sergeants-ut-arms,
ete,, of the General Assembly be repealed,
and that these officers and employes shall
receive only such daily compensation dur-
mg the session as heretofore paid. In this

It is to set
at rest all doubt, if' there could be any, as
tomy own position on these masttors, that
1 address you on this occarion. have re-
peatedly expressed my confidence in the
professions yon have made to me, and have
gone 80 far a8 to assure the publie that no
time would be lost in responding to the
popular demand for political and economi-
cal reform. 8o fully have committals
been made on this subject that a failure to
christalize them into law would be uni
versally, and, I will candidly add, justly re-
garded as unmitigated treachery and con-
tempt for publie opinion.
