The fact that tlie 
authorities were more frightened than the 
negro, and that they brought him into 
court at night in masquerade, i. e., his face 
powdered and a wig ou his head, would 
seem to indicate that there was much 
ground for the culprit’s fears, llo will un­
questionably have iris case reopened, or re­
ceive a pardon iu a few years.

Ones Invariably Rejected—The Editor not
Responsible for the Sentiments Expressed
the Communications. 1

O ur Public School System —L e tte r  to H on.
Jo h n  R ny.

Hon John Ray, State Senator:
Sir—The recent discussion of school mat­

ters in tlie Senate, together with your iutro- 
duction of another school bill, brought out 
several assertions concerning the expense 
of our public school system which ought to 
be carefully considered; not only by Sena­
tors, but by all taxpayers and persons who 
have aLheart the interests of education. It 
was claKied by one of the Senators opposed 
to our present system that the State edu­
cational officers are paid an enormous sum 
for tlie superintendence of our free schools.

Two questions naturally arise: I. Is the
present system of superintendence required 
to brings)ur schools up to the desired stand­
ard ! 2. Are we paying too much lor school 
superintendence ?

We will find that the experience of States 
in which public schools have been loug es­
tablished will aid us much in determining 
the value of local and general superintend­
ence. The States which first inaugurated 
public schools were compelled to struggle 
through years of experiment and compara­
tive lailure before arriving at the point to 
which we have already attained iii Lou­
isiana.

We have profited by their experiments 
and failures, and have a truly eclectic sys­
tem made up of the good features of many 
others. In the early experiments in fram­
ing public school systems the feature of 
systematized superintendence was iu many 
instances almost wholly ignored. The re­
sult was that the public schools in some 
States were so inefficient that grave doubts 
were entertained by many as to tlie wisdom 
and economy of the public school system.

Practical educatois were not slow to dis­
cover that the weak feature of tlio imper­
fect systems was lark of superintendence, 
anil that it was hopeless to expect the best 
results from a class of teachers who were 
accountable to no intelligent superinten­
dent for the professional discharge of duty, 
according to the latest and best methods of 
instruction anil discipline.

As well might wc expect good cotton or 
sugar crops from a plantation without a 
suitable manager to plan and direct. The 
school superintendent is to his division wliat 
the manager is to tint plantation. One is 
just as indispensable as the other.

Superintendence is no longer an experi­
ment. The glorious results accomplished 
by fts aid iu such States as New York. 
Pennsylvania, Illinois, Michigan, Minne­
sota, Iowa, Wisconsin, Missouri. Kansas, 
California, Mississippi, Texas, and others, 
lias settled the matter forever.

May we not rejoice that Louisiana is 
secoud to no State in the Union in the 
modern appliances ot educational work! 
We certainlyJbave occasion to regret that 
our financial condition, caused by a gigan­
tic civil war, prevents us from doubling or 
trebling our corps of local superintendents. 
We have at present only six; our neighbor, 
Mississippi, lias 85 (I for each county): Mis­
souri has 114, Illinois 102, Pennsylvania 70, 
West Virginia 54, old Virginia 84, Wiscon­
sin 02, Iowa 97, Michigan 51. Kansas 45, New 
Jersey 17, Texas 12, and New York 192. 
These superintendents are employed iu the 
rural districts alone.

The following extracts from reports 
of General Eaton, National Commissioner 
of Education, and those of several State 
superintendents of States where the value 
of superintendence has been fully studied, 
will indicate in what high estimation it is 
held by those best prepared to judge of its 
efficiency:

“ It is hardly possible to separate school 
supervision from efficient instruction and 
training. No State or city system, propos­
ing the highest efficiency, presumes to do 
without it."—General Eaton's Report o f 1870. j

“ I proclaim again that the county super- j 
intendency is the right arm of our school 
system ; its strongest living element of 
power; the most closely identified with its 
future progress and development. No more 
disastrous blow could lie aimed at the 
system than one directed at the life of tiie sn- 
periutendency. Let the right man lie chosen 
in every county, and the thought of such an 
assault could uot be entertained."—H on.  
Xeichin Bateman. Superintendent o f Public 
Instruction, Illinois.

“Long experience in those States where 
the county superintendency system has 
been tested, as well as our own, proves be­
yond controversy the efficiency of this plan 
of school management.”—Hon. 11. II. Wil­
son, State Superintendent List ruction, Min­
nesota.

“ In all business enterprises supervision 
is acknowledged to be an essential condi­
tion of success. A manufacturing or com­
mercial firm which neglects to employ this 
safeguard invites failure and insures bank­
ruptcy. It economizes motive power, adapts 
means to ends, and protects against fraud 
and deception. Is it wise to intrust the 
vital interests of education to teachers al- 
most’as immature in years and judgment as 
their pupils, without providing some means 
whereby tlieir efforts may be aided, tested, 
controlled and encouraged !"—Hon. T. 11'. 
llarrey. State School Commissioner of Ohio.

Many more quotations might be made 
from the reports of-State superintendents if 
space would permit, testifying to the effi­
ciency of the system. We think we have 
already shown that, so far from having too 
much school superintendence, Louisiana 
has not half so much as she actually needs 
to thoroughly root the public school sysfem 
iu this uncongenial soil.

Now for the second question, viz. Are we 
paying too much for school superintend­
ence!

The cost of our six superintendents, in­
cluding contingent expenses, secretary and 
messenger of superintendent of New Or­
leans division, is $22,800, of which amount 
$7100 is expended lor superintendence in 
New Orleans.

Mississippi employs sixty live superin­
tendents, or one for each county, at a 
salary of $5 per day for time actually em­
ployed. Those who devote their entire 
time to the work, exclusive of Sundays, 
would therefore receive $1505 per year.

The average salary of superintendents in 
Mississippi may be put down at $1000 per 
year at least, making a total of $65,000, 
or almost two hundred per cent more than 
is paid for superintendence in Louisiana.

Besides city and town superintendence, 
tlie State of New York pays $105,600 for 
superintendence in-rural districts.

Illinois employs a superintendent for 
each oi her one hundred and two counties, 
at a salary ot $5 per day. The average 
yearly pay of superintendents is about 
$1:9)0. making a total of $122,100. This is 
exclusive of superintendence in large towns 
and cities.

A larger sum is paid for superintendence 
in Chicago alone than for that ot the whole 
State of Louisiana, including the city of 
New Orleans.

Hon. W. D. Ilenkle, late State School 
Commissioner of Ohio, makes a partial re­
port of cost of superintendence iu that State 
i'or 1870, which loots up $125,199 for towns 
and cities alone. Of this amount, Cincin­
nati expends $96,600, or more than five 
times as much as is paid for superintendence, 
in New Orleans ; yet the population of Cin­
cinnati is less than 2500 in excess of ours. 
The cost of superintendence iu Cincinnati 
exceeds- by $14,000 tlie cost of superintend­
ence for our whole State, New Orleans in­
cluded.

Superintendence in Pennsylvania last year 
cost, for the rural districts alone, $68,800.
A complete report was not made ot cost for 
superintendence in large towns anil cities of 
that State. •

Space will not allow me to give statistics 
of other States beariug upon this subject, 
but from what lias been given, it will be. 
seen that, compared with other States, we 
pay a very small sum for the superintend­
ence of our free schools. Now, if this system 
is essential to the success of public schools 
in States where such schools have been 
so long established, an.l where they are so 
universally popular, how much more neces­
sary is it in a State where society has so 
recently undergone a revolution unpar­
alleled in the history of nations ! Within 
the present decade hundreds of thousands 
of slaves in Louisiana have been liberated 
by a gigantic war, and thrown upon their 
own resources. These men, brought to feel 
the helplessness of ignorance, cry aloud for 
the education ot their children as the only 
adequate safeguard in the future against 
their enemies. Their cry has been heard 
and answered.

Our school law is no longer an experi­
ment. Our division superintendents have

explored evdFy parish in tkt!“State. They 
have met and almost entirely removed the 
opposition of an aristocratic class, who 
know that before the piercing light of 
popular education their domination over 
the colored race must cease forever. These 
superintendents have no h ^  braved the 
dangers of our climate—hnV  gone through 
fevers almost as malignant as the fear of 
our publie schools. If  one or two have 
proved unfit for the great work intrusted to 
their care, it is far easier to exchange them 
for others more suitable than to again 
change the school law. We have this day 
in operation in this State more than seven 
hundred public schools. This is nearly six 
times as many as wore ever in operation iu 
any one year in the history of our State, 
anil yet tfie amount of money apportioned 
tor tlieir support during the year lias been 
less than half wliat was expended in 1859. 
The school system has been changed three 
times inside of three years. Another change 
now would be a very serious public calihiity.

The enthusiasm here for McKean is 
extraordinary.

The Maine Farmer says: “ Mr. John Mur­
phy, of this city—a gentleman of intelli­
gent aud close observation—recently made 
to us some interesting statements in regard 
to the value of fresh eggs in affording 
nourishment to weak animals, that are 
worth remembering'by all farmers. H ere 
marked that ho hail known a young colt 
which, to all appearance, was nearly dead, 
the breath of life being barely perceptible, 
to be quite instantly revived by giving it 
one or two fresh eggs. The same results, 
in several eases to Which he was knowing, 
have followed the administering of eggs to 
weak calves, and also to feeble aud chilled 
lambs. A remedy so simple, so easy at 
band, ami so eff'eotual in the case men­
tioned—which often occur wirli calves aud 
lambs—-should be remembered by all our 
readers."

Dr. Lewis lectured in a neighboring 
town on physical culture, being very severe 
ou wheat bread, meat diet, butter.c etc., 
aud very eulogistic of oat meal mush and 
unleavened breakfast game.

Be it ordained by the City Council of 
the city ot New Orleans, That it shall uot he lawful 
for anv owner, driver or person having charge or 
authority over a public hack, carriage or cab for 
hire to charge more than the following rates for 
tlie use ot the same :

For carriages drawn by two horses, any distance 
nor exceeding one mile, or twelve squares, for one 
or two persons, one dollar each; aud for each suc­
ceeding mile or less, seventy-five cents each.

For everv such carriage liiied by the hour, three 
dollars for tlie first hour, aud two dollars for each 
succeeding hour or frictional part thereof, for the 
use of the entire carriage.

For cabs or carriages drawn by one horse, any 
distance not exceeding one mile (or twelve 
squares), for one or two persons, seventy-five 
cents each; and for each succeeding mile or less, 
fifty cents.

For every such cab or carr age hired by the hour, 
$2 for the first hour, and iM 50 for each succeed­
ing hour, or fractional part thereof, for the entire 
cub or carriage. . ..

These iatcs shall apply from sunrise till mid­
night. From midnight till sunrise the price shall 
lie fixed bv agreement with ithe driver, but in no 
case shall doubie t he above rates be exceeded; pro­
