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t h e  r o u i iT s .

Among tlie important decisions rendered 
by ttie Supreme Court ou Tuesday is tlie 
niatter of the succession of Cabellero, in 
•which Mrs. Conte, claiming to he the sole 
lieir of Cabellero, sues to set aside his will, 
to  annul certain legacies contained in it and 
to he put in possession of the estate. Her 
claims tqerc opposed by the universal lega­
tee and by the particular legatee, who aver 
tha t the plaintiff is illegitimate, her parents 
never having been married legally ; that, 
being born of a colored woman, she could 
not liaVe been acknowledged or legitimated 
by marriage under the laws of Louisiana 
prior to her father's decease, and that she 
is, consequently, incapacitated to receive 
anything from the estate by inheritance or 
as an heir.

This is met by tlie averment that the 
father and mother were married in Havana, 
•where the laws of Spain are in force, and 
th a t the Spanish laws determine the condi­
tion and the rights of the parties resulting 
from their marriage. The judgment, of the 
court below was in favor of plaintiff, and 
the executor appealed. Justice Taliaferro 
delivered the opinion of the court, Chief 
Justice Ludeling and Justice Howell con­
curring, and Justice Wyley dissenting.

The judge concludes that the effect upon 
the testament of Caballero by the legitiinat- 
ism of his daughter, is the same it would 
have been bad her birth occurred posterior 
to the time a t which it was made. It is 
therefore decreed that the judgment of the 
District Court be affirmed.

In the United States Circuit Court the 
jury yesterday rendered a verdict iu favor 
of plaintiff iu tire suit of Thomas N. Jack- 
son against William Golding, decreeing the 
former owner of the large amount of real
estate in question, consisting of several lots 

iqf ground. This verdict attracted consid­
e rab le  attention, as it was entirely unex­
pected. The action is for the possession of 
the property, and the suit has been pending 
a long time. The defendant is to surrender 
the property from the time he came into 
its possession. The ground will be fought 
over every inch. It appears lrom what 
can be gathered from a cursory hearing 
that the ground corner of Delord aud New 
Levee streets, known as Patterson’s foun­
dry, is the bone of contention, the plaintiff 
holding that there was informality in the 
decree of sale ordered by court under 
which the defendant holds. The ruling of 
the jury was to the effect that the jury had 
nothing to pronounce upon ;u regard to this 
informality, which ruling the jury  pro­
ceeded to up$et in the verdict.

George Henry Childress was yesterday 
discharged from all debts and claims exist­
ing on the twenty-eighth of June, 1871, the 
uafe of liling the petition iu bankruptcy.

In tlio Eighth District Court, the jury 
having rendered, in the suit ot Charles 
Thoma«sin against P. N. Rivera, a verdict 
for plaintiff which was worded thus, 
"General Werdiek lor Fantef,” counsel for 
defendant moved for a new trial, on the 
ground that no verdict has been given, 
these words not being English, aud upon

That various and numerous persons had 
communication with the jury while tliey 
were deliberating upon their verdict, auil 
tha t some of the jurors were tampered with 
and improperly aud illegally influenced in 
their decision; that spirituous liquors were 
given to the jury and used by them to such 
an extent as'to obscure their understanding 
and cause them to bo easily mtluenced by 
outside interference, and particularly by 
t'ie  friends of defendant Rivera, all of 
Shich w ft be established on the trial of 
this rule. __ _____________

To amend an act entitled an act to in­
corporate the city of. Carrollton, ap­
proved March 17, 1859, and acts supple­
mentary thereto.
S ection  1. B eit enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana iu General Assembly con­
vened. That the first section, of an act en­
titled an act to incorporate the city of Car­
rollton be and the same is hereby amended 
so as to read :

“ Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 
and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That the territory and inhabitants 
within the following limits, to wit: Begin­
ning at the Mississippi river, on the present 
upper line of the city of New Orleans, on 
the lower line of Lowerline street, ol Carroll 
ton, following the upper lino of the city of 
New Orleans to the northern limit of the 
parish of Jefferson, thence following the 
uorthern limit of said parish of Jefferson, 
and the boundary of said parish, with the 
parish and city of New Orleans, to the La- 
barre road, thence along the centre of said 
road to the Mississippi river, and thence fol­
lowing the river hank to the place of be­
ginning, shall he a corporation and body pol­
itic, with perpetual succession, by the name 
of the city of Carrolton.”

Sec. 2. Be it enacted, etc.. That sec­
tion five of said act be and the same is so 
amended ami re-enacted, as to read :

“ Sec . 5. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the said Mayor aud Council, when duly or­
ganized. are empowered to ordain, estab 
lish and cause to be carried into 
effect and execution all such by-laws, 
ordinances, resolutions, rules aud reg­
ulations as they may deem expedi­
ent for the good government of said cor­
poration which .are not contrary to the con­
stitution of the State or the United States. 
They are empowered and authorized to levy 
and coUeet taxes aud charges m such man­
ner as they may deem expedient on all 
steamboats, ships, tlatboats, rafts and 
watercraft of every description landing at 
the levee, batture or wharves in front of 
said city; also upon all carriages, omni­
buses, carts, drays wagons, timber wheels 
and every other vehicle of whatsoever kind 
within smd city. They are authorized and 
empowered to lay and collect an an­
nual tax upon dll kinds of property, 
real or personal, and upon stores, trades, 
professions or occupations to such amount 
as they may deem expedient; • provided, 
that in the imposition, assessment and col­
lection of any of said taxes or charges 
equality shall be observed, and that the im­
position thereof is not contrary to law; aud 
provided further, that a majority of all 
the members composing the Mayor aud 
Council concur therein. They are empow­
ered to pass ordinances for the abatement 
of nuisances and the arrest of offenders, 
and to dispose of vagrants. The present 
Mayor and Council are authorized and em­
powered to fund the outstanding debts and 
obligations of the said city of Carrollton, 
created for the wharves, streets, gas aud 
other improvements of said city, by issuing 
bonds of said city iu such sums as said 
Council may deem advisable, renewing lor 
thirty years, witli interest at eight 
per cent, payable semi annually; provided, 
that any ordinance providing for the issu­
ance of bonds shall provide for the pay­
ment of the principal and interest of such 
bonds, by levying such annual tax as will 
provide a sufficient sum to pay the interest 
of said bonds as the same may come due, 
aud provide a sufficient sinking i’unjl to 
meet the principal at maturity; and pro­
vided further, that the Mayor shall have 
the power to veto any ordinance or resolu­
tion, or any specific appropriation not re­
quired by the law of the State, by giving, 
iu writing, at or before to first regular 
meeting of the Council thereafter, his rea­
sons against the same, otherwise he shall 
sign all ordinances and resolutions passed 
in due form by the Council; aud such ordi 
nances and resolutions shall, thereupon, 
have the force of law; aud six [members] 
mumbers of the Council voting for any ve­
toed ordinance, resolution or appropriation 
shall pass the same, the objection of the 
Mayor notwithstanding.”

Sec . 3. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
section ten of said act be ami the same is 
amended and re-enacted so as to read:

“Sec. 10. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the roads, streets, levees, wharves and 
public places and thoroughfares in said 
city shall be under the entire control of 
said Mayor and Council, and they may and 
shall pass such laws anil ordinances for the 
regulation thereof as they may deem expe­
dient; provided, that no ordinances in re­
lation to those places or the levees shall 
interfere w ith the rights of the public there­
to, as laid down in the Civil Code and laws 
of this State. They are hereby vested with 
the power to repair, alter or enlarge said 
levees, aud, if necessary for, the safety of 
the inhabitants, to make a new levee iu 
front of any part of said city, iu such 
places and manner as the exigi ucy of the 
case, in their discretion, may require, and 
two-thirds of tlio said Mayor and Council 
concurring, arc empowered to levy and 
collect a special lax on the real estate 
and personal property in said city 
to pay all expenses aud costs arising 
thereform. They are empowered to 
curb, gutter, grade, pave, -shell or plank 
sidewalks, streets and public thorough­
fares. and charge the front owners ou such 
places the one-half costs for sidewalks, in­
cluding curbs anil gutters, and one-half of 
the whole costs for streets, except crossings; 
and ro pay lor the one-third of the whole 
costs for streets, and the crossings and cor­
ners. They are authorized and empowered 
to issue improvement bonds, running for 
ten, twenty or thirty years, bearing interest 
at not exceeding eight per cent per annum; 
provided, that all improvement of streets 
shall be done under contract, upon terms to 
be made by the said Mayor aud Council: 
and said Mayor and Council are empowered 
to make wharves, plant tie-posts, and regu­
late the port of said city, and also to cause 
vacant lots to bo fenced and tilled up to the 
grade of the city, at the expense ot the own­
ers, when necessary.”

Sec . 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
the present Mayor and members of the 
Council shall serve the full term lor which 
they were elected^to, respectively; and 
provided further, that any vacancy caused 
by death, resignation, or otherwise, the 
Governor shall have full power to till said 
vacancy for the unexpired term ot said 
office.
