The,Grand Duke spent a very quiet day
yesterday. He remaincd in his
and did nos.move out all day. He received
a few visitors, but scemed relieved when
they had retired, e then sat down to a
grand lunch prepated by the proprictors of
the St. Charles Hotel.

In the evening, according to invitation,
he was present at the St. Charles Theatre
to witness the performance of the * Little
Detective,” played by Lotta.

Long before twelve o'clock M. the entire
namber of seats were engaged, and a
placard placed outside, “Nothing but stand-
ing room.”” If the theatre bad been twice
as large, the scats would hive been all
taken before night.

“ In the evening, just after dark, a erowd
of persons congregated on the opposite side
of the theatre, and at a quarter past seven
the police were called into requisition to
keep the street clear, o as to allow the
cars and other vehicles to procecd to their
destination.
