iaave to report that they bave had nnder
consideration the below wentioned  bills,
and, after a careful cauvassiug of the merits
thereof, they unanimousiy report in favorof
all the same, and ask their enactment into
law, to Wit :

House bill No. 400, an act to incorporate
Awmis Sinceres Bencvolent Association of
New Orleans, Louisiana.

House bill No. 104, to repeal section seven
of an act entitled ap aet to renew the cor-
poration of the town of Farwerville, and to
provide for the government of the sawme.

House bill No, 235, an act amend and re-
