A  Louisiana In v en to r.
In the House of Representatives last Fri. 

day, a bill was taken up for the relief of 
George W. Morse, a Louisiana inventor. 
This is a portion of the official report:

Mr. Brooks, of Massachusetts, from the 
Committee ou Patent's, also repormri a bill 
(House of Representatives No. 14™ for the 
relief of George W. Morse, which was read 
a first and second time.

The question was upon ordering the bill 
to be engrossed and read a third time.

The bill, which was read, authorizes the 
Commissioner of Patents to exercise juris­
diction over tiie petition of George W. 
Morse, lor an extension of two letters-pat- 
ent granted to him October 28, 1856, for a 
further term of seven years from the day on 
which said extension may be granted, and 
to hear the testimony of the applicant, and 
to determine upon the said petition in tl e 
same manner and with the same effect as " 
the original term of said patent, or of any 
foreign patents concerning the same inven­
tions, had not expired; aud to grant or re­
fuse such extension upon the same princi­
ples otherwise that govern tiis decisions 
upon such applications when made under 
the law-of July 8, 1870; provided that no 
person shall be held liable for the infringe­
ment of said patents, if extended, for mak­
ing use of such inventions since the expira­
tion of the original term of said patents, 
and prior to the date of their extension.

Mr. Maynard—is there any report in this 
case!

Mr Brooks, ol Massachusetts—There is a 
report, and I request the Clerk to read it.

The Clerk read the report, which states 
that the committee find that on the twenty- 
eighth of October, 1856, two letters-patent 
were .issued to George W. Morse, one lor 
improvement in breech loading lire arms, 
anil one for an improvement in cartridges; 
that from the year 1856to 1861 he expended 
annually large sums of money in experi­
menting upon, perfecting, and seeking to 
introduce liis inventions.into use, but did 
not realize therefrom a sum sufficient to 
compensate lor the amounts expended upon 
said inventions; that upon the breaking out 
of the rebellion be was, aud for many 
years bad been, a citizen of the State of 
Louisiana; was the owner ol' a plantation 
and other property in .that State, and al­
though opposed to a dissolution of the 
Uniou, yet as all his property was iu the 
South, and as the United States govern­
ment was powerless to protect him iu the 
possession of his property, and fearing con­
fiscation iu his absence, he remained iu the 
South during the rebellion, and devoted him­
self to the protection of Ids property and 
the care of his wife, children and tw o wid­
owed sisters, doing nothing with his patent 
interests, although the confederate authoi ii 
ties offered to adopt his inventions, and 
urged him to take charge of their manufac­
ture at one of their armories: that near the 
close of the war a large amount of his cot­
ton and some of his buildings were burned 
by the confederates, xvjiich; with the loss of 
other property during the war, lett him in 
such embarrfasted circumstances as to pro 
vent him from developing his said inven­
tions or from realizing anything therefrom 
to the present time; that within the time 
required by law the said Morse filed his ap­
plication tor a renewal of his patents, hut 
within six days of fhe time of their expira 
tion the Commissioner of Fatents notified 
the attorney of Morse that an affidavit of 
said Morse was required to show whether 
facts aud circumstances justified him iu ab­
senting himself from the North during the 
war; that said Morse being absent failed to 
receive the notice of the commissioner in 
time to comply with his requirements be 
fore the expiration of the patents. The 
Committee on Fatents, being of opinion 
that it was through no neglect of said 
Morse that his affidavit was not filed, re 
commend the passage of the accompanying 
bill.

Mr. Maynard—I would like the gentle- 
-aian from Massachusetts (Mr. Brooks) to 
answer a question in connection with this 
case. As 1 heard the report read, it did 
not state categorically and directly whether 
this Morse was or was not loyal to the gov­
ernment of the United States during the 
war. If T understood it correctly, it states 
that he remained m the South during the 
war, and refused to go into the confederate 
service as a mechanic; lyii it does not say 
whether he was loyal to the United State's 
government or not. As I make out from 
the report his application was rejected be­
cause lie did not show that he had been 
loyal during the war.

Mr. Brooks, of Massachusetts—I am not 
aware that it is at all material whether this 
applicant was or w as not loyal during the 
war. I am not aware that there is any 
statute of the United States, or any regula­
tion of the Fatent Office, that would pre­
vent a man who had been at the head of a 
confederate army during the war from 
coming here at the present time aud getting 
a (latent renewed.

Mr. Maynard—That was net the point of 
my inquiry.

Mr. Brooks, of Massachusetts—I am com­
ing to your question. The facts are these : 
This Mr. Morse had been an inhabitant of 
the State of Louisiana for a great number of 
years—some twenty or twenty-live years.
In 1856 he invented what he supposed to be 
an improvement in breech-loading firearms, 
aud also an improvement N in cartridges. 
He was fora number of years getting his 
improvement perfected, and iu 1856 letters 
patent were granted to him. From that 
time up to the breaking out of the rebellion 
be was engaged in perfecting arid getting 
his invention into use. Upon the breaking 
out of the rebellion he was left in this way: 
lie had held office in the State of Louisiana; 
he had accumulated considerable property; 
be owned a valuable plantation, aud liis 
wile, children aud two widowed sisters 
were there. At the breaking out of the 
rebellion he was a loyal man. He regretted 
the steps that were taken for the 
dissolution of the Uniou; but at tire 
breaking out of the war, for the purpose of 
protectiug his property from confiscation 
and taking care of his wife aud children 
and others dependent on him, he went hack 
to the State of Louisiana. He was during 
the war a loyal man. The confederate au­
thorities, kuowiug that he was a good me­
chanic, aud that he had this invention iu 
fire-arms, came to him aud tried to induce 
him to go into their manufacture, aud lake 

-the charge of one of their armories. This 
he refused to do. Near the close of the war 
he had a large quantity of cotton, a cotton 
gin house, and a good deal of other prop­
erty Inn i.e 1 by t e cun federates, to prevent 
it getting into federal hands; and, with 
other property lost, he was left, at the close 
of the war, iu almost a penniless condition.
As soon as he was able, after he had re­
trieved his lost fortune somewhat, he came 
to Washington, and within the time re­
quired by law, filed his application lor an 
extension of the patent, and supposed he 
had complied with all the requirements of 
the jaw, and that it would he all right. 
But within six days from the time the 
patent expired, his attorney was notifi d 
that the patentee must make his affidavit 
giving some reasou why he absented 
himself from the North during the war. 
The Commissioner of Fatents, I suppose, 
put it on this ground; that if an invention 
like that was a valuable one, if it had re­
mained at the North, he might have made 
a sum sufficient to compensate him, and 
had no need to obtain an extension; and he 
wanted him to tile an affidavit giving some 
reason why he absented himself from the 
North during the war. He was absent. 
His attorney addressed a letter to him at 
his usual place of abode, or wherever he 
supposed him to be; that letter did not 
reach him in time. His brother, whom 1 
knew, who has been the district attorney 
for fourteen or fifteen years in the county 
in xriiich 1 live, sent to the Commissioner of 
Fatents a statement showing the facts, but 
the Commissioner would not accept this in 
place of the man’s own.

The committee are satisfied from the tes­
timony they had before them that he was a 
loyal man during the war, and that if he had 
been permitted to .file this affidavit within 
the time, there was no question but the 
patent would have been renewed. This bill 
is not to grant an extension, but merely to 
give this Ratty a chance to be heard for a 
renewal ol the patent. It seems to mo that 
this is one of the strongest cases for relief 
which has been before the committee during 
the time 1 have been a member of it. I 
trust there will be no objection to. the bill.

Mr. Brooks went on to state a proviso of 
tho bill: ""

F ro v td ed , That no person  sh a ll  - b e  held  
l iab le  fo r th e  in fr in g em en t o f  sa id  p a te n ts  
i f  e x te n d e d , o r  lo r  m ak in g  use  o f  sa id  in-

Mr. Kellogg, of Connecticut, offered an 
qdditioDal proviso:

And provided, further, That any person, 
firm ot corporation now engaged in the 
manufacture of fire-arms, using the said in­
ventions. shall be entitled to use the same 
without liability during the term of said ex­
tension.

Mr. Kellogg went on to say : I think the 
committee, il' I am not mistaken, has taken 
this ground: that where a patent had ex­
pired, and the invention had been thrown 
open to the public, and parties had iu good 
faith gone into the manufacture of tlie pat­
ented articles, they should be permitted to 
go on with the manufacture during the ex­
tension of the patent. And that is all that 
my amendment amounts to. It only allows 
those who have invested money in the man­
ufacture of this invention to continue to use 
that improvement. YVe iiad that provision 
iu the bill just passed, and we have had the 
same provision iu all similar bills passed 
during the last week. I think we should 
put the provision upon this bill as well as 
upon tbc others.

Mr. Banks—The argument of the gentle­
man from Connecticut (Mr. Kellogg), is 
different from his amendment. If his 
amendment w as limited to the use of the 
machinery air aily constructed, it would be 
a very different thing. But he limits it to 
the persons engaged in the business, allow­
ing them to coutiuye the manufacture to 
any extent they may please, and being tints 
freed from tbe cost attending the use of the 
patent, they could monopolize all the busi­
ness iu the construction of these arms. I* 
it were limited to machinery already con­
structed. it would be a very different thing.

Now let me say, Mr. Speaker, that during 
the war I kuey this claimant in the tein- 
tory of the enemy. He was accounted a 
friend of the government: 1 never heard 
any other sentiment concerning him, aud I 
know, so far as I had any intercourse with 
him, that he was kindly disposed toward 
the government—willing to render it any 
aid iu his power. He hail, it seems, made 
un important invention, of which lie was 
never able to avail himself ou account of 
the war and on account of his friendship 
to the government. Certainly wc ought to 
give him the same advantage which is 
given to all other patentees on account of 
the discoveries which they have made.

Mr. Kellogg—YY’e propose to give this 
party the same advantages that wc have 
given to Mrs. Trapp, wiio is to receive an 
extension by the bill we passed this morn­
ing: the same advantage we have given to 
other parties in bills of this character. YVe 
propose to protect those who have already 
invested their money in machinery, that 
they may continue to use it during the 
term of tiie extension. That is all we pro­
pose to do.

Mr. Maynard—Is not the amendment 
proposed to this bill identically the same as 
the proviso which was appended to the bill 
last passed !

Mr. Kellogg—Certainly: it is the same 
which I proposed and the House adopted as 
an amendment to Mrs. Trapp's bill.

Mr. L. Myers—I wish to make a sugges­
tion which I think will obviate this difficul­
ty. As at present framed, the proviso is 
certainly liable to the objection stated by 
the gentleman from Massachusetts (Mr. 
Bunks). I think it would be acceptable 
with the insertion of these words, “Tiie use 
of the machinery already.erected by them 
for the same.”

Mr. Banks—That is fair. That is what 
was contemplated bv the argument of the 
gentleman from Connecticut (Mr. Kel­
logg).

I he Speaker—11 there be no objection, the 
amendment will be modified as suggested 
by the gentleman from Pennsylvania (Mr. 
L. Myers).

There being no objection, the amendment 
was so modified, aud as modified was agreed 
to. The bill, as amended, was ordered to 
be engrossed for a third reading, and being 
engrossed, it was accordingly read the third 
time, and passed.

Mr. Brook*. ot Massachusetts, moved to 
reconsider the vote bwwbich the bill was 
passed, and also movq®hat the motion to 
reconsider be laid on tbe table. Tiie latter 
motion was agreed to.

A C ase  fo r  th e  D o c to rs .

The Boston Transcript reports the follow­
ing : ,

A singular ease came under the notice 
Dr. John B. Thayer at East Cambridge 
Tmusday. ile was called to a house 
Charles street to attend an old lady, M 
Mary Carton, who was there lying wall both 
thighs fractured. The patient is seventy-six 
years old and bedridden, though not trou­
bled with any specific disease. While her 
daughter was assisting her to rise a noise 
like the snapping of a whip was heard, fol 
lowed by oue of a similar character, and the 
old lady suddenly sank to the fioor. Upiyn 
examination, both thigh hones were found 
to be fractured. There was no abrasion of 
the skin or external mark visible. The doc­
tor states the cause of the fractures to be 
from muscular contraction occasioned bv 
long disuse of those functions, and though a 
siiiulans case lias never come under his im- 
mediâ pubservation, it is a matter of record 
that such eases have been known; but they 
are extremely rare. The age of the patient 
and her peculiar physical condition will pre­
vent the proper knitting together of the 
bones, but everything that medical skill can 
devise for her amelioration has and will be 
done.

The 
pistol, however, was so close to his face 
that his check was badly burned with the 
powder. Price was knocked down, and 
Labhatt escaped. Several officers started 
iu pursuit, among whom was Officer YY'liey- 
lan, and lie was recap tilted at the corner of 
Nineteenth and Postoffice streets, not. how­
ever, until he had succeeded in wounding 
YVheylan by a shot from another deringer. 
YVheylan’s wound is in the stomach, but it, 
also, is fortunately slight.

A YVasliingtou telegram to the New York 
llerald says:

Colonel Forney has written a private 
letter to tho President, assuring General 
Grant of his continued support and his pur­
pose to do everything in liis power to seenre 
Grant's renomination. His retirement from 
the collectorship of the port of Philadelphia 
was variously construed on its first an­
nouncement, and the freedom which Colonel 
Forney seemed so anxiously to desire was 
believed by the fees of the administration 
to foreshadow opposition. This is not the 
case. Colonel Forney says that the rings 
which are endeavoring to control the city 
aud State are shielding themselves under 
the great name of tbe President, and that 
lie may war upon them more effectively he 
desires to hold no federal office. The Presi­
dent has not determined to accept Colonel 
Forney’s resignation, and will not do so, if 
at all, till after he has seen the latter and 
conferred with him on the subject.

The Cincinnati Gazette Washington special

Iu the summer of 1868 the departments 
were furnished with information ot exten­
sive frauds on the government by a promi­
nent and wealthy Boston firm, who during 
the war made clothing in both New York 
and Boston, making false tax returns to 
the revenue department. The Secretary of 
the Treasury detailed the chief clerk of one 
of tho auditors to investigate the matter.
