SUSQUEHANNA, Pa., February 15.—Loco-
motive No. 25, of the Erie railroad, while
pushing a heavy freight train up the e
rom here to the summit Tueaday, exploded
its boiler, killing one man outright and in-
juring eleven, who are lying in & precarious
condition.
