this time impolitic and unnecessary.

The bill under consideration would, it
adopted, abolish the svstem of superin-
tendency under which the public schools of
the State have more than donbled in num-
ber in the space of eight mouths, and would
substitute a system of the efliciency of
which no previous experience authorizes a
favorable judgment.

In regard to the gecond of the ahove
named bills (No. 344}, your committee also
report unfavorably, everything that is pro-
posed therein being provided for in tho see-
tion 1o which it relates. The amendment
simply owits the last paragraph of the
original section, in which provision is made
for model schools, and the effect of the
adoption of the bill would be to exclude
that elass of schools from the system of pub-
lie adacation in this State.

For the reasons thus briefly expressoed,
your commiite report unfavorably upon the
two bills above named.
