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propelty and business of tbe company 
which it creates from State and municipal 
taxation. It also makes the company the 
agent of (he United States, so that the pub­
lic would he as completely without redress 
in case of neglect to forward and deliver 
messages, as they now are for the loss of 
registered letters and other valuables in­
trusted to the mails. At the same time all 
the risks of defalcations by postmasters 
and clerks of theft or counterfeiting of 
stamps ate thrown upon the I’ostotlice De­
partment. The Western Union Telegraph 
Company dees not desire that the govern­
ment shall purchase their property It lias 
confidence m the future growth of the coun­
try  in ponulation, commerce and wealth. 
In  the benefits of that growth the 
telegraph must largely participate. 
I t  relies upon ihe future for a just return 
tor the great expenditure it has already- 
made and is still making to enlarge and 
improve its service. It, however, tins com­
pany fails to meet the just expectations of 
the public, it is suggested that the true 
remedy is to require the surrender of its 
proper tv under the conditions of the law of 
1866. bu t until a state of things exists 
which makes interference by the govern­
ment necessary for the protection of public 
interests, this company asks to ho per­
mitted to control and conduct its own busi­
ness without eougressioual intervention.

We remonstrate against the passage of 
this bill because it would depreciate the 
company's property for the benefit of pri­
vate parties. I t can not be that Congress 
would enact a law the necessary and direct 
effect of w hich would be to depreciate the 
value of private property which they have 
the right to purchase, with a view to dimin­
ish the compensation to be paid therefor. 
When this company accepted the provisions 
of the act of 181.0 it was upon the assumption 
that a compact was thereby entered into by 
the government and the company.

First—That we were not to be interfered 
with by Congress until the expiration of 
live years.

Second—Thereafter wo were only to be 
liable to ba dispossessed of our property, at 
a  valuation to he iixed by arbitrators, in 
whose appointment we should have an equal
voice.

This company submits to the Senate, 
whether the enactment of such a law- as 
tha t reported by the committee would not 
be a violation of the compact into which we 
entered, relying upon the good faith of Con­
gress under that compact of five years; and 
aecond, that thereafter we are to-day trans­
mitting messages for every department of 
the government, giving them priority over 
all other business, at rates hxed by the 
Postmaster, whieh do not pay us for the cost 
of the service. Is it unreasonable in us to 
ask as we now do, either that the compact he 
performed on the part of the government, 
or that this company be released from its 
obligations.

Common justice requires that if Congress 
is to establish a competing enterprise, in 
which the government is to he the active 
and responsible partner, it shall leave this 
company untrammelod by the restraints 
of a compact whose reciprocal conditions it 
wholly disregards. The owners of telegraph 
property would be justified in petitioning 
Congress for relief from many of the bur­
dens it is obliged to bear. But this com­
pany ask nothing, except a thorough in­
vestigation of the subject, in which they 
shall he permitted to answer any charges 
affecting their administration, and that they 
be allowed equal participation in whatever 
privileges are offered by Congress with a 
view to making cheaper telegraphy possible.

The Western Union Telegraph Company 
relies npon Congress to protect the property 
from a scheme whieh, while it pretends to 
promise desirable reforms, and provides a 
princely bonus ostensibly to secure them, 
makes no provisirn either for compensation 
to owners of private property destroyed, or 
for securing the public any of the benefits 
promised it. We are unable to regard it 
otherwise than a scheme to enrich its pro­
moters at the expense of the public treas­
ury, and at the expense of the private in­
terests whieh it seeks to supplant.

The widow is young 
and lady-like, and declares her innocence 
of the crime alleged.

The London Telegraph of the tenth says: 
“Arbitration under existiug circumstances 
can not go on, simply because the two na­
tions did not understand the same thing as 
the subject matter of the reference. We 
agreed to abide the decision of the arbi­
trators as regards direct and limited claims, 
but did not not agree to abide their de­
cision as regards an indirect and undefined 
hill lor the continuance of the war. The 
question has to a certain extent passed out 
o . the hands of diplomatists, and now rests 
with the American people and ourselves. 
We have shown in every way our wish to 
heal the quarrel. If, as the angry tone of 
some of their journals indicate, they decide 
to keep it open, it w ill be their own doing, 
and nothing we can now docau possiby pre­
vent that question, as it now stands where 
it did belore Lord liipon and his colleagues 
sailed for America. Our fi iendlv intentions 
remain the same ; but now, as then, we are 
utterly opposed to dishonorable and dan­
gerous concessions.”
