Conroe o f  T rad e—C lnrinnnti and New  
O rleans v s . S t .  L ouis.

Our merchants and the Committee of 
Fifty one may derive some advantage by 
reading the following from the Shreveport 
Times:

The great error of Shreveport, it seems to 
us, is iu regarding St. Louisas her objective 
point. The geographical position of that 
city leads it to look ,o the west of us, and 
it is now stretching its iron arms through 
the ludian Territory into Central and 
V estcru Texas, with the evident object ot 
reaching the Pacific coast by a route more 
direct t han via this city. The keeu-sighled 
capitalists of St. Louis have discovered that 
the products of that region and this are 
homogeneous, and that Shreveport, as a 
great railroad centre, will become, if not 
her rival, at least the factor of a consider­
able portion of the trade wilh Texas and 
the Gulf region, which she now holds. In­
stead ol seeking rail connection with St. 
Louis, we should bend our exertions to the 
concentration at this point of local roads 
which will make Shreveport the grain and 
wheat market of the Indian Territory, 
Texas and Arkansas, with the view of sup­
plying the Gulf ports witli these com 
modilics. With those regal wheat regions 
develojied, as they would lie were they 
penetrated by railroads, Shreveport, and 
not St. Louis, would become the grain laetor 
of New Orleans and the Gulf region.

This is a view of our ultimate agricultural 
and commercial relations which St. Louis 
has taken, and it is one we should keep 
prominently in view. It is one, too, on 
which we should base our measures for ob 
taining pres< tit rail connections eastward 
A road to St. Louis would take us no further 
toward the Atlantic than we are now, and 
would simply serve as a tube through which 
the larger city would drain the lile ol the 
smaller. It behooves Shreveport, therefore, 
in using her capital and credit lor railroad 
connections, to see that those connections 
take her toward the Atlantic; that they are 
lines that will prove links in a groat route 
from the Pacific ports to those of the great 
East, ami that will draw the imperial com­
merce of the former to her wharves and de­
pots for distribution, east, north and south.

Ilappilv, while St. Louis is building her 
lines to the west of, and entirely ignoring 
us, such roads are, ill contemplation, and 
some of them in process of construction.

A notice of our New Orleans routes, and 
of those local ones terminating here, do not 
fall within the purview of this article, 
which is designed merely to direct the at­
tention of th-s community to a series of 
road** opening to tin, as an immediate ad- 
vantage, a better W estern market than St. 
Louis,"and ultimately a direct communica­
tion with all the ports ol the Atlantic. A 
Careful comparison for some time past ol 
the market quotations ol St. Louis an-, ( iu- 
cinnati shows the latter to be the cheapest 
market. Indeed, it is a well known l.ictthat 
uianv ol the articles we pureba-e lrom St. 
Louis are manufactured iu Cincinnati, and 
that we pav the St. Louis merchantsa profit 
which we should ourselves realize. Fro- 
mienllv i.*j <i dititioucn in liivoroi Ciu-
ciuuati ot one-eighth of a ecut in the piice 
of bacon, and other articles of provision are 
sold proportionately low. This is the rea­

son that the Cincinnati steamboat line, 
which was at first thought impracticable, is 
becoming a success. Now, a line of roads 
connecting us with Cincinnati would open 
to us this better market, while it 
would carry us eastward. Cincinnati, 
too, is eager to increase her Southern 
connections, while being the richest 
of our Western cities, she is able to 
assist those points seeking connection with 
her. The recent action of the Kentucky 
Legislature iu relation to the Southern rail­
road which is to run on au air line from 
Cincinnati to Chattanooga, and which road 
has lying in its vaults ton millions oi 
money, removes the last difficulty in the 
way of a direct communication between 
Shreveport and the Ohio city. The Helena 
and Corinth road, which meets the Arkan­
sas Central at the former place, is, we be­
lieve, built, and on the completion of the 
Southern road will furnish an unbroken 
line from Helena to Cincinnati; the Arkan­
sas Central, from Helena to Pine Bluff, will 
he completed on the first of March, and it 
now devolves upon the people of this city 
to take some steps, in conjunction with the 
people along the line, to secure the early 
building of the Pine Uiuff and Shreveport 
connection, which is to run from the former 
point via Camden and Magnolia to this 
point. Should Shreveport make this road 
oue of her specialties, take hold of it in au 
earnest spirit, there are no circumventing 
roads that could retard her progress.

The futute wheat fields of the Indian i er- 
ritory, of Northern Texas and Arkansas will 
seek the seaboard through our doors, while 
the commerce of the Pacific and the cotton 
of our own region, raw and manufactured, 
will seek the great East, not via St. Louis, 
hut by the most direct line, which will lie 
the one designated by us. St. Louis iias. 
perhaps, a nearer route to the Pacific than 
that liv Shreveport, but this is the lu st and 
most direct line for Cincinnati, and if con­
vinced ol our desire to co-operate with her 
in its consummation, we believe she will be- 
eorne our ally.

Fiends l .e l  L o o se -O u tr a g e  iu T ex a s .
According to the following report, 

which we find in the Calvert Tribune, of au 
outrage in that v ic in i ty ,  some portions must 
be altogether lovely:

On last Friday evening, Thomas Jackson 
was returning to town with a load of rails 
on his wagon. When about two miles east 
of the city, ou the Oweusvillo road, lie met 
two wagons, tiie first being driven by a half- 
grown boy; in the other wagon were lour 
men. Jackson states that he gave the whole 
road, as his animals were wild. 'I he hoy 
tried to head hint oil' by turning out ou the 
same side of the road, and forcing the end 
of the wagon pole against one of his mules, 
which caused the animal to pitch and bound 
and become almost uumauagable. Jackson 
asked the boy, why he did so ? The boy- 
responded: “i)o you kuow who you are 
talking to 1” At ‘this juncture the second 
wagon was driven up, and one ol the lour 
men asked Jackson what he was saying to 
the boy, and received the reply that he was 
talking to him about the road.

Jackson was told to stop, but his wild 
mules were so much frightened that he 
could not do so. At this disobedience the 
white man became raving mad, ami went 
for his shooting irons, then followed a 
rough and tumble scramble iu the wagon, 
some of the other men apparently trying to 
prevent him from carrying out his bloody- 
intent, when all three rol.ed out ou the 
ground together, discharging a pistol iu 
their tussle. By this time Jackson had 
made a considerable distance, and his hear­
ing the pistol shot gave him cause to believe 
they were in earnest, which was too true. 
He, laying the whip on the back of his 
animals, soon brought them to a run. Two 
of the fiends started alter him on foot at 
the top of their speed, shooting at him till 
they hail emptied the contents of two six- 
shooters, and, seeing the hopelessness of a 
foot race, gave it up and returned to their 
wagon.

Jackson not having been Hit. and seeing 
liis pursuers return, thought all danger w as 
over, and stopped his team to arrange some 
of the rails which had fallen off at the 
front end of his wagon and were plowing 
iut,o the earth, anil to repair a singletree 
that Lad become disarranged. The Hunger 
was not yet over, for they had returned 
and taken'the horses from the wagon, and, 
jumping on them bareback, started after 
their victim, who, hearing the clatter ol' 
horses’ feet, looked back and saw them 
coming jit full speed, wa-.iug their six- 
shooters over their heads ami yelping like 
wild Indians. Ou passing Jackson as he 
was standing crouched, to avoid the pistol 
that was aimed at his bead, they dealt him 
a terrible blow. A-long frightful gash ou 
bis forehaed tells how deadly was tbe:r in­
tent.

On checking their horses and riding 
around in front of iiis mules, caused them 
to turn and cramp the wagon in such a 
maimer as to completely lasteu oue of Jack- 
son's feet under the fore wheel, and iu that 
condition they- pounded the poor man with 
their six shooters till bis scalp was com­
pletely eut into shreds. Jackson had a 
double barreled shot gun in Lis wagon, 
which they took out and fired one barrel 
into the air and then struck him violently 
with it, breaking his arm just below tiie el­
bow. His animals, iu pitching about, loos­
ened the front wheel from its cramp and 
ran otf. Jackson was then forced to run iu 
front of their horses back to their wagon, 
and being weak trout loss of blood could not 
go very last. They would run on to him 
with their horses and punch him in the back 
with liis own gun.

The animals frequently stepped on his 
heels, and, throwing him down, tramped on 
him, breaking two of his ribs from the 
spinal column. The would-be murderers 
then trii d to make their almost lifeless vic­
tim dance, but be was too weak from lo s 
of blood. One of them theu remarked, "1 
will lea)n you bow- to dance; look at me;’’ 
and, stepping in front of him, gave a leap 
into the air, and, in coming down, gave the 
poor wretch such a blow on the bead with 
Lis revolver as se< moil to crush in Lis skull. 
Their bloody cravings bring lully oatiaied 
with human gore, they iiurriculy drove 
away, leaving the poor man to die. But 
death was swindled out ol a victim by 
the timely artival ol two men, who were 
passing iu a buggy. One of them being a 
doctor, bound up his wounds as besi he 
could, and gave him some whisky lo drink, 
and sent him to Dr. Moran fi r farther treat­
ment.

Another colored man on the same night 
was met about three miles from Calvert 
and shot at by three men, several bulls 
passing through his clothes.

Now, we will ask anil answer, not intend­
ing it as a threat, what will lie. the legi­
timate anil final result of such desperado- 
ism I Answer—The State will be declared 
in a state of anarchy, where neither prop­
erly nor life are safe; where the civil au­
thorities are not given the moral support ol 
the solid men of the country iu the enforce­
ment of law, without winch the written 
statute as well might he filled with Egyp­
tian hieroglyphics as the resolves of a legis­
lative body for all the obedience that will 
lie givi n it. There are men iu the State who 
are very anxious that such outrages should 
go on, that a fair pretext can be given to 
supplant the civil by the federal military 
power, and the only way to prevent it is to 
rebuke all such barbarous acts as the otto 
above detailed, with the prosecution and 
enforcement of the law to the very letter 
against all who break it in our great com­
monwealth. _

The animal repeated his movemen's. and 
again laid the parcel at the le.et ot bis mas­
ter, who was induced to pick it up, when to 
bis astonishment he found it to be bis own 
pocket book, which be had dropped without 
perceiving the loss. The sagacious dog had 
found and safely restored his owner's 
money.”
