The sugars were subsequently seized
for non-payvment of duty by the authorities,
the first knowledge Walker bad they had
not been paid, and were only released at
his considersble expeuse, and he brings
suit to recover this muount of Clarke, with
lawyers' fees. Judge Theard proceeds to
narrate the history of the transaction, and
conclude upon decision, the substance of
which is as follows:

The sugars in question were libeled in
Chicago und Dubuque. The ground set up
in the suits at Chicago 13, that the sugars
libeled were fraudulently removed from
the bonded warehounse in New Orleans with-
but proper permits; and in_the suit at Do
bugue, that they wero fraudulently removed
without payment of the dutics. Sufiicient
evidenco was  gathered to sustain the
charges. Could Walker's vendees e
condemnation ! 1 think not, Did W,
then exercise a wise diseretion in paying
those duties? Did he act with ordinary
prudence as a mandatory acting for bis
principal? e certainly had satlicient rea-
gons to believe that the sugars would be
condenmmed, The parties to whom he had
sold hield him responsible.

It seems to me that his conduct wasa
wise one and that of a prudent mandatory,
and I therefore reject the ground of delense
urged by the defendant
