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A SENBATIONAL REPORT.
Yesterday was marked by an event that
created various sensations in varioys quar-
ters of the city of New Orleans. Pres-
ident Grant was heard from, and each
hearer interpreted the news to suit his own
case. What the President is reported to
Liave said was to this effect, that he *isin
favor of reform in Louisiana; that he ap-
proves of the efforts of the people to effact
it, and that at the proper time he will use
his influence in favor of a fair and impar-
tial election in the State." This is what
the oracle said, and if it had come from
Delphi it would not have been. more
definite. It is just what we expected; it
is just what the Cilizens' Guard goes into
couvulsions of joy about, and its flavor
has thrown the Democratic party into a
condition of ecstacy resembling that which
kept St. Vitus “bobbing up and down.”

The President’s declaration, if it is Lis,

suits us for three reasons: First, that it
favors reform, which seems to be as popu-
lar as “‘tassels on the boots;" secondly,
because it places the President squarely
where he was wanted; and thirdly, that it
assures the local authorities of assistance
in securing a fair election. What have
we been advocating for the last four years
but these very suggestions? and what
ought to give ns greater satistaction than
the proper aid to effect their success?

Reason is the politician's microscope.

Under its focus things that are not seen
by the ordinary eye become plain and
comprehensible. Let us submit the declar-
ations of the President to this powerful
discoverer a8 an interpreter. Reform
means the correction of those abuses
which have made certain federal officials
s0 unsteady in their ideas of political pro-
priety that they can not tell to-day whether
they belong to the Republican, to the Dem-
cratic, or to the reform party. Their
status is so ill-defined that they are appoint-
ed to preside at meetings where they swear
they do not belong. A genuine Republican
is never subjected to this sort of mistake;
and we submit to the public if it is not
necessary for the Presiden§ either to re-
form his pretended friends in this particn-
lar or to disown them? His intention,
then, is, as we said it was, to correct an
abuse that demoralizes politics by making
purties the mere playthings of uncertain
and npprincipled men. That the Presi-
dent approves of the desire and intention
of the people to effect reform in other
matters, we have no doubt, because he
could not well occupy any other position.
His platform is our platform. What in-
terest the Democrats can have in this de~
sire we do not see, since they have never
demanded any other reform than such as
would put them in the oflices that are now
occupied Dby the friends of the President,
and they certainly do expect that their
wishes are to be accommodated in this
particular. The Presidential intention to
sce that a fair election is held in Louisiana
comes a little late, but it is heartily
accepted by us as the very thing, of all
others, which the Republicans of Louisi-
ana would have nsked at his hands. We
suppose the President means that every
man in the community shall be protected
in his right to register, and vote as freely
as he breathes.

This being the object of all the State
and national legislation on that subject,
the presumption that the authorities at
Washington would assist it at the proper
time was here a little in advance of the
telegraphic report, for all officers are sup-
posed to be faithful to their duties until
they convict themselves of incapacity or
want of honesty. No Democrat is inter-
ested in this part of the mysterious tele-
aram, for it has ever been the sole hope of
the Democracy that it could win a vietory
by preventing a fuir election. In fact, the
State and the nation have had to legislate
rother stringently upon this subject to ef-
fect the freedom of the voterand the purity
of the hallot-box from Democratic violence
and Democratic cunning; and we suspect
that the Democracy did not nnderstand
the reported design of the President when
it congratulated itself upon the purport of
his general intimation.

All we are afraid of is this, that the re-
port is not authentic. The telegraph is
not a very relinble disseminator of news
at best, and we have not heard of its ele-
vation to the position of organ of the
President. When the government is put
in possession of all the lines, and Mr,
Creswell appoints all the operators, then
there may be imparted to the telegrams
froma Washington an air of authority that
will render them worthy of credit as the
suggestions of the President: but until that
day arrives, we must content ourselves,
while living in doubt as to what good
things are in store for us until they come
by due course of mail, or bud npon us iz
sadden fruition by official order.
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OUR POSITION.

It is nseless to disguise the fact that new
and living issues are fast effacing the old
party lines that have so long distinguished
political interests in this country. The
Democratic and Republican  parties were
divided upon the theory of reconstruction.
They nre no longer #0. Reconstruction is
an admitted fact, and theory has become a
principle.  While, Lowever, the great
masses of thé people accept the political
condition reconstruction has inaugnrated,
partisan leaders Iuve kept alive the an-
tagonism of parties by raising abstract
issnes, which are awin reviving party
lines and party animosities. But these
new divisions are not composed of the
same clements that chaneterized previous
separations. A mnow principle hes been
evolved from the contlict of parties @ the
principle of reform. It has been seized
upon by both political divisions with
cogerness, but with different views and
aims, and with opposing interestsi—n this
city and State more distinetly antagonistic
than elsewhere. The reasou for this is of
ensy explanation.

The war had Lroken up society. It left
uo distinet political organization in exist-
ence save that which was founded on ad-
Licsion to the union of the States. From
this sprang reconstruction and the present
State government. This was necessarily
crade and imperfect at first, and bad laws
naturally crept into the hastily erected

structure of State sovereignity. Oppres-
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| sions, both individual-and class, followed
85 a legitimate consequence. Both Sta
and municipal offices were unfairly distrib-
uted, and legislation sometimes became
injudicious and unwise. But, notwith-
standing this, the elective franchise was
given iudiscriminately, and out of it has
sprung up a strong and bitter partisan an-
tagonisin. These clements combining,
have produced class legisiation, opposing
theories of government, and bad laws.
These produced social tumult and preva-
lent disconsent, which party leaders have
converted into hostility to constituted au-
thority. As long as this condition of
things furthered partisan ambition, the
opposition did not think of altering it. It
served their purpose admirably, and by
means of this discontent the opposition
hoped to regain power and the control of
the government.

These plans were defeated by the Gov-
ernor, who, cutting loose from the dying
reconstruction issues, struck out a new
line of political fealty, in which & reform
in State and municipal abuses was the pri-
mary principle.

With this end in view, he proposed, in
his message to the Legislature of 1871, a
repeal or modification of objectionable
laws, such as the registration and election
laws, the constabnlary and police laws, and
the revenue and printing enactments. He
perceived the necessity of more enlarged
privileges in the elective franchise, and a
freer interchange of opinions between the
electors and their representatives.  Popu-
lar goverament should be simplified, and
rendered republican indeed by springing
directly from the people.

Acting on these principles, althongh
they encountered great opposition, he
made a first decisive struggle in their
favor, when the effort was made by the
moneyed interest of the city to deprive the
Firemen's Charitable Association of the
popular and almost prescriptive contract
they held from the people of extingnishing
fires in this city, and of perpetuating one
of the noblest and most beneficent char-
ities ever organized in our midst, This
contest 1nvolved not only the principles of
right and justice, but it involved the right
of the people to determine the charactef of
their local institutions as against a moneyed
influence, striving might and main to de-
stroy them.

It counld not be that Governor Warmoth
was indifferent to the interests of the peo-
ple when he threw himself into the breach
to arrest the attempt made to destroy the
Firemen's Association. He knew that asso-
ciatior to be composed of 1men of all pur-
ties and all shades of political opinion
He knew, bowever, that it involved the
right of the people to control their local
loeal institutious in their own way, and he
sustained them.

The same views were reiterated in the
anuual meossage of the Governor to the
present Legislature.  Aguin the repealing
power of the General Assembly was in-
voked, and obnoxious laws denounced as
wicked and unjust. All impediments to
the fres exercise of the right of suffrage
were torn away by the men who acted
with him, and the right to vote and eleet,
without let or hindrance, their own repre-
sentatives is to-day given to every citizen
of Louisiana, not by the act of the Cam-
miftee of Fifty-one — rich merchants,
bankers and lawyers—bnt by the act of
Governor Wormoth end bis friends in the
Legislatare.

Who are the Committec of Fifty-one?
Did they spring from the people? Has
the maechanie, the artisan and the laborer
a representative among them? No! They
are rich men, working for rich men's in-
terest, and trying, under the pretext of
reform, to throw the burdens of taxation
on the working pecple of the State. They
want their storehouses, their rich mer-
chandise and hoarded capital to pass free
of duty, while the burden of taxation is
levied with unstinted hand upon the labor-
ing classes.

THE FIBST SHALL BE LAST.

The first Presidential nomination has
been made. A body of men pretending
to represent temperance and labor met in
Columbus, Ohio, on Thursday last, and
proceeded to put candidates before the
people in the interest of themselves. This
convention consisted of one hundred and
ninety-six delegates, most of whom were
not laborers, and assumed to speak in the
name of all the industrial classes of the
United States. David Davis, of Illi-
nois, was nominated for the Presidency,
and Joel Parker, of New Jersey, was put
up for Viee President. The platform
covers the bond and greenback matter,
which is a financial problem; wants the
national debt paid according to the orig-
inal contract, which it does not state; asks
that the bonds of the government be taxed,
which is like taking money out of one
pocket and putting it in the other; opposes
the sale of the public domain, which creates
a deficit of revenne in favor of one class that
all elasses will have to make up; demands
the free importation of such articles as are
of general nse, with a high tariff’ on lux-
uries, which preseuts an abstruse question
of fact and morality that the laborer may
understand, but which statesmen have not
solved as yet; excludes Chinmmnen, which
isan unjust blow at a very industrious
elass of luboring people; favors the eight
hour law, which is a little matter that any
laborer can regulate to suit himself at
present; wants war taxes collected from
those who meke the wapr, which is a sug-
gestion that has no present application;
asks Congress to Iimit the tariff of charges
on railroads and by telegraph companies,
which involves an extraordinary amount
of calenlation, and will require a new
burean and au army of clerks; favors the
one term prineiple, which is tantamount
to abridging the rights of the people and
casting reproach on their capacity; and
winds up with a demand for universal
amnesty and equality of rights and priv-
ileges for all, which is a sort of political
maxim that everybody tapers off withat
present.

Suikix}g out the eight hour law plank,
the Labor and Temperance Convention
did not present a single idea that affects
the masses of the laboring people. And
the eight hour suggestion will not do to
elect a President upon, because the Presi-

.
dent of the United® States would be ex-
empt from its benevolent effects. . As the
convention said nothing about temperance,
the suspicion prevails that the labor dele-
gates could not swallow that plank. Messrs.
Davis and Parker will have an easy time
in their new characters, for the people will
let them off easy this time.

A MORAL.

The Tines, in annonncing the suspen-
sion of the Louisville Ledger, uses the
following language, in which a moral is
attempted to be conveyed to certain other
merchants, two-thirds of whom are
“aliens to this community,” who have
established an organ in New Orleans:

We see by the telegraph that the Louis-
ville Ledger, which was established some
months ago by a number of merchants for
the purpose of breaking down the Louis-
ville CowrierJournal, has, after the vicis-

situdes incident to joint stock journalism,
been forced to suspend publication.

Now, while we cun not from our infor-
mation concede the correctness of the
Times' premises, we can, nevertheless.
draw a moral from the suspension of the
Louisville Ledyer. As we understand it,
the paper was not established by Louis-
ville merchants, but by Bourbon whisky
Democrats, for the purpose of breaking
down the Courier-Journal.

New Orleaus is, we believe, the only
city where the knights of the yard-stick
have taken up the (quill for the purpose of
writing puffs and political programmes.
It is true but few of them are kuown to
this people. The rest are um.vgistcrud.
and many of them residents of other
citiea. New York, Boston, Paris, and even
Lonisville, Kentucky, are all represented
in this board of political traders. But
their danger of failure does not consist so
much in the fact that they *-are in trade,"”
as in that they are going against the
popular current, and attempting to build
up their own class at the expense of the
people at large. Of course they wiil fail
for the same reason that the Ledyer failed.
The fact that they are merchunts, peddlers
and traders cannot save them in their mad
crusade against the rights of two-thirds of
the people of this State.

That the eyes of President Grant have
at last been opened to the real character of
the Customhouse ring and their Demo-
cratic allies we have assuring intelligence
from Washington. The organ of the ring,
the Citizens' Guard, prints the welcome
tidings in a special telegram, and vainly
endeavors to hide its chagrin by miscon-
struing the obvious meaning of the lan-
guage of its correspondent.  We guote :

It is understood, from anthoritative
sources, that the President fully approves

the course of those Republicans represented
by the regular State committee.

THE STATE HOUSE.

Passing through the regular order of
business, as laid down in the rules of the
Senate, that body yesterday reached the
bill authorizing the transfer of casee in
which the city i3 a party from the Sixth
Distriet Court to other district courts in
the parish of Orleans, and, on motion, the
bill was indefinitely postponed.

Ragan, which took place yesterday after-
noon.

Speaker Brewster calied the House to
order panctually at ten o'clock yesterday
morning, snd instructed the Clerk to call
the roll. The Clerk announced a quorum
present.  Tiis should have been the signal
for business, but there was an evident dis-
position to dudge the resolution passed the
day before, confining the House to certain
specified lelislation until that was accom-
plished, and appropriate the day to the
frivolities that usually attend what are
known as resolution days. The ruling of
Speaker Brewster luckily prevented this.
He decided that no other legislative busi;
ness should take precedence over the bills
named in the resolution of Monday. An
appeal was taken from his decision, and his
opinion sustained by a vete of fifty four
yeas to fourteen nays.

A motion was then made and adopted to
take up the city funding bill reported by
the majority of the Ways and Means Com-
mittee, and consider it section by scetion.
The Clerk read the first section, and it was
adopted, after au substitute had been voted
down, The second section was read and
adopted. A motion was then made to
adopt the bill as a whole, on its second read-
ing, and that motion prevailed by a vote of
fifty-two yeas to twenty-eight nays. Mr.
Dewees then moved that the bill be con-
sidered engrossed, and his wmotion was
adopted. A wotion to place the bill ppon
its finul passuge fuiled for the want of a
sutficient vote to suspend the constitutional
rule, and ¢omes up again in regular order.

On motion of Mr. Barrett, the minority
report of the Committee on Ways and
Means. regarding the act to consolidate.
limit und provide for the debts ot the city
of New Orleans. ete,, was indefinitely post-
poned, by 2 vote of fifty-two yeas to twen-
1y-two nays.

On motion of Mr. Ong, the State funding
bill was then ordered to be taken up and
read by the Clerk. Several sections of the
bill bad been read, when Mr. Thompson
moved the postponement of its further read-
ing until ro day, and that it be printed in
the House journal of Monday's vroceedings.

Mr. Ong moved to lay that motion on the
tubile, and Lis motion prevailed. The Clerk
then resumed the reading of the bill, and
when he tinished Mr. Thompson moved its
indetinite postponement, and attempted to
speak to his motion.  The Speaker chocked
bim, and decided that a motion to post-
pone could not be debated. Mr. Thompson
appealod from the decision of the chair
and called for the yeas and vays. The de
cision of the chair was sustained by a vote
ol forty yeas to thirty nays. Mr. Thowp-
sou's motion to indefinitely postpone the
State tunding bill was then put and lost by
a vote of eighteen yeas to fifty-eight nays.
The motion to adopt the bill as &« whole on
its second reading was then carried by a
vote of fifty-four yeas to twenty-five nays.
On motion of Mr. Dewees, the bill was con-
sulered engrossed by a vote of fifty-five
yeus to twenty-one uavs.

Mr. Carr then moved that the constitu-
tutional rule be suspended in order that
the bill be placed upon its third and final
reading. This was accomplished by a vote
of 66 veas to 1T nays, and the biil was or-
dered to be placed upon its final reading.

Mr. Moncure, of Caddo, very earnestly
opposed the final passage of the bill at that
time, asserting that it would be unconstitu-
tional to do so; that the constitution re.
quires that all bills, before they can have
the foree of law, must be read on three sev-
eral days in each house of the General As-
sembly, and free discussion allowed thereon,
unless, in case of an emergeney, four-titths
of the House where the bill is pending may
deem it expedient, in the language of the
constitution, to dispense with this rule.

Mr. Davidson thought there was an
Cmergency—u very great emergency—just
at this time in the legislative aftairs of the
State.  The greater portion of the time of
the Legislature had been frittered away—
eriminally and wantouly wasted by the
conduct of men who absented themselves
from the bglls of legislation in the early
part of the present session. This negleet
of duty has created an emergency; that
emergency is upon us, and the public ia-
terest demaunds the passage of this and
other bills ot this time. Mr. Davidson
Loped the bill wonld pass.  He deemed it ex-
pedient to dispense with the constitutional
rule in accordance with the constitution.

The bill was then finally passed.

Mr. Davidson rose to & yuestion of priv-
ilege.  He said he had been called upon to
correct a statement he made Monday night.

Mr. Davidson then read from the Pica-
yune of last evening portions of an artiele
Leaded “Inqguire into and Correct.” When
be had finished reading, Le said it was not
Lis purpose to be unjust to auy one; and if,
in the course of his remarks on Monday eve:
ning, he had incorrectly stated things, he was
not at fanlt, He received his information
feom chairman of the Committee of
Fifty-une; and if it was not correct, the
friends of the minority report should have
corrected him when he was making his re-
warks.
