LETTER FROM WASHINGTON.
French Arms &-uﬁ—&uur Schurz’s
Specch . on the Resolution of Mr.
Sunmer—Its Effect—The Cotten Tax
Refanding Bill.
[Special Correspondence of the Republican.)
WasHINGTOS, February 22, 1572,
SENATOR SCIURZ'S SPEECH.

The epeech of Carl Schurz in the Senate
on Tuesday, the twentieth instant, in sup-
port of Mr. Sumner's resolution to inquire
into the sales of arms to France, is regarded
here, and will be recoguized generally, as a
great event. For grace and dignity of
mauner in delivery, elevation of thonght
and commanding eloguence, it Las few
parallels in the history of the forum. Jtis
& matter of common regret that the best
orators of our time suffer greatly by com-
parison with those of the last centuyy, or
even with those whose greatness has left its
isWpress npon the early part of the present
century. Bat here is one illustrious excep-
tion, who gives us rehef for the pain of
such a contrast. All who were preseut
must have felt this; even those whose par-
tisan motives prompted the strongest
hatred of the orator. If his specch was
great a8 w sample of oratory, it was also
greai for truth and reason.

But we must not, in our adwiration for
the advocate, lose sight of the cause. The
question was, by a master's hand, speedily
piucked from the network of personal
issues that had been woven about it by
triflers, and with clearness and force pre-
sented in its thres phases: First—Were
these sales in accordance with the rule luid
down by our government forits own action,
that no arms should be sold to any known
agentof eitber belligerent ! Second—Were
these sales made in violation of the luws of
the country ! Third—Is there in the facts,
as they stund before us, any grouud for sus-
picion of corrupt practices connected with
the transaction !

The evidence presented by him answered
the first question emphatically in the nega-
tive—that the rule mentioned had been
violated, inusmuch as the person to whom
the arms were sold had been known by the
War Departwent as an agent of the Freoch
government. On the second point, he read
the law which authorized the sale of “old
canuon, arms and other ordnauce stores
which were damaged or otherwise unsuita-
ble for the Unired States wilitary service,
or for the militia of the United States.” and
cleatly proved, by a letter from the Chicf of
Ordoance to the Secretary of War, that it
had been violated. In this letter, the Chief
of Ordnance etates that the arms so soid
were fit for the United States service.

To make this point stronger,. Mr
Schurz  stated  that  these  arws
were  breech-loading  rifles of the pat-

tern of 1866, and that the militia through-
out the country were armed with old muzzle-
loaders. With reference to the thind point,
it was argued ‘that the fucts shown were
sufficient to justify the suspicion of corrupt
transactions, Ie referred, among other
things, to the jeopardizing of our national
relations; the risking of our internal har-
mony; the flagrant and confessed viulation
of law by the War Department, and the
mysterions disappearance of lurge sums of
money—all were ecircumstances justifviog
suspicion of fraud and giving full warrant

proved by the official docuwents produced
and read from, no honest person present,
possessed of common sepse. could for a
mowent doubt.

Whether or not the administration is
really free from blame in the matter of sell-
ing these arms to the French, its friends,
by opposing this resolution and other meas-
ures looking to the investigation of fraud,
have done it irreparable injury. They have
aronsed in the minds of the people a just
suspicion that its policy i8 to cover up and
prevent the discovery of fraud: and this
paturally stimulates the further suspicion
that there is much rottenness among gov-
ernment officials yet unheard of by the
public, but known to, and designedly passed
over by, the powers that Le—not for the
rake of the Republican party, but for
Grant's sake, and in view of the Philadel-
phia convention.

The prospect of a settlement between the
administration and its opponents is now e
ganded as hopeless by those who ave known
to be of the Mins i
party whip bas signally failed—as it ever
shondd when attempting to overvide honor
and justice—war is declared, and there can
be uo compromise, short of sacrificing the
wilitary ring. That ring does not, ol course,
intend to be suerificed, and we have heard
rumor of a threat that it will rather speak

through its natural organ—the bayonet,

e crack of the

But in this temporary elevation it forgets
ita previons low estate, and how easily the
props may be drawn from under it by the
greut people. To refuse the investigation
pow would be equivalent to a plain &nrren
der on the part of the administration, and
it is therefore wisely granted. In proceed-
ing with it there is promise of defeat forthe
administration, and, as a cousequence, the
restoration of pure and honest governwent,

Muny, who for weeka past have bheen
perched on the fenee in the hope that satis-
factory arrangements wonld be made by
Grant with respect to the differences that
separate the party, bave now arraved them-
selves in the runks of the opposition. It is
not predicied only that he will fuil to re-
ceive the nomination, but that if perchunce
he should be nowinated, he will not be re-
elicted.

Yesterday Conkling's amendment, suthor-
izing ingnirginto the question whether any
Senator had been . communication with
the French government, or any cuissary or
spy thereof, in relerence to the sales of these
arms, was passed almost unanimousiy.

It was then discovercd that the swend
went wonld prevent the Iriends of the reso-
lution trom serving on the comnmittes of in-
vestigation, and it is belicved that this re-
sult was the real aim of the amendment.
Mr. Trambull moved to reconsider the vote
adopting the amendment, amd the guaestion
will probably be decided to-morrow.  This
discovery was uniortunate for Mr. Cunk

ling, Indeed. the ameondment, shether
sustained or not, will prove to be snfortu-

nate for both him and the administiation.
for in this light iv will appear to thr‘uumr}'
as another attempt to bar the, road to in-
vestigation of abuses and violations of law.

Lave not had the etfect contem-
plated when they were énacted, of iwpos-
ing & burden upon the consomers, but said
taxes have fallen exclusively on producers
who, while paymg this especial tax on cot-
ton, and which, at that time, were espe-
ciully burdensome, have, in common with

Whereas, No other raw agricultural pro-
duct of any of the States has ever been s0
taxed, even during war; therefore,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of
Awerica in Congress assembled, That res-
titution shall be made of all moneys col-
lected as taxes under and by virtue of the
several acts of Congress, and regulations
pursuant thereto, imposing a tax on raw
cotton, afier the proclumations of the Presi-
dent of the United States removing all re-
strictions from traude throughout the sev-
eral States of the United States, dated June
thirteenth and twenty-fourth, anno Domiuni
eighteen hundred and sixty-five; and the
the suid restitution shall be made as herein-
after provided.

the same to the person or persons legally

when the originals or copies of the same,
certified under their rules, are produced they
shall be decmed conclusive.

THE CITY HALL.

It is believed by the sanguine advocates
of the measure at the City Hall, that the
funding bill will prove more than a tem-
porary expedient in a financial point of
view. Indeed, they assert that it will tend
greatly to the permanent removal of all em-
barrassments heretofore met with. Some
measure of this description was rendered
imperative. The outstanding claims against
the city were ous and pressing, and
no way was open for their adjustment. The
funding bill opens an avenue of escape, and
will tend to greatly lessen the most obvious
evil heretofore encountered—certificates of
indebtedness. It is highly desirable that
all claims for wages should be paid by the
city in cash,

Although when the thaw in the Western
rivers takes place, unusually high water is
looked for, the City Surveyor is of the
opinion that the levees are in a condition to
resist its pressure. A line thirteen miles
long has been strengthened on the right
bank of the river, and the work on the
levees in the upper portion of the city is
progressing rapidly.

No provision has been made in the bud-
get for the extensive repairs now being
mwade to the engine houses in the city. Al-
‘though the work is most necessrry, several
Administrators are at a loss to know from
what source the money to pay the expense
is to come,

It is proposed, should permission to oe-
cupy it be obtained from the Secretery of
the Treasury, to take ome wing of the
Marine Hospital for an insane asylum.
We learn at the Surveyor's Department
that the repairs necessary to make ghat
portion of the building inhabitable 1d
be made in fifteen days.

The weekly report of the colleetors of
levee dues. shows an aggregate of $6619 92,
This is far behind the usual amount re-
ceived in the same space of time, the de-
crease being partially owing to the ice in
the Western rivers. Within six days but
