my views in writing, in case my personal
attendance is impossible, which will be the
case on the night of your meeting, as pre-
vious professivral engugements require mwy
attention. Hence, 1 herewith submit my
views for the information and deliberation
of your club, although I extremely regret
that I am nbdt allowed the pleasure of em-
bracing the opportunity of addressing them
in person. For the kind invitation T pray
leave to return the club wy unfeigned and
grateful acknowledgments.

The all absorbing topic in political circles
is the contest between the two wings of the
Republican party. the Democratic-Custom-
house combiuation, the citizens' reform
movement, and the doings and adjournment
of the Legialature of this State.

As to the first, I would suy that the events
occurring thereunder you must be duly ad-
vised of, us the Capitol of vur State has
been the principal theatre of the political
belligerents.  Avd while an Lonest differ-
ence of vpinion should always be tolerated
within the lines of the party, still I hold
thas the Custombonse faction have nothing
to justify their action, for in their opposi-
tion they became revolutionists, and made a
barren sttempt to subvert the constitution
and government of the State, and for no
other reasou than that they were personally
displeased with many of the constitutional
authorities. Again, you will remember
their disgraceful conduct at the lust State
convention, when, with the military arm of
the government, they insulted the true
manhood of the citizen, and set at definnce
the genius and purposes of our federal gov-
ernment.  Therefora, their recent Demo-
cratic combinations in the Legislature and
otherwise is & fit epitome®f their former ac-
tions, and all of this demagoguism is predi-
cated in personal ambition and against the
public good. Hence, in view of these cir-
cumstances, I have from the first given my
adberence and support to the only Republi-
can party in this Srate, under the euden;hilp
wiitle

ot Governor Warmoth, who,
he hus many faults, has done more
than any other Southern executive

in preserving the principles and policy of
the party: in the maintenance of the rights
of all classes of citizens, in the perform-
ance of the delicate task of enforcing the
new order of affuirs as the resultsof the
war of the rebellion. But political reform
seems to be the order of the day. The
people, who are really the government, be-
cuuse they have to pay all of its expenses,
and without whom, therefore, no govern-
went could live an hour, are apparently
waking up to this vital fuct. Government
is not only their creature, drawing all its
authority and sustenance from them, but
governuwient is instituted to serve them.
Why, then, shall they not insist that gov-
ernment shall serve them as well aa rule
them; that it shall be under them always
and not above them, and that it shall do
their work, not only faithtally and econom-
ically—in a word, at the least expense—Dbut
without any attempt to pluce the servants
above their masters, the officials of the
people above the people! s

There seoms to be an awakening of popu-

lar spirit in the covntry in respect of popu-
lar liberty and rights and government. It
is quite time that this assertion of the fun-
dawental principle of rule on this continent
chould be emphatically made. The people
for a long series of years have been subor-
dinated to their servants—the politicinns,
and they ehould mow rise from the degra-
dation to which they Lave been reduced,
and declare their rightful soverciguty. As
they are the source of all political power,
they should see that that pawer is not given
up to demagogues, sud, if so parted with,
should be recalled and exerted by them-
selves directly, and not by faithless agenta,
From haviog in the begioning absolate
power in their bunds, the people have given
it up picemeal, until now they have practi-
cally no power whatever in the manage-
ment of their owan political affairs, There
is not a single officer, Stite or national, not
excepting even th ciary, whom they
directly elect. Professional politicians come
Jbetween them and the polls, snd the
only ailowed the poar privilege of el
as their servonts those whomw conventions
und caucuses nominate.
Lhis is all wrovg —fundmuentally wrong:
and the peopie. if they care at sil tor
their Jibertics, will speedily <c¢ that it is
th chly corrected by hocoming poli-
ticians themselves, .

From the time that our [athers raiced
the ~battle ery of freedom” until the pres-
ent hour we huave, as a nation, hoasted ot

i¢ republicanism and gloried in the sov-
ervigniy of people. Our history, since
the tormation of & permanent government,
Lhus not been devoid of interest, and
stirring  events have dewonstrated the
vitality and power of the people to
musintain a free republic. We Law men
w2mong ug, however, who proiess to be wiser
than the founders of the republiec.  Tuking
wivantage of the exigencies of the times,
they shout for reforw, and invent all man-
ner of schemes for the pretended ameliora-
tion of the general eondition of their fel-
lows, aud the improvement of a government
that has stood the test of time and the as
saults of powerful enemies. Thut u neces-
sity for roform exists, none will deny; but
it ‘will be found that it 1s the policy of our
rulers, and not the form of zovernment,
thut ealls for reformution.  Could the pluns
of vur so-calied retormers be consummated,
the powers of self-zovernment would be
given up, and the peopie reduced to a con
dition of serfdom.

The General Assembly of this Siute, ¢s-
pecislly the one just adjourned, was a dis
wraes to the people, and if we desire to
strike at the root of all our evils, the prople
wust look in future to this most importunt
branch of popular government. The move-
ment in favor of political reform in the Ho-
publican party. that now appears to be
spreading all over the land, like an epi-
demie. will accomplish little, if anything
worth accomplishing, unless it places a far
better order of men in Congress, in State
legislatures and in wunicipal councils. In
short, legialation is at once the chief source
of politicul evil in the country and ot politi-
enl regeneration. The lawmaking power
elsewhere is fundamentsl, both 28 respeeis
bad government and the reformation of it
Hence, it is of the first importance that the
friends of genuine civil reform shall dircet
their attention aod their efforts toward ele
vating the character of cur national, State
and municipal legislatures, morally and
intellectually,

They can not
expect to gather grapes from thorns or tigs
from thistles. If they sutler barroom
rowdies and the bullies of gamblings hells
to pack their conventions, they must suffer
the companions and chiefs of such fellows
in the chambers of legislation. Like takes
to like, The ruflian who is allowed to con-
trol the popular vote in the end comes to
control the the legislutive vote: he it is
that is really represented and not the peo-
ple; and he it is that first prepares the way
and afterward gilds the triumph of men
who stuff the ballot-box, eorrupt the
courts, and rifle our pockets ot millions.

I am now done, but I trust that this epis-
tle will cause the members of the club to pon-
der on the past and look well to the future,
if they desire a continued suceess to the Re-
publican party in this State. Charity com-
mences at home, Hence, let us correct and
retorm our own abuses lirst, before com-
plaiming of our political opponents; and if
wo but do this our future success as a party
is already assured, but otherwise wo ure u
failure.
