We are afraid that Mr. Wilcox is too 

modest in his demands. Our experience 
with Bohemians led us to expect that he 
would have made a charge of one hundred 
and twenty thousand dollars, instead of the 
beggarly sum he.ro demanded.

The sooner Wilcox takes “legal means” to 
obtain the amount of his bill the better. At 
the same time he may heed a suggestion on 
our own part. His experience with Gould 
and Lane hits shown him their facili’y in 
paying out money that belongs, to oilier 
people, and may succeed in inducing them 
to give hiui another check upoo the Tenth 
National Bank. As we have no access to 
the Erie treasury, and our money is hon­
estly earned, we prefer to bold it until Mr.

The T i lk l i c  M achine.
It looks like the skeleton of a small organ, 

with the shiny brass and mahogany stripped 
off, and an ornamental gilded pallor table 
underneath.

We believe that dressed up in human 
shape, and moving about on the stage, it 
would scare the hair from its roots, so un­
natural is its voice, so full of a mechanical 
pathos is its terrible falsetto. The principle 
on which it is built is the organ; iu fact, it 
is an organ, aud is worked in the same way. 
Imagination is lost in picturing the effect 
upon church-goers of an organ constructed 
on this plan, which will sing the words ot 
praise to the music of the masters, for some 
ingenious Yankee, we predict, will seize 
hold of this invention, now in embryo, and 
yet build an organ with a thousand voices 
that will sing like the roar of the ocean.

The manner ol'making it talk it is this: 
Suppose it says “you;” the finger is placed 
upon the lever which controls the scale 
and one representing Y, thence it is placed 
on the one answering to O, then on U; and 
as it says “yon” one is reminded again of 
hearing one talk who has a bad cold. A 
world of patient thought was required be. 
fore the inventor realized his idea, and 
thirty years of toil before the machine could 
talk when it was played upon. It is the 
mechanism of the voice without its intelli­
gence or emphasis, which is to speech what 
weight is to metal. Some of the tones re­
mind one of a broken nose; others of a 
stuffed throaf; others sound like a voice iu 
a chest; others of a schoolboy with his gum­
my lingers on the letters hesitating, under 
the masters ferule, to pronounce b-a—ha. 
The professor announces the word Philadel­
phia. The lady operates with the series of 
levers and the word “Phil-a-del-plii-a” is 
pronounced, sure enough. So it goes—the 
professor announcing, the lady operating 
the machine, repeating until gratified curios­
ity turns aside sated, and imagination “dip­
ping in the future,” foretells the effect ot this 
invention a few years hence, when one or­
gan may sing one song, or “speak a piece': 
in every note of the gamut, and repeat its 
echoes a thousand times.

T H E  COURTS.

Samuel J. James and Tom Bynum have 
filed in the Eighth District Court an ap­
plication for the writ of mandamus to com­
pel James Graham, State Auditor, to issue 
to them his warrant for $18,167.

The motion for a new trial iu,the case of 
Thoinassin vs. Rivera, in which the noted 
“AY ordick for Tantet” was rendered, was 
argued aud submitted to Judge Dibble ves- 
terday morning.

Charles N. Priidhoinme vs. Salamander 
Fire Insurance Company. This case was 
decided by the Seventh District Court 
yesterday. Petitioner sues to recover on a 
policy of $3000 issued by defendant on a 
stock of goods in plaintiff's store, iu Cou- 
shatta, Red River parish, Louisiana, which 
on t’.o thirteenth of August, 1871, was 
dest eyed by lire.

T; e petitioner claims that the policy was 
taken out by Ben Toleando, a commission 
merchant of New Orleans, iu his own name, 
but as agent for plaintiff, to which defend­
ant answered that plaintiff could have no 
insurable interest in the premises, as the 
policy was not issued in his name.

The court, in passing upon the case, said:
The policy is issued in the name of Ben 

Toledauo, bat it is clearly shown that in 
procuring the insurance he did so as agent 
for plaintiff, and iu consequence of express 
instructions from him. Even had he en­
tirely omitted to disclose the name of his 
principal, still the policy would inure to the 
benefit of that principal upon his subse­
quent adoption of it even after a loss had 
occurred; hut the plaintiffs caso is far from 
being so extreme. The application shows 
that the insurance ou the stock itself aud 
the stock is expressly described as that of 
C. N. Pnnlliouime. Ho it is clear that the

A resident of Cook’s Landing, in the par­
ish of Pointe Coupee, lias filed a suit in the 
Sixth District Court against the steamer i 
Wade Hampton, claiming $12,000 damages have weal 
for this : He avers that on the twenty-ninth a'modcrat 
of April, 1871, lie was a passenger on the 
steamer Wado Hampton, when, upon the 
boat landing at liis place of destination, he. 
proceeded to go ashore on the stage-plank, 
when, before he could reach teira finua, he 
heard something coming after him, and, 
turning, he beheld a hogshead of sugar roll­
ing down the plank toward him. Before lie 
could escape the hogshead overtook him, 
and coming against him, knocked him 
down, and so severely injured him that lie , 
was laid up for more than live months, dur­
ing which time lie was so thoroughly inca­
pacitated from pursuing his hnsini ss is 
storekeeper that lie was compelled to close 
his place ot business. For all of which pe­
cuniary loss, together w ith physical injuries, 
lie claims the aforesaid $12,099. He claims 
that the accident was due to the negligence 
ot the officers ot the boat in not exercising 
proper care and discretion iu the mauago- 
mi nt of affairs.

Before a jury yesterday morning was 
tried a the case of Merle vs. A. ilubuclef,
Stale Treasurer, iu which plaintiff claims 
$3500. The tacts iu the matter appear from 
the records as follows:

Merle being the holder of a number of 
warrants, proceeded one fine day to the 
Treasurer's office to obtain the cask. Upon 
presenting his warrants, lie was informed ‘ 
that there was no money and he could in>t .

ceiving the funds iu question. lie has, 
therefore, brought suit to recover loss oc­
casioned by the act of defendant.
