The F rrn rli Arms Investigation .
A Washington special to the Cincinnati 

(1 turtle of Friday says:
The Senate committee on the sale of arras 

began this examination this morning. The 
committee had invited Senator Sckurz to be 
present and aid by suggestions. He ap­
peared and read a letter, saying that b>s 
speeches presented the case as he under­
stood and believed it, but that be could only 
bring out f urther know ledge whicii he hail 
by examining certain witnesses and follow­
ing the developments made by their testi­
mony. lie expressed confidence that if he 
could be permitted to examine witnesses he 
could name, he would be able to prove the 
correctness of allegations he had made, but, 
under the circumstances, he preferred not 
to appear as taking part in the proceedings 
while he could not exercise any influence 
on its action. Senator Carpenter imme­
diately moved that Mr. Schurz be invited to 
sit with the committee, and) that he have 
full power to examine witnesses. This was 
a liberal proposition, and agre d to by all, 
and Mr. llamlin further assured Mr. Svhurz 
that any witnesses he would name should 
be summoned, and tjjat the intention was to 
have a searching investigation, no matter 
wlio it hit. Mr. Schurz accepted the propo­
sition made, and the examination of Seen - 
tary Belknap began. The testimony of the 
Secretary was positive that he had nothing 
to do with any known agents of the French 
government, and that time and again he 
had given orijers that no spies should bo 
made to such. He bad consulted with the 
President, aud both had agreed in the mat­
ter. The apparent discrepancies between 
the accounts of the ordnance office and 
Treasury Department were thoroughly ex­
plained, and most, satisfactorily, and more 
a t length than heretofore given. The ex­
amination showed that all details of these 
sales were managed by General Dyer, and 
that the Secretary knew little of them be­
yond giving formal authority for such sales 
as the ordnance office desired to make. The 
Secretary read before the committee a paper 

-containing the dates at which authority for 
each sale was given by the War Depart­
ment. Aiter reading the dispatch of Octo­
ber thirteenth, before presented, which 
made known to the ordnance office that 
Remington was agent for France, the fol­
lowing evidence was given:

Should hereafter»  consolidation of road 
take place, so as to have a limited number 
of trunk'roads entering the city .it is un­
derstood that this right of way is now 
granted on the condition that this road is 
to come in under that regulation without 
opposition. ,

.Mr. Bonzano suggested that the*addi­
tional section 'might he adopted, and the 
matter disposed of at once.

The Mayor said he would prefer that 
some fe,w days consideration should be 
given to the fording of the additional sec­
tion. lie did not desire to delay or defeat 
the road, and to refer it'to a committee of 
the whole would not cause a postponement 
of more than one week.

The Texas papers inform us that the great 

Texas Central railroad projected from Gal­
veston almost due north, through Houstou. 
Hempstead, Corsicana, Dallas and Sherman 
io Preston on Redriver, is being constructed 
with a rapidity that we had not expected. 
I t  is already completed to Corsicana, in 
Navarro county, a distance of over 200 
miles, and the branch to Austin, the State 
capital, is also completed.

At this rate of progress the remain­
ing distance of seventy-five miles between

There is not a single petition before the 
Council in favor of this grant, and there are 
many petitions against it. and we trust-that 
the Council will uot sacrifice the interest of 
the taxpayers tor tho pecuniary emolument 
of a leu individuals, however intluential. 
when it is not shown (as it lias been shown 
in the ease of previous grants), that any 
public advantage is to be gained, and when 
it is shown, as in this instance.* by petitions 
before your honorable body, thak private 
interests will be materiallv im paired 'by  
your passage of the proposed ordinance.
