OLD PARTY LINES.
It has all along been a theory with us, 

that the present political excitement is 
more the agitation of politicians than a 
stir among the masses. It lias never been 
an easy thing to efface party lines. Nor 
is it surprising, in view of tiie fact, that 
ambitious aspirants for office are ever on 
the qui rive to devise some scheme by 
which they may reach place and power. 
They are indifferent to the means em­
ployed, so they suffice for the end in view. 
But as nearly every imaginable pretext has 
been used to achieve their ambition, it be­
hooves them now to employ a novelty.

And so they have. This new device is 
the destruction of party lines. A political 
panacea has been discovered which cures 
all the ills of government, on the simple 
principle of putting out present incum­
bents and tilling the State and municipal 
offices with new aspirant-..

But as the abstract and naked proposi­
tion would certainly alarm the masses of 
the Republican party, if not a large 
majority of the Democratic party, the 
duplicity of the movement is hid under 
the pretext of reform in the abuses ot 
government. I  nder th:-> ample cloak, all 
of the old party hacks, who since the war 
have sustained defeat after defeat in their 
eager scramble for office, are arrayed in 
glittering reform panoply, and have come 
forth as valiantly as knights templar iu 
the crusade for power. Even the Demo­
cratic champions, who have held their 
party fealty as scarcely less sacred than 
their religion, have, under the impulse of 
a grand infusion of patriotism, sunk their 
distinctive political characteristics, and 
even confess a willingness to become the 
political Luthers of the new reformation.

The Republican party has also its repre­
sentatives among them. They are men 
who have been found unwise and ineom. 
petent as leaders, and have been ptTshed 
aside by the talent and address of their 
rivals. The “ vine and fig trees " of office 
no longer cast a shade for them. The fu­
ture in the Republican party is hopeless of 
office, bankrupt of position. Therefore, 
in sadness and contrition of heart, they 
have become reformers on the plan of 
effacing all party lines.

Just as revolutions sometimes throw to 
the surface of society the lees and refuse 
matter that befoul its moral sewers, they 
hope to be cast up by the agitation of po­
litical elements. It is their only chance of 
distinction.

But what reason has been offered for 
this condition of things? Admit that there 
are abuses that need to be corrected. Is not 
an organized party better able to cure 
these errors than any combination of indi­
viduals, solely united by the hope of office.

The breaking down of party lines and 
the establishment of a reform party was 
never thought of until the Democratic or­
ganization was shown to be unable to cope 
with the Republican party. It was not 
reform doctrines that were preached by 
Democratic orators two years ago, but 
their old creed aud long established prin­
ciples. Unable to obtain office as Demo­
cratic candidates, these men throw up 
their hands and say: ‘-Well, let us efface 
our party liues, and all go in together. 
You Republicans have introduced abuses 
into polities, and we Democrats are going 
to turn reformers and correct them.”

This is the practical effect of what they 
say. As Democrats they can not beat us; 
but as reformers they can quiet Repub­
lican opposition, and effect their purpose 
by a snare and a delusion.

To this condition of things the Repub­
lican party can have but one position. It 
is not opposition to the reform movement, 
but opposition to the Democratic elements 
that are seeking it as a disguise to further 
a Democratic control of the State. The 
Republican party is in favor of reforming 
every abuse; but it wants to do it iu its 
party, and as a Republican measure. The 
Republicans claim to Lave first recognized 
the necessity of it. The Governor himself 
took the initial step iu it; his friends in 
the Legislature indorsed it. and those who 
opposed it are the very men who are now 
the fiercest reformers in the Democratic 
coalition.

Let us push forward reform; but let us 
do it as Republicans and as a Republican 
measure.

THE KEY-NOTE,
The organ of the ambitious rich men of 

this city, who, under the banner of re­
form, are endeavoring to regain what they 
lost by plunging the State into rebellion 
in 1861, on Tuesday struck the key-note 
to their present political movement. In 
order to make it palatable to the people, 
without distinction of color or previous 
condition, the new political movement 
they now wish to inaugurate, with a view 
of restoring the State governors into 
their hands, is falsely styled a reform 
movement. It is well known that the rich 
men of this State ruled its politics, made 
its laws, and elected its government for 
years prior to its attempted secession 
from the American Union. Aud all this 
was done in the name of Democracy, 
when there was in reality nothing Demo­
cratic in it. The war for slavery was 
the rich man’s tight for the right 
to own u-grot-i and wield the 
powers of government, as well as enjoy 
its emoluments; and tiie poor men of the 
State were compelled to fight the battles 
of the rich. It is true they had the barren 
satitfaetion of doing this iu the name of 
Democracy, but there was nothing Demo­
cratic in it. It was simply a violent 
movement in the interest of rich men. 
And the present movement, made in the 
name of reform instead of Democracy, is 
simply one to reinstat • this class of men in 
political power.

In a short paragraph addressed to the 
young men of Louisiana, the key-note to 
this new reform mov : ."Ut is unwitingly 
given :

enter the ranks of the pure aud disin­
terested—so far as personal interest is 
concerned—reform party. The false hope 
of a lucrative political position is held 
out to “thousands of educated young men 
iiq this State" in order to get them 
to array themselves against Governor 
W armoth and help to elect some one of 
the self-styled reformers Governor. These 
very honest reformers assume that the pres­
ent State government is very corrupt, and 
hold Governor Warmoth responsible 
for all the corruption that has really 
polluted and despoiled the State 
since 1 SGI; and thev virtually accuse 
him of keeping the aforesaid “thousands 
of educated young men” from highly re­
munerative public positions. Now this 
is transparent humbnggery. It is impossi­
ble for Governor Warmoth, or whoever 
may succeed him as Governor, to give the 
“thousands of educated young men” lucra­
tive public positions. Aud it is certainly 
a heinous fraud, not only upon individu­
als, but upon the State, to thus lure young 
men from the paths of honest industry 
into the most contaminating influences 
that surround and degrade polities of the 
present day. It is really humiliating to 
the character of our people to have to al­
lude to the dissemblings, tergiversations 
and violent conduct of men who, assuming 
the garb of reform, are endeavoring to 
clutch “the rod of empire." These men are 
fully aware that Governor Warmoth is in 
no way responsible for the many plundering 
acts that have robbed tins State, commenc­
ing with the act of secession in the spring 
of 1861. The misfortunes of our people 
may be truly said to have commenced 
there. Their expressed will was then dis­
regarded. and the State was attempted to 
be stolen out of the Union; and matters 
ever since have not gone to please some of 
the men who perpetrated this great public 
wrong, nor those who were in sympathy 
with them. The “Reformers” are well 
aware of tlii->, and of the further fact that 
the political enemies of Governor War­
moth have utterly failed to furnish the evi­
dence that he is guilty of the charges of 
corruption so freely made against him for 
political purposes.

PUTTING IN TEE APPLAUSE.
Appended to the report of the speech 

which Mr. Fenner delivered before the 
Eleventh Ward Reform Club is a note 
which states that the speaker was fre­
quently applauded. This reminds us of 
the man who wrote a book and put ail the 
punctuation marks at the end, for the pur­
pose, as he said, of allowing the reader to 
punctuate the matter to suit his own taste. 
Availing ourselves of thG privilege, in the 
present instance, we elect to put in “long 
and loud applause" in Mr. Fenner’s speech 
at that point where he tells his hearers 
what the colored people of the State have 
learned during the last tour rears:

BLOWING WITH OUR BELLOWS.
Air. Fenner ought to have remembered, 

when he was encouraging the reformers 
of the eleventh ward by pointing them to 
the glorious example of the Republicans, 
that there i., a great difference between 
sueeceeding with genuine political prin­
ciples of reform and succeeding with prin­
ciples borrowed from another party. All 
that he said iu our favor was true to the 
letter, that as Republicans we have suc­
ceeded iu forcing the American people to 
accept of our principles, and that, too, in 
the face of the most extraordinary opposi­
tion, abuse and personal discomfort. After 
admitting this much, would it not have 
been honester if he had proposed to join 
with us. instead of trying to mislead his 
friends into the belief that they could take 
our principles and succeed with them in 
securing the power to enforce or abuse 
them? As he accepts of the Republican 
platform, why not become a Republican 
at ouee, instead of dressing himself up in 
a new namt*?

His mistake is this, that the believers in 
the principles which he now indorses will 
prefer to adhere to the original advocates 
of these ideas rather than run the risk of 
falling into error and mishap by trusting 

• to the leadership ot new converts to these 
old-fashioned doctrines. When Leeds in­
vents a piece of machinery and offers it as 
cheap as any other foundryman, who will 
patronize an upstart in the business? 
The public know Leeds, and trust in his 
good faith because be has established it 
by his works. The Republicans know 
Governor Warmoth aud their other lead­
ers, and thî r do not intend to desert him 
and other well tried Republicans to follow 
after the reformers merely because the 
latter promise what the former has con­
stantly practiced since In- had the oppor­
tunity to prove his assertions by his deeds. 
Messrs. Fenner A Co. admit that they 
have been in error, and that they have 
persisted in following the trail of the ser­
pent even iu the light of day and against 
the entreaties aud protests of the Repub­
licans. They still further admit that 
their conversion is only six weeks old. 
What security do they oiler that they are 
iu earnest, or that they understand their 
newly discovered faith, that we should 
desert those who have been tried to trust 
ourselves into their keeping ? If they are 
as honest as they pretend to be would 
the\" n >t coalesce with the authors of their 
ideas, rather than seek to appropriate 
these ideas to their own benefit ?

Mr. Fenner is blowing with our bel­
lows, and this is an unsafe attempt, for 
he might have known that the bellows 
would be reclaimed, and that this would 
put out his fires. If he wants to run a 
reform party he must invent some prin­
ciple. as the Republicans did, that will 
take with the people, and be founded upon 
the truth and upon the consciences of its 
apostles. He can not be a reformer of 
eminence at the expense of a party al­
ready in existence and jealous of its 
rights.

The colored peonle. he said, now under­
stood that they had been the dupes of the 
hordes who had led them; they had found 
how utterly they had been deceived and 
swindled: this, he said, is the knowledge 
that the colored people have acquired. 
[Long and loud applause.]

We tike exceptions to the speech, hut 
accept the applause, for the statement is 
not correct, but the cheers with which it 
was greeted were really genuine and heart­
felt. Aud now for the argument.

The colored people do not understand 
that they have been duped: they do not 
feel that they have been deceived and 
swindled; they are not informed that they 
have been victimized by the Republican 
party at all. Why should they? They 
were told that their political equality 
would be maintained; that their rights as 
citizens would be enforced by the enact­
ment of laws that would place them upon 
a political footing with every other class; 
that they would be elected to office by 
their own votes, and that in every par. 
ticular all the barriers that oppressed 
them more than any other class would be 
removed as much as just and equal laws 
could do that service for them. They 
were still further told that by the passage 
of proper laws their social and political 
condition would he bettered in every way; 
that their children would be educated; 
their persons made secure from violence 
by virtue of their own presence on the 
grand and petit juries and as officers of 
the peace: their acquirement of p uperty 
made easy, and the desire to do this thing 
promoted, amd that ultimately their friend­
ship would be courted by the very men 
who so bitterly opposed their elevation as 
citizens. These promises were made bv 
the hordes that have led the colored 
people, as Mr. Fenner says, aud 
they have all been faithfully fulfilled. 
Does Mr. Fenner, or those who applauded 
him deny any singi: one ot these asser­
tions ? If he nor they feel disposed to 
dispute with us, are they prepared to ad­
mit that they uttered and applauded what 
v. as a wicked untruth ? V> e make the 
point deliberately, and we propose to 
prove it very directly by citing Mr. ienner 
as a witness against himself. He says the 
policy which li- ad c ites to-day. and 
which is simply the practice of the 
“hordes" he alluded to, he proposed m 
the Legislature of 1866. but which met 
with such a chilling reception that it was 
not entertained for a second. He s,.ys 
still further that he almost despairt d until 
within a few weeks past that his policy, 
which we again insist is merely the ; rac- 
tice of the Republicans, would ever be ac­
cepted by the insane people of N* w Or­
leans. He directly charges hr- friends 
with insanity, because he says that no sane 
man on the street will to-day dispute the 
propriety of admitting the negroes to that

WHICH 13 WHICH ?
After calling attention to the fact that 

i the colored people of the United States 
design to hold a national convention iu 
New Orleans at an early date, the Memphis 
Appeal proceeds to advise the delegates 
what they had Letter do when they meet 
iu their convention. And to make its ad­
vice all the more palatable and acceptable, 
the Appeal puts on the air of an old time 
overseer and preludes its suggestions with 
a volley of abuse such as the overseer was 
wont to deliver before he proceeded to ap­
ply the lash. The Appeal says to the ne­
groes that, although they are not possessed 
of the necessary sense to hold a conven­
tion or decide upon a political opinion, 
they must, nevertheless, be very careful 
what they do when they attempt to hold 
conventions and declare their intentions. 
It says, further, that they are so inter­
locked behind a shield of prejudices that 
it is useless to counsel with them as a sen­
sible Democrat would like to do. yet it 
proceeds to advise them that they have 
elected bad men aud assisted in the vilest 
sort of tyranny toward their best friends 
and toward themselves by piling up taxa­
tion and robbing unresisting communities. 
The negro ought to “roost lower,” says 
this Democratic oracle, and he will 
have to do so, because the people be­
yond the Ohio are surfeited with 
his savagery and ignorance. He has cre­
ated “small hells” in the South, and bank­
rupted States, cities and parishes by hi., 
villainous knavery. And much more of 
the same sort, all of which is but a pre­
amble to the charge, which is that no 
negro must presume to aspire to the office 
that is now filled by Mr. Colfax.

We Lave other State
neither the time nor the disposition to 
argue this point at present, our position 
being merely to say that the theory of the 
preachers received a very apt illustration 
at the meeting of the reformers in th' 
eleventh ward, cn Friday night, wh re, 
owing to the absence of the regularly ap­

pointed orators of the occasion. Mr. C. E. 
Fenner accidently became the speaker of 
the movement. He improved the oppor­
tunity to the great advantage of the parties 
who were present, for laving aside all 
Democratic clap-trap, Mr. Fenner made 
just such a sensible talk, in most respects, 
as even a Republican might have listened 
to without regret. The speaker appealed to 
his hearers to forego their prejudices and to 
harness themselves to the principles which 
have become the only ones that can suc­
ceed before the American people. All 
men, regardless of race, color or condition 
must be accepted as politically entitled to 
the same rights, aud the party or man that 
refuses to embrace and tolerate the idea 
must fail to be of service to himself or to 
the community. He had attempted to 
embody this principle into a law when he 
was iu the Legislature in 1866, but his 
Democratic friends would not entertain it 
for a second, and he had almost despaired 
of ever seeing his Southern friends liberal­
ized to such a degree as to recognize its 
justice and necessity. But recent events 
had altered his opinions, and now there 
are but few sane men to be met w ith on 
the streets who would dispute with him as 
to its correctness. And much more of the 
same sort of sound sense was uttered, 
which, we presume, will be heard repeated 
at length in the wigwams, since it has be­
come popular to say such things.

One thing Mr. Fenner neglected to tell 
his auditors which ought to have been 
told was this, that these sayings of his 
were to be found in the R epublican every 
day, and were the true and genuine prin­
ciples of the Republican party of Louisi­
ana. Perhaps it was not desirable to pro­
claim this fact in a reform meeting, as it 
might have induced the members of the 
club to depart at once and join the Repub­
lican party. What Mr. Fenner said was 
applauded and accepted, however, which 
leads us to hope that both the orator and 
his disciples are drifting in such a direc­
tion as w ill surely laud them iu the ranks 
of the party that holds possession of the 
principles which they are enjoying at 
present under the name of reformers.

A DEAD FAILURE.
For a month past circulars headed with 

the original motto, “ Eternal vigilance is 
the price of liberty,” and ealliug upon our 
downtrodden people in the most pathetic 
terms to overturn certain unnamed des­
pots, and arm and organize to defend cer­
tain indefinite rights, that vandals (which 
they ought not to do it) were wresting 
from “ our people,” have been industri­
ously circulated for signatures. How 
many gentlemen patriotically engaged in 
this business, and how many salaried can­
vassers participated m the great under­
taking. which was born of the Fifty-one, 
we have no means of knowing; but of the 
results of their industry (and they have 
been industrious) we can fairly judge. 
Backed by the Times, aud the most extra­
ordinary vehemence and erratic displays 
of genius in the Picayune, they succeeded 
in organizing only four poor little ward 
clubs. .And this is called “ a great up­
rising of the people.” If these be JflAe 
people,” then are we happy in thWTs- 
surance that an immense majority of the 
citizens of New Orleans—more than we 
had even hoped for—have found a politi­
cal haven in the progressive Republican 
party.

It was a noticeable feature of this late 
movement, that while in their papers,, 
speeches and resolutions a strict avoidance 
of politicians was urged, that at every 
stage of their proceedings, from the ap­
pointment of the Fifty-one, through the 
preliminary State and ward organizations 
to the selection of the provisional commit­
tee, •• regular old party hacks " have been 
either the open or secret manipulators. 
Candidates for nearly every meutionable 
office, and political wire-workers of all 
shades and degrees are prominent in each 
call aud on every delegation, and are loud­
est in denouncing respectable citizens as 
“ politicians." In this hypocrisy we find 
a sufficient cause for the failure. The 
thinking masses—and the masses do think 
for themselves—could not betaken in by 
any such flimsy pretenses, and refused to 
respond to the “ call" so persistently 
thrust upon them. We hope this ex­
perience will prove a lesson to the dema­
gogues who have shown a disposition to 
stir up popular commotion for personal 
advancement solelv.

The Times ar-A Chronicle, of Cincinnati, 
docs not make as nice a point upon Charles 
Schurz as it might have done if it had not 
intended to spoil the job. It says that 
Schurz is not justifiable in complaining 
that he was not put upon the committee 
to investigate the sale of arms to Reming­
ton. any more than Tweed would be in 
complaining about his being left off the 
committee selected to investigate the Tam­
many frauds. We submit that this is a 
doubtful compliment to the very parties in 
whose interests it was written. It admits 
the existence of the very wickedness which 
Schurz has denounced. Besides, it is not 
applicable. Tweed did not demand that 
a committee should be ^pointed to inves­
tigate the Tammany frauds. Tweed did 
not discover and denounce the frauds in 
which he was the principal scamp. Schurz 
did demand the committee of investiga­
tion, and did discover and denounce the 
illegal sale of arms to French agents. 
Where is the comparison between these 
two men that one should be kept of: a com­
mittee because the other was ? The Presi­
dent is about as stupidly defended iu Cin­
cinnati as he is in New Orleans.
