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The Proper Time to Agitate for Hefortii.
[From the Sew York Nation.]

In view of the discussion now raging, 
and which has been raging for some tiuie 
past, over the various “investigations” 
which have been proposed, the question— 
■which, though not new. is very inteiest- 
ing—presents itself: What is the proper
time and place to agitate for the removal 
of abuses and the improvement of the ad­
ministrative machinery? It has arisen fre­
quently already in a slightly different form, 
in relation to the duty of voters with re­
gard to what they believe to be abuses of 
their power on the part of caucuses and 
nominating conventions. Some persons 
have held, and an increasing number ac­
tually hold, that the time for an elector 
to speak out his mind on this point is after 
the nominations have been made, and while 
the candidates are already in the field, 
and the puldie attention fixed ou tin m. 
But the political managers have always 
maintained that to do so then was to im­
peril the election, and, through this, to in­
jure the party: and that it was, therefore, 
the duty of those who thought tLe success 
of the party esseutial to the best interests 
of the country to keep silent till the elec­
tion was over, and to vote the regular 
ticket: hut, the minute its success was 
assured, to make such remonstrances as the 
ease seemed to call for, and in this way pre­
vent the recurrence 0 1  the thing complained 
of. To this, on the other hand, the re­
formers have replied that if they waited 
till the election was over, their remon­
strances would fall ou leaden ears: that the 
manage rs, who live from day to day, and 
have the deepest confidence in the forget­
fulness of the public and the changelulness 
of the political sky, would lie little troubled 
by threats w hich, at worst, could not be 
put into execution for a year or two: and 
that the people, who can ill afford the time 
they have to give to political allairs during 
the canvass, and are little disposed to listen 
to genera! preaching on the subject ot po­
litical purity which has no application to 
pending events, and are totally opposed to 
crying over spilt milk, would pay small 
heed to denunciations which, however ad­
mirable in the abstract, could produce no 
immediate practical effect. Indeed,so well 
recognized :s the futility of post-election 
preaching on the propriety of ' nominating 
none but good men for otiiee," that there 
would be no difficulty in getting all the cor­
rupt politicians in the couutry to engage iu 
it heartily if it were made worth their 
while: and that a!i men who have seriously 
considered the various plans for keeping 
had men out. of o!hce are very generally 
agreed that ••scratching,” or, in extreme 
cases, “bolting,” is the only oue of any real 
efficacy.

Now the question comes up—and it must 
be admitted that it is a very serious ques­
tion—what is a Republican to do who is not 
satisfied with the administration: who 
either has lost his confidence in the Presi­
dent, or who believes that, though person­
ally pure himself, he is surrounded by and 
is 'influenced by men of whom the same 
thing can not be said, and that, if he is re­
elected, their influence will be strengthened 
rather than diminished ? That there is a 
large body of Republicans of this kind who 
are firmly rooted in their dissatisfaction, 
and who believe That it rests on sufficient 
evidence, there is no denying. What are 
they to do 1

All are agreed that they ought not t > go 
over to the Democrats. Nobody iu tiie 
Republican ranks looks for anything good 
in politics from Democratic hands, or 
doubts that a Democratic administration 
would introduce fearful confusion by re­
opening questions-which should never be 
reopened, and trying expeiiments which 
should never he tried, Therefore, ail euu- 
cur that reform, if to he sought at all. 
should, if possible, be sought “inside the 
party lines," as the phrase goes. Ail the 
discontented people in the nation are in­
deed cordially invited by the party papers 
and orators to come into the party, as the 
only place iu which great problems can be 
solved or greac grievances redressed. So 
far. therefore, the path is < lear: it is the 
duty of a reforming Republican t> seek 
his relorm by agitation within the party.

The next question is. by what methods are 
reforms to be sought within the party? To 
this the fathers of the church give abso­
lutely no answer. We do not know a single 
party chief or newspaper to w hom we cau 
refer an aftxious layman for light on thin 
most important subject. We can tell him. 
however, what he must not do. lie must 
not baud himself together with others of 
his way of thinking, and draw up platfuims 
differing from the regular party platforms, 
and nominate candidates other than the 
regnlar party nominees, because this is 
what the Missouri Liberals have done or 
propose to do, nud we are assured liv all the 
party organs that this is a base and foolish 
thing to do, because apart altogether from 
i t s  hostility to General Grant, it threatens, 
by creating a split in the party ranks to 
bring the Democrats into power, than 
which there could be no greater calamity. 
Nor must he write or speak in a critical or 
condemnatory manner of the adm in is ­
tration, tor two reasons. One, and of course 
the principal one, is that his criticisms, it 
unfavorable, are sure Dot to he w ell 
founded. The things with which he is dis­
sa tis fied—sav the management ot the New 
York or Ne'w Orleans Customhouse tor 
instance-are not things with which a 
reasonable man ought to be uissa.isfaed. A 
great many other m< u as good as lie are 
not dissatisfied with them: besides winch, 
the President, if he gets time, will make 
the changes called to.: that he has not 
m ule them already does not tell against

Do you 
wish to see this repeated on a great scale in
the national politics? 

~ iiliThe President is. the most important 
officer of the govern®cut; the choice of the 
President is the most important political 
dutv the people have to perform. As long 
as Presidents ase eligible for re-election, no 
proper estimate of the fitness of the actual 
incumbent lor re-election can be formed 
without a careful consideration of the man­
ner in which he lias already performed the 
duties of the office, and the proper time to 
form this estimate is, of course, the last 
year of his term. To lof-m it any sooner 
would be unjust to him; to form it any 
later would he useless, except for historical 
purposes. Nevertheless, if you attempt to 
form it iu the last year by either investiga­
tion or discussion which seems likely to 
lead to an unfavorable conclusion, you are 
accused of foul play. If you attempt to 
lay belore the pubiie the shortcomings of 
his administration, you are accused of 
seeking to prevent his renomination, as 
if this were a sufficient reason why you 
should not be listened to, whereas this object 
of yours furnishes almost your sole excuse 
for saying auytbiiig at all. You are told 
that to try to demonstrate the President’s 
unfitness for the position is to attack the 
administration; to attack the adniiuistia- 
tiou is attack the party: to attack the party 
is to prepare the way for its defeat; to de­
feat it is to throw the country into the 
hands of the Democrats, and so on iu a 
viscious circle. How, then, under the cir­
cumstances, are reforms to be effected with­
in the party lines! It we may not, in the 
fourth year of his term, discuss the qualifi­
cations of a President for re-election, when 
should they be discussed ! If they may not 
lie discussed at all, and the mere fact that a 
man does not believe that a President should 
be re-elected is sufficient to deprive him of 
all claim to a hearing when he attempts to 
give a reason for his belief, is not this vir­
tually converting the term of four years 
into eight years f

It is "said that the debate which has been 
going on in the Senate and in the press over 
the customhouse investigation and the 
French arms investigation is really the work 
of the Philadelphia convention, and that 
the malcontents should wait till that body 
meets, lay their plans before it, and abide 
by its decision. But the fact is that the 
Philadelphia convention, as everybody 
knows, will, like all conventions, he guided 
in its action by opinions already formed by 
its constituents. Delegates are already 
being chosen in every direction, and, by the 
use of the usual machinery, pledged to vote 
for General Grant's nomination—that is, 
pledged to support him, no matter what 
may he said at the convention. To argue 
with them would he as useless as to argue 
with the master of thirty legions. In fact, 
the main business of the politicians who 
support the administration is now, and has 
been for several months, so as to arrange
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matters that the question of renominating 
the President shall not. at the convention,
lie an open question. Those, therefore, who 
doubt the expediency of renominating him 
can only reach the convention by creating, 
if they cau before it meets, such an opiuiou 
adverse to him as shall render him in its 
eyes not available.
* Whether they can succeed induing this, 

or whether it would be well if they could j 
succeed," are matters on which we now ex- j 
press no opinion. We merely wish to point j 
out the unreasonableness of the outcry 
which is raised against all discussion of the i 
claims of possible candidates, aud particu­
larly the claims of the President, in ad- j 
vauce ot the meeting of the convention. At- ' 
tempts to show that he is not a good man I 
for the place, oi that some one else would 
be, are not the base anil contemptible work j 
that some people would have us believe. . 
“ President-making ” is by no means out of | 
place during the next three mouths. On the 
contrary, it is about the most important 
business in which an American politician 
can engage. Saving that a man who ar­
raigns the administration for misconduct or 
iucompetency ought not to he listened to. 
because lie socks to prevert General Grant's 
renomination, is very like saying that you 
ought not to listen to a man's arguments 
because he aims at persuasion, or to listen 
to testimony because its object is proof.
“ Why, you're trying to corner me." said 
the gentleman who found his antagonist 
getting the better of him in a discussion : 
and so also some ot eur office-holders, when 
you accuse them of malfeasance, declare 
that, as your aim is to get them out of of­
fice, nobody ought to mind anything you 
say.

To authorize the police jury of the parish of
Red River to issue bonds for certain pur­
poses.
S ection  1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
Louisiana in General Assembly convened. 
That for the purpose of building a court­
house and jail, aud paying the indebtedness 
of the parish, the police jury of the parish 
of Red River are hereby authorized to issue 
the bonds of said parish, duly signed by the 
president aud treasurer of said police jury, 
and bearing the impression of the parish 
seal.

Sec. 2. Beit further enacted, etc.. That 
the bonds so issued shall not exceed in 
amount the sum of twenty thousand dollars, 
or so much thereof as may be necessai y, 
and shall lie of such denomination and form 
as the police jury may preseiibe. They 
shall be made payable to bearer, one, two, 
three, four five, six. seven, eight, nine and 
ten years after date, respectively, with cou­
pons attached, and shall hear interest at 
the rate ot eight per cent, payable seini-an- 
uually upon the presentation to the palish 
treasurer. They may be sold under the di­
rection and control of the police jury, on 
the most advantgeous terms.

Sec. 3. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
in order to nrovide a fund for the payment 
of the semi-annual interest aud bonds as 
they become due, the police jury ot said par 
ish is hereby authorized aud required, wiih- 
iu thirty days after the assessment roll of 
said parish shall have been completed, or as 
soon thereafter as possible, to determine 
what rate of taxation on the total assessed 
value ot all the movable and immovable 
property iu said parish will be sufficient 
for the purpose of paying the said bonds as 
they become due. aud the said seiui-anuual 
interest and said tax. as annually deter­
mined and ascertained, is hereby levied 
upon all movable and immovable property 
that may be annually assessed ill said par­
ish, and it shall be the duty of flic said po­
lice jury to enforce the collection of said tax 
in the same manner as the law provides or 
may hereafter provide, for the collection of 
all other parish taxes. Said tax, when col­
lected, shall be applied exclusively- to the 
purposes meutioued iu this act, and said 
taxVhaUbe payable in United States cur­
rency.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
uutil the final payment of the bonds author­
ized to be issued by this act, it shall be the 
duty of the police jury of said parish to 
apply the proceeds of the tax, collected by 
authority of this act, to the redemption of 
said bonds, iu such manner as may l>e 
deemed by them most advantageous to the 
best interests of the parish.

Sec. b. Be it further enacted, etc.. That 
all expenses necessary to carry into effect 
the provisions of this act shall be be paid by 
the parish; and this aet shall take effect 
from aud after it« passage.

New Orleans shall receive less than three 
hundred dollars nor more than two thou­
sand dollars for performing the duties 
herein imposed on him by this section. 
Each assessor for the city of New Orleans 
shall be allowed a payment in advance 
upon his earnings, as such, in the sum ot 
two thousand dollars, and such advance' 
shall be payable to such assessors, respec­

tion of said nonce, the licenses, together 
with all costs, he not fully settled, the tax 
col! etor may, without any legal formality, 
proved to seize and sell, alter ten days’ 
advertisement, the property, rights and 
credits of such delinquent, taxpayer, or so 
much thereof as may be necessary to sar- 
isty the claims of the State, as aforesaid, 
together with a!! legal costs andcharges.

That section sixty oue of the act recited in 
the abovemc-ntioned title, and approved 
March third,eighteen hundred andseventy- 
one, he so amended and re-enacted as to read 
as follow s :

That the tax collectors shall be author­
ized and required to collect ail back taxes 
not overdue more than two years, for 
which they shall received a commission ot 
ten per ceut on all collections.”

That section sixty-six of the act recited 
in the above mentioned title, and approved 
March third, eighteen hundred aud se venty- 
one. he so amended aud re-enacted as to read 
as follows:

That on the second Monday of Decem­
ber in each year it shall be the duty of 
every tax collector in every palish ot the 
State to render to the pariah recorder there­
of, and in the city oi New Orleans to the re­
corder of mortgages, a list, iu alphabetical 
oriter. of the names of the owners of ail 
lands or lots within his parish or district, 
ou which all taxes and penalties due by 
such owner have not been paid or fully re­
alized by a sal- of the property assessed; 
aut! lie shall distinctly set forth that, after 
diligent inquiry, he could not find other 
property li.itile to seizure and sale sufficient 
to pay the taxes due, w liieh list shall con­
tain a description of the lands aud lots, as 
set forth in his assessment rolls. The fol 
lowing oath shall be attached to such list:

I. — -----— . tax collector of
parish, or district, do sob mnly swear that 
the taxes on the lands, or lots, iu the above 
list have not been paid by the owners 
thereof for the year---- : that I have re­
ceived no other' part ot the same than as 
therein set forth, and that al ter diligent in­
