PRESIDENT GRANT.
The R epublican  has said that “if t  

President continues his war upon the Re­
publican State administration, he makes 
war upon the colored voters of this State, 
for they elected the present State officials.” 
And we now deliberately repeat this asser­
tion for the benefit of all whom it may 
concern. In dealing with the colored peo­
ple the R epublican  has always endeavored 
to be just, without descending to servility 
or courting their favor by flattery. It has 
always endeavored to be plain and 
straight-forward in its conduct to­
ward all the people of this State, and 
has consistently maintained Repubican 
principles, as understood by the illustrious 
apostle, the great and good Lincoln—the 
man who rendered up his life on the altar 
of universal liberty, the emancipator of 
millions of slaves, and the true friend of. 
republican government .as developed by 
the American people. We have been as 
free to point out the faults of the colored 
men as the errors of the more intelligent 
white rate, and have endeavored to do 
this without unfair prejudice to either, en­
deavoring at all times to shape our course 
so as to bring about the greatest good for 
the greatest number. We hold the true 
objects of government to be the general 
prosperity of the people, and that the ad­
ministration that,, failing to take this 
catholic view of the subject, attempts to 
build up the few at the expense of the 
many, is not worthy of the support of a 
free people.

In this State four years ago the major­
ity of the people—loyal and to the manor 
born—elected Judge Warmotb Governor. 
It is true at that time comparatively a 
small number of white men were embraced 
in the Republican party of Louisiana. It 
was composed principally of black men, 
and, as their white enemies would have it, 
of untutored negroes who were totally un­
fit to exercise the high prerogative of citi­
zens.

There was a most bitter and deep-rooted 
prejudice pervading the minds of three- 
fourths of the white people of the State in 
regard to negro suffrage. The white man 
who favored it that time was pointed out 
as a negro-worshiper and branded as in­
famous, and he was always in danger of 
personal harm at the hands of men edu­
cated to think slavery a divine institution. 
We are going back now, not for the idle 
purpose of raking up the past, but to show 
that the prejudice and ill-feeling against 
the present State government, and more 
particularly the executive branch of it, is 
no new thing. In 1SC8, when Governor 
Warmoth was installed he was stigmatized 
as unworthy of the respect and counten­
ance of white men, as Governor, because 
he had been elected by negro votes. This 
bitter feeling, extending alike to the na­
tional and State governments, continued 
unabated for more than two years. It was 
so great immediately after the State gov­
ernment had been organized and put in 
operation, that Republicans,* for the sake 
of peace, had to relinquish the privilege of 
casting their votes for the Republican 
nominees for President and Vice President 
of the United States. And this 
feeling wfcs for a long time kept 
up, simply because a majority of 
the white people would not recognize 
the government whose officers had been 
chosen by negro votes. Recently a change 
has come over some of the most violent 
negro haters and anti-Republicans of the 
past. These men have concluded to drop 
their opposition to negro suffrage, but 
maintain their hostility to the State gov­
ernment. Governor Warmoth comes in 
for the largest share of this hatred and 
opposition, because be is the recognized 
head of the Republican party in this 
State. The enemies of the Repub­
lican party think if they can break 
him down they have destroyed the unity 
and consequent strength of Republican 
organization in this State. And there 
is groat reason for their thinking so. 
Governor Warmoth’s present position gives 
him the same advantages for properly 
organizing the Republican party of this 
State for the political campaign of next 
fall as President Grant’s position gives 
him for assisting the National Repub­
lican party to elect a President and 
Vice President. In becoming the nomi­
nee of the National Republican party 
in 18G8, General Grant became its 
standard-bearer and recognized head. 
The same thing can be said of Gov­
ernor Warmoth. His nomination and 
election by Republican voters made him 
the recognized head of the Republican 
party in this State, and he holds that posi­
tion in spite of his enemies and the ene­
mies in fact of negro suffrage. The war, 
therefore, that President Grant permits his 
federal officials down here to wage against 
Governor Warmoth, is in reality a war 
against the Republicans of this State— 
the very Republicans who elected the 
present State government in 18CS, and 
whose right to do so was questioned by 
many of the very men who now recognize 
negro suffrage, but continue to denounce 
Governor Warmoth because the negroes 
elected him. Therefore, we will repeat 
tlic charge that the President, in continu­
ing this war upon the State administration, 
after he has been notified of some of the 
motives that have prompted it, makes 
\Var on the colored voters of this State, 
and thereby forfeits tbeir friendship.

State, in fact, is the nation in miniature. 
Therefore, it is, we say, the idea of coal­
escing antagonistic elements for tli* State 
election, and not for the national election, 
has proven a delusion.

It is shown by the gradual drifting of 
the Reform party into a position of open 
antagonism with those who oppose the 
election of General Grant to the Presiden­
cy. Thqse indications are not derivable 
from the indiscreet Utterances of a news­
paper, nor are they chargeable to the views 
of any one man. - They come from political 
causes which each scene in the party 
drama reveals more patently. The Demo­
cratic party perceive it, and refuse to give 
up their organization; the Republican 
patty see it, and adhere to their old party 
lines.

In short, there is nothing in the reform 
movement that anybody is opposed to. 
The Democrats, the Republicans and the 
Reformers, per se, all agree that political 
abuses shojild be cured. Each of them 
will put the recognition of this necessity in 
their party platform; each of them will go 
before the people pledged to effect it.

Then what .distinctive characteristics 
will the reformers have if they adhere to 
their one grand idea? The people will say, 
and very properly, there is no use of our 
deserting our party fealty to vote with 
you. We, too, are'in favor of reform. To 
this no answer can be made, unless indeed 
this organization of reformers arrogate to 
themselves all the honesty and all the abil­
ity in the State.

Then to have a distinctive organization 
they must have distinctive principles. 
What are these? The Picayune andpromi- 
nenl leaders in the Reform party have said 
that to accomplish their purposes they 
will accept the election of General Grant. 
When this is said, the reform movement 
ceases to be distinct and separate. The 
reformers become the recruits of the party 
they ally themselves with, and are swal­
lowed up in the greater organization. 
What chance have they of shaping its 
policy? What power to correct the abuses 
of which they now so loudly complain?

If, in the estimation of the property in­
terest of Louisiana, a modification of ex­
isting laws is paramount to all other con­
siderations, why not sink the partisan 
and enable the Governor to do what he is 
anxious to perform. He has already 
placed himself squarely on record in favor 
of the movement. The fact that his influ­
ence was thrown in that direction at the 
last session of the Legislature is undenia­
ble. What, then, is the objection to uniting 
with him in the accomplishment of the 
object for which all are contending ? He 
was the first reformer, and is earnest and 
sincere in support of reform. It would be 
good policy, aud would certainly give the 
reform movement a stronger element of 
strength than it can otherwise attain.

Otherwise, the reformers will drift into 
the arms of the Grant party, or come out 
squarely, with the Democrats.

One fate or the other is inevitable.

TEE REFORM PARTY.
It is not a denial of the amiable inten­

tions of many good men who class them­
selves as reformers to say the organization 
of which they form a part is gradually 
drifting into the most ultra political views. 
It has always been the end of such associa­
tions. In this way the Know Nothing 
party arose, and ran a brief and treacher­
ous career. No party can survive long or 
accomplish much that has not sound polit­
ical principles to stand upon. No party 
organization can prove effective, the sole 
basis of which is hostility to individuals. 
Neither can people have one system of 
politics for the nation and another for the 
State. The intimate and dependent rela­
tions of the State upon the federal govern­
ment harmonizes all political theories in 
regard to them, and make our views of the 
policy to be applied to one identical with 
those we entertain of the other. The

EGW TO DO IT.
Messrs. Marks and Fenner have ap­

proached the true and only reform that is 
practicable in this State nearer than any 
of their associates,, because they have ac­
tually mounted the Republican platform. 
Their only mistake has been that they 
have attempted to crowd the original oc­
cupants of the platform off of the structure 
which it was confessed they reared under 
very adverse circumstances. When Messrs. 
Marks and Fenner reform their own con­
duct in this respect they will then be en­
titled to hold the positions which they now 
assume, aud to which they have been in­
vited over and ovc-r again. Reform with 
them, we take it, is not a mere catch-word 
to some selfish political design of their 
own, but is an honest slogan, intended to 
rally all men in the interest and to the 
support of honesty and efficiency in the 
administration of the government. There 
are thousands • >f good men in the Repub­
lican party who might be induced to act 
with Messrs. Marks and Fenner, if they 
were invited so to do, and were told 
and made to believe that they and 
their associates would be treated 
fairly and squarely, without any more 
reference to their political opinions than 
such as might be made toward the Dem­
ocratic adherents to the reform organiza­
tion. These gentlemen consider that there 
is a great necessity for some sort of reor­
ganization of both parties in this State, 
for they have long deprecated the fact 
that a great many men succeed in having 
themselves elected to office upon the 
fraudulent pretext that they are Repub­
licans. And they are very willing to assist 
in weeding this sort of knavery out of the 
public .service, whereby they will assist in 
weeding it or,{ of their own party; but 
they are not willing to enter the Reform 
party merely to become the associates and 
upholders of a few Democrats who pro­
pose to use this doubtful way of obtaining 
that support which they could not hope to 
receive under their true principles.

Still further, there are hundreds, yes, 
thousands, of people who would join the 
Reform party if they could be satisfied 
that it had a showing of success. How 
can Messrs. Marks and Fenner satisfy 
these parties? How can they convince 
the undecided masses that they are likely 
to receive large accessions from the col­
ored voters, without which they are 
powerless to do any good? We can tell 
them. They now have in their organiza­
tion a heavy delegation of gentlemen who 
have been known for the last four or five 
years as Democrats, or, rather, as Conser­
vatives. These men draw to the reform­
ers a large white support. Now, let them 
take an equal number of pronounced Re­
publicans, gentlemen who have proved 
their faithfulness ’to the colored people 
under every circumstances, who are known 
for their loyalty to the laws and to the 
government' of tlio United States, >and 
this will have the effect to convince the 
latter class that the Reform party is not 
a Democratic organization in disguise. 
How else do thoy expect to obtain that 
support which they admit to be a neces­
sity ? By such a combination as we have 
suggested the people will see that the true 
mean has been really obtained, and that 
all the reformers, both those who desire 
to reform the Democratic and those who

seek to reform the Republican party, Lave 
embraced a common platform and joined 
in a common action for the benefit of the 
entire community.

The idea suggested by Mr. Marks, that 
national politics can be ignored, is not 
a good one, for it is contrary to reason 
and conflicts with the duty of the citizen. 
The proposition advanced by Mr. Fenner 

, to exclude the leaders of the Republican 
party and accept the followers, is impos­
sible of success, for the Republicans have 
chosen their own leaders, and it is not 
probable that they will desert them in 
order to accept of men who have abused 
them and banished their friends. Let 
Messrs. Marks and Fenner ponder these 
suggestions, and see how they can improve 
upon them.

NOT INCONGRUOUS NOR DISCREPANT.
After congregating into a sort of camp 

meeting what Mr. Marks has said, what 
Mr. Fenner has said, what the Picayune 
has said, what the Provisional Committee 
of the Reform party has said, and what 
the Democratic Central Committee has 
not said upon the subject of admitting the 
colored people to that equality which the 
law invests them with, the Bee declares 
that these vdrious sayings and silences 
are incongrous and discrepant. We have 
waded through these various declarations, 
and except that the Picayune deflects a 
line or two, the discrepancy and incon­
gruity are not as apparent to us as they 
seem to be to our double-barreled con­
temporary.

For instance, Mr. Marks says that we 
can not accept of the colored people as 
suitable to fill our various public offices 
without being inconsistent if we refuse to 
let them drink at the public houses, lodge 
at the hotels, be amused at the theatres, 
or get religion at the churches. Mr. Fen­
ner says that the white men and the black 
men are standing upon the broad platform 
of political equality, which means that 
they now enjoy the same legal rights to­
gether; and as the law rejects all distinc­
tions at the bar. in the church, at the 
theatre, and at every other public place, 
this must be what Mr. Fenner means. The 
Picayune, with a kind of foggy generaliza­
tion, rejects the association of whites and 
blacks at any other place than in political 
life, while it accepts of the same suggestion 
that Mr. Marks utters as a possible event­
uality that may be brought about by Provi­
dence. The Reform party, in its address to 
the people, evidently says just what Mr. 
Marks says, because it affirms that the 
laws and constitutional provisions regu­
lating the rights of the negroes must be 
accepted as settled irrevocably. The ad­
dress of the Democratic Central Commit­
tee, with that adroitness which is prover­
bial with it, says nothing.

The argument which we make upon all 
these declarations, leaving out the Pica­
yune and the Democratic Central Commit­
tee as too variable to be considered, is 
this: that there is no incongruity nor dis­
crepancy between them wlgit all the others 
solemnly accept and agree to as fixed and 
irrevocable. If Mr. Marks, being the 
bravest of the reformers, says that he is will­
ing to let the colored man go wherever any 
white man can go in his simple capacity 
as a member of the community, and if 
Mr. Fenner and the Reform Central Com­
mittee say that they are ■nulling to allow 
the colored people to go wherever the law 
says they shall be permitted to go as freely 
as any other class, we do not see that 
there is any discrepancy or incongruity in 
their utterances. Mr. Marks merely speci­
fies what the others generalize about, 
which shows that he is willing to declare 
plainly what Mr. Fenner and the other re­
formers obscure by referring to the law. 
The Bee had better read these declarations 
more carefully if it dftires to be accepted 
as a correct expounder of their meaning.

A BUGLE BLAST.
It becomes, our solemn duty to apolo­

gize to Mr. J. "YV. Patton and the Demo­
cratic parish committee for neglecting to 
pay that attention to their address which 
every public proclamation of theirs is 
properly entitled to. The address is di­
rected to the Democratic voters of Orleans 
parish, and is accompanied by a series of 
resolutions instructing the faithful to hold 
themselves in readiness to organize at 
once, aud under their time-worn banners, 
for the coming elections. There is a 
vigor about the document that gives evi­
dence of considerable energy either in its 
author or in the committee; and if the 
Democracy does not rally under the influ­
ence of its swelling sentences, the fault 
will be with the followers, and not with the 
leaders. The address knocks down all the 
old hacks of the party, puts a head upon 
the reformers who talk a great deal with­
out ever voting, and applies the usual 
excoriation to the Republicans. It says 
th,at the Democracy has purged itself of 
the men who abused its confidence by con­
signing them to oblivion, and writing 
their names upon the roll of eternal in- 
faipy. It still further declares that it will 
have nothing to do with the reformers 
who have debased themselves by offering 
to admit negroes to an absolute social 
equality with themselves; and winds up 
by asserting its undying opposition to all 
organizations outside of its own camp. 
Mr. Patton thinks that the granite stead­
fastness of the Yankee Democrats, who 
have been looking for victory for twenty- 
years, ought to nerve the Democrats of 
Louisiana to glorious deeds. We have 
discharged our duty; uow let the Demo­
crats discharge theirs.

President Juarez is recovering the 
ground which he lost at the outset of the 
rebellion in Mexico. Revolutions are gen­
erally successful in the beginning, because 
they take the regularly constituted author­
ities by surpaise, and because the govern­
ment requires time to organize its re­
sources. President Juarez had weakened 
his own power by reducing the army in 
order to decrease expenditures. This gave 
the rebels an opportunity to win considera­
ble ground. In the next place Juarez was 
elisinclined to act, because lie "thought, no 
doubt, that the disorder, like all its pre­
decessors, would kill itself. Having con­
vinced hiipself that his opinion was wrong, 
he gathered his forces, and is now beating 
the rebels at every point.

All the reformers are very distinct in 
saying that tlfcy accept of the political 
equality of the colored people, but they 
do not tell us that they are in favor of it, 
as the lawyers say, per se. Would it not 
be advisable to have something explicit on 
this subject ? Suppose that all the newly 
born accepters of this doctrine come out 
as Iona fide makers of the paper and as­
sume the sa®e responsibility as the origi­
nal utteters- of the obligation. Mr. Marks 
]̂ as set the example, not by going at it as 
if be was taking a dose of medicine, but as 
if he understood the matter and was con­
vinced of its propriety. Who will follow 
suit?

The Bee is drifting into «a very- dense 
fog. Its friends, or rather .those that 
it would like to be friendly with, declare 
themselves in more languages than the Bee 
has at its command, and as a last resort 
it has given each faction its own say and 
is now waiting patiently to see which will 
come out of the fog ahead. There is a 
terrible confusion of whistles in the ob­
scurity, and the date when the uncertainty; 
that envelopes the race will lift can not lit 
conjectured at present.

The Times suggests to Mr. E. O. Perrin, 
the orator of the ¥oung Men’s Democratic 
Club, that he does not understand the prin­
ciples of the Democracy in Louisiana, and 
had better exist as a listener rather than as 
an expounder while he remains in this 
city. It may do to denounce negroes in 
New York, hut that game won’t win in the 
South. *

The Picayune says that Jay Gould, the 
reprobate broker of New York, has fallen, 
like the Roman empire, into obscurity. 
The Picayune Is so stupendous itself that 
it can not even draw a moderate compari­
son. Jay Gould stands to history more 
like Monroe Edwards than he does to the 
Roman empire. *

What is the Picayune a newspaper for if 
it will not improve its opportunities? 
General Sickles did not break down the old 
Erie ring in New York, and the new Erie 
ring can not lobby Mm throvgh as Minis­
ter to Spain, for he already holds that po­
sition.

Mr. Patton will have to explain how he 
wrote the names of certain unfaithful 
Democratic leaders upon the scroll of eter­
nal infamy, and at the same time consigned 
them to the depths of obscurity. Do the 
proprietors of the depths keep the rolls of 
infamy?

The crisis, that momentuous trouble 
which regularly turns up to provoke the 
Democrats, is coming again. This in­
formation we get from Mr. Patton’s offi­
cial proclamation as published twice in 
very obseure typp in the Times.

The Democratic Central Committee very 
provokiugly neglected to say anything 
about the right* which it was willing to al­
low the negroes to enjoy. Mr. Ogden will 
have to issue a supplementary address.
