UNIVERSITY OF LOUISIANA.

McdicalJDepartincnt-Coiiiineiiccniciit Ex*
crcisc*.

The commencement exercises of the medi­
cal department, University of Louisiana, 
took place yesterday in the Odd Fellows 
Hall, and were of a most pleasing character 
throughout.

The hall began to fill at an early hour 
with those wtio were interested in the cere1 
monies about to take place, and as the time 
for the beginning arrived the ball was tilled.

The school has deserted the temple, and 
come out into the view oi the people. Its 
amphitheatre is empty. Shadows only Hit 
in its  dissecting room ; and although the 
body of medicine is subject to a yearly fune­
ral, anil now lies entombed in the medical 
department, the spirit is here, and exhibits 
itself. . Unlike the other learned profes­
sions, the curriculum of the college requires 
a daily practice of what the professors 
preach, and the daily visits to the bedside 
of poor suffering humanity unite the clinic 
with theory. Long before the matriculant 
is entitled to a diploma he is familiar with 
the great struggle of life with death—a bat­
tle that is eternal, anil whose ebb aud tluw 
are everlasting. The graduating class have 
been schooled in the maxim that their real 
work has just begun—that the conferring of 
the degree is but a “ commencement" of 
their labors—that they are now upon the 
threshold of their career. They have been 
educated to minister to the mind diseased, 
for the body never is in in diction that the 
mind is not to be physicked, and its broken 
hopes aud shattered fancies healed first of 
all.

The alumni, or. in popular phrase, the 
men who have “been there before,” gather 
about the hall in various groups and hob- 
nat with the graduates. Aequaintices ar 
rive, ladies sweepiug up the stairway with 
great aiac-iity, mothers as well as sisters, 
elder brothers and fathers. Among the 
audience faces of those who ornament both 
tiie bench and bar arc recognized, and the 
whole audience was one of the most intelli­
gent gath- rings ever segp in the city.

The young gentlemen who act as ushers, 
and whose accommodations are eagerly 
sought, have banded the last visitor into a 
seat, and the crush has simmered down into 
stillness not even broken by the soft rustle 
of silks anil satins, when the ball begins to 
roll and the dull grind of the mill where 
physicians are made is heard.

Dr. T. G. Richardson, the dean, after the 
corps of professors and State dignitaries 
have taken their seats in solemn composure, 
announces the beginning of the ceremonies 
in iulhug the list of graduates, who, as their 
names are called, rise in their seats until' 
the entire line in front is taken up with the 
graduating clas*.

Hon. Randell Hunt, president of the Uni­
versity, then ?ose aud in an impressive 
manner conferred the degree of Doctor it:

Dr. Warren Stone rises to .salute the new­
born physicians in a few plainly set words 
appropriate to the occasion. Though his 
hair is fast growing from gray to white, he 
stands as erect to-day as many of the 
mothers saw him thirty years ago, and 
without ornamentation, or any attempt at 
it, he was followed throughout with rapt 
attention, the hearers "setting at his feet.

lie  had not written an address, as he 
could not read it had such been the case; 
having been in the habit of looking the 
audience in the faoe for thirty-five years, Le 
never had read an address. His remarks in 
the way of a salutatory were simply the 
advice to the class such as a physician < f 
his old reputation and experience would be 
apt to give. The first patients of the 
graduates, he went on to say, would le  
among the poor, who must be prescribed 
fo r with the same care, and attention to 
duty the physician would devote to the 
care of those who were more fortunate .u 
life. Going into the depths of the subject, 
lie administered more wholesome ail*, ice, 
which was well appreciated. "Instead, 
said he, “ot attempting to find out how 
much a patient will hear without being 
killed, find oat how little will sene  
your purpose, anil homeopatiy win never 
trouble you." The homeopath had grown 
out of one of. the extremes in the art of 
medicine. The remasks were praetiea.. 
showing by mentioning that same old story 
ot Galvani and the frog’s leg. tiie 
story of the invention of inoculation, the 
wisdow of little things, and he urged upon

the class by these means the necessity of 
“observation followed up." In the course 
of his remarks he spoke of an incident in 
his own fife, when, overlooking a surgical 
operation oil a child's throat he witnessed 
the grain of corn it had swallowed taken 
from it. and immediate relief was the 
consequence. This was among the causes 
that led him to adopt the profession of 
surgery. In his allusion toconsuuiptionand 
diphtheria he spoke of the fact that the phy­
sician is not called :u, as a general thing, 
until it is too late, and when all he could do 
was to give a burial eertilicate-»both dis­
eases could be cured by applied science. 
H^ was not a believer in “a code of ethics" 
nor in reading a chapter of such stuft every 
morning: he who would do so “intends to 
cheat his neighbor" for every one knows 
what is right, and can follow it without any 
etlnes to guide his steps.

Oue of the eases he alluded to was where 
a lady had called upon him as family 
physician. He- accepted the trust, pro­
vided the lad v would stop practicing her' 
self. ’ He spoke of how frequently the habit 
was followed of practicing simultaneously 
with the physician. The lady had a book 
of ifcmestic medicine in the house which 
would be referred to whenever anything 
was *tlie matter with the children, aud 
then, said he, “ they were sure to be 
dosed.” He advised her to put away that 
book—not to look into it—or at least to put 
i t  away with the Bible on top of it. and he 
was sure she Would not iook into it.

These practical remarks being finished, 
the professor addressed hjmself more par­
ticularly to the students, and then bowed 
them a formal farewell.

Dr. Lafayette G. Durr, under the name 
ol valedictory, delivered to the assembled 
throng a rabpsody upon what might bo 
called the universality of system order and 
beauty in the works of action which, as :u 
work of composition, was highly tinctured 
with the rose colpr and as an effort of elocu­
tion, did not succeed so well, probably on 
account of tho emotions of the speaker. 
The customary farewell to the professors 
was couchedjn the same eloquent language 
that marked the tirsi, portion of the address, 
and was delivered with great feeling. The 
elegant appearance of the young gentleman, 
his tall and graceful form added not a little 
to the impressiveness of the scene, and 
showed him a fitting representative of 
Lis das.-, whose mouthpiece he was. The 
grim old professors sat upon rhe platform, 
and saw in the fresh faces of the long list 
of graduates, who, on the present occasion 
occupied front seats, it reduction of their 
own youthful ambition, which the world 
had undoubtedly given, some very hard 
knocks, and in the large throng a triumph 
for their arduous scholastic labors, whose 
achievement was present before them.
