Want of space compels us to emit the
publication of a portion bf the speech, but
we reproduce as follows ;-

DEFINING HIS POSITION,

Now. fellow-citizens, 1 desire to cowe
down to our own time. When, two years
since, in the State of Virginia, an attempt
was made to organizée a new party, be-
tween the Republican party on the one side
and the Democratic party on the other,
that efiort met with the very same resist-
ance that the movement for reform is now

tering in isi Three leading
ntlemen of Virginia—Mr. A. II. Stuart,

r. Baldwin and Governor Rovinson, of
Abingdon—inaugurated the movement in
the State of Virginia. These men were for
the time being the most unpopular men ot
the State of Virginia, and to-day are its

iticul prophets. At the two meetings 1
ﬁ:ve addressed, one in the first ward

and one in the second ward, I uttered
certain sentiments, and I <o not intend
to night to abate one jot or tittle of what
1 declared at either meeting. [Applause.]
I intend to more clearly define uml explain
what [ there stated. T declared that I be-
lieved it to be our duty, as the very first
element of snceess in this contest, that we
ehould come forward and cheerfully recog-
nize all the civil and political rights of the
colored citizens of Lonisiana guaranteed to
them by the constitution and laws ot the

United States and the constitution and laws

of the State of Louisiama,  [Applanse.] 1

endeavored to explain what those c¢ivil and

political rights were. [ either signally
failed in wy explanation, or 1 have been
most grossly misrepresented sinee,  If1 un
derstand the purport of this movement, it is
to build up in Louisiana au honest mau's

}mrt_v [cheers]: that this is what we set

orth in our public addresses; that we mean

exactly what we

and that we imend re-
ligiously to carry mt. [Applunse.] Be-
fore any citizen of Louisiuna can regis-
ter a8 a voter, or cast a vote at the ensuing
election, he bas to take an cath to support
the coustitution and Jaws of the United
*States and the constitution and laws of the
State of Louisiana. I presume it is not the
intention of auy honest man to pronounce
that outh with his lips and break it in his
heart, {Applause.] I presumwe that if he
takes the onth to support these constitu-
tions, and the laws wade in pursaance of
these constitutions, he intends religiously
to observe that obligation. 1 shall cer-
tainly do so myeelf. Let us sce what we
are culled upon to support. I want to show
that when I epoke at previous meetings,
from mewory, though I did not state cor-
rectly the exact language of the constitu-
tion andd the laws, yet I gave their effect.
Section one of the funrteenth amendment to
the constitution of the United States reads
as follows:

All persons born or naturalized in the
United States, and subject to the jurisdie-
tion thereof. are citizens of the United
States, and of the State wherein they re-
side. No State shall wake or enforee any
law which shall abridge the privileges or
immunities of citizens of the United States;
nor shall any State deprive any person of
life, liberty or property without due process
of law, nor deny to any person within its
jurisdiction the equal protection of the

ws,
The fifteenth amendwent, section first,
declares:
The right of citizens of the United 8
to vote shall not be denicd or abridged by
the United States or by any State, on ae-
count of race, color or previous condition
of servitude.
We are called upor. when we east onr
votes, to take an oath to support these
amendments. Let us turn tootr own S
constitution. Title one. bill of rights, ar-
ticle thirtecn, reads:
*All persons shall enjoy equal rights and
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and in so doingl am ired to sw
support  this constitation. [Am
There is + oath in thet constitu-
tion. Title =1 werul provisions, article

E
100, provides that mn-mlux_ of the General
Assembly and all other afficers, before they
enter upon the duties of their oftice, shall
take the following oath or ulhu'u:xlfun: ],
A. B., do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I
aceept the civil and political equality of all
men, aud agree not to attempt to deprive
AnF PEr0n OF PErsons on account of race,
color, or previous ¢ondition of any political
or civil mght, privilege or immunity en-
joyed by any other olass of men: that 1 will

support the constitutinn und the laws of the
l';rilu-.l States, and *the oconstitution and
Jaws of this State, and that I will faithfully
perform all the duties incumbett o0 me as

according to the best.of my abil:
ity and understanding. So help me God.™
FEFORMERS V8. DEMOCRATS.

I have held no office in the State of
Louisiana =ince the passage of this con-
stitution. In fact, I never held political
office in my life, unless the huwmble position
of alderman of the Becond Municipality
twenty two years ago may have been called
a political office; but there are gentlemen in
the city of New Orleans now belonging to
the Democratic party who have assailed the
position I have taken under this constitu-
tion and under these laws, within the lust
few daye, who have held office and Lave ta-
ken that very oath I have read to you.
[Loud applause.]  And I will go further.
L'here are gentlemen in the city of New
Orleans  today, connected with the
Dewocratic parey who aseail this position
of mine and are endeavoring to create
prejudice against’ this movement, who are
anxious to take oftice again, and are ready
to take that ozth over again. [“That's so,”
laughter and prolonged applause.] If this
is an honest man's party and we come for-
ward to wﬂ this coustitution, and are
ready to these oaths, we must carry
them out in good fuith. [Cheers.] We can
not suceeed as a party in this State without
we ¢an bring into cv-operation with us at
lesat a portion of the colored element of the
State—unless we impress upon the minds of
these people that we are truthful, sincere
and honest in the declarations we are now
making. [Applaaso.]

We took no part th the making of this
constitution; we took part in placing these
amendments m the constitution of the
United States, and we can not unmake
them. “Revolutions never go backward,”
and these amendments will stand where
they are. It would be utterly impossible to
change them, even though every Southern
State would rise and demand their change.
Therefore, we have but one duty to per-
form. If we are determined to go into $his
canvass und endeavor to redeem this State,
we have to come forward and take the
oaths to support the constitution of the
State of Louisiana. Are we we ready to do
this, or are we prepared to remain in the
state of vassaluge under which we have
lived for the last four yeara! “Are we will-
ing, by our indifference, by our supineness,
by our foolish and abetract prejudices, to
lay down our arms aud to coptinue to live
under such & government as we have had
in the State these last four years! I we
are, it appears te me that the little we have
left at the present moment will become so
completely exhausted during the next four
years that if we desire to leave the State
we will have nothing to take with us.
[Laoghter and cheers.

OX SOUIAL EQUALITY,
It was stated in one of the public prints
that 1 had come out in favor of social
equality. I thought I was so well kuown
in the city of New Orleans tuat 1 would
have received credit for more intelligence
than to have uttered such an absurd and
reposterous ides. As my friend, Colonel
reavx, very ,wisely remarked, there is no
social equulity in the white race, there is no
social equality in the black race, and there
can be no social equality between the two
races, The social distinctions or human
society are as well marked s the strata of
the earth, and they are both the work of
the same great Power. No human laws
can change them, and I should have sunk
wyself’ in my own self-respect if 1 could
have uttered such a sentiment or enter-
tained it for a moment. The ' Times fully
expresses my ideas on this subject in alittle
article which appeared in its coluntus a few
days sincé, It said:
“The remark of Licutenant Governor
Pinchback, that there never was and never
can be such i thing as social equality, is
based on sound philosophical principles.
Soeinl equality, were such a thing possibile,
would render the privacy of howe impos-
sible, destroy all the sacred and endearing
ties on which domestic happiness is found-
ed, and i making all things eommon would
2o to thg extreme of muking them unclean.
Every free human being is the architect of
his or her own gociul status snd the sole
judge of the extent to which social privi-
eges may be accorded. It, therefore, re-
quires a conimunity of purpose 1o create i
condition of social equality between any
two human beings, and to make such a con-
dition universal is to make every human
being exactly alike in appearance, seuti-
went and mental capacity.”
In the able and cloquent address drawn
up by my friend, H. N. Ogden, Esq.. of the
central committee of the Reform party, it
wus deelared : A cordinl union is now to
be formed upon the platiorm of perfect
equality.” Again, speaking of those in pos-
session of the State goverowent, ad-
Aress goes on 1o sa)
They are, besides, strouzly ¢
behind these infamous laws, which virts
take away cur right of franchise: and if,
the approaching contest, they are to be dis-
lodged, and Louisiana liberated, a
depend npon it thess results can only be
accompliched by an earnest and umited
effort of our eutire population, both white
and black, cordially co-operating fort
areat purpose, forgetful or all past ditder-
ences and prejudices, looking simply to the
future of our State, and cordially agzreeinz
that for all time to come there shall be no
distinetion, politieal or civil, between the
people of Louisiana on account of race or
color; and that the status of the colored
man, 48 now tixed by the constitution and
laws of the United States, and by the con-
stitution and lawr of this State, shall be
considersd settled and irrevocable.

You will perceive that I, in my speeches,
went no further than the address of the
committee, which, in fact, covers the whole
ground,

the

ATTITUDE OF TIE DEMOCRACY.
The Democratic Parish Committee has
also assuiled this movement. They tfind
fault with you, citizens, who have deter-
mined to come forth from your homes and
take part again in the polities of the State.
They charged you with previous indifference
to this duty, and now, that you have deter-
mined that this charge shall no longer be
laid truthfully at your door, they find fault
with you becanse you have resolved to per-
form the coustitutional duties of a citizen.
In their address the parish committee,
speaking of you, says:

It is this class, bitherto silent and idle
spectators of the ruin of the State, and the
trampling under foot of every sacred right
of the citizen, which now comes forward ut
the eleventh hour, make & werit of its own
dereliction of duty in the past and aspers-
ing the motives and characters of eit
more  devoted to their publie dat
meaning that they bave been al
o resd ¢ to hold public offices than yonr-
ighter and cheers]—to
ug the people of the State, and
now demands with supercilions arrogance
tue dishanding and surrender of an or-
gauization of fifty years, around which
cluster the fondest memories of the brizht-
est duys of the State and nation, and

tirely ! And yet they are willing to e
office at their bhands, and to come
torward and take the oatlis I have rend to
you this evening in order to hold those
offices.
