The Tennnt System—Its Practical Work-
ing.
_Prom the New Iberia Sugar-Bowl.

Another instauce of the advantages of
the tenant system over the usual mode of
hiring hands on sugur plantations has re-
eently come to our knowledge,

Mr. W. F. Hudson, the owner of Lodi
plautativn, imwediately in the rear of Jeane-
rette, this parish, last yvear had his place
ecultivated on the tenmat systew. by three
familiee—two white and one black—and the
result has been most satisfactory to all

parties,

Hilwire ebert, with his two sons, aged
about eighteen aud twenty respectively,
oultivated twenty-one arpents of cane,
eighteen of which were ground, yielding
thirty-one  hogsheads of sugar, which
brought 32481, after all expenses wers
paid, ene-balt of which went to the work-
wen. Besides this they wade about 130
bLarrels of corn, three-fourths of which they
were allowed to retain, together with
sagar and welasses enongh for the family
for the coming year. This family com-
menced without anything—secd, team, pro-
visions, ete., wers all advanced by Mr.
tHudson, and their portion of the crop not
only paid all this but leit thew sowe money
beside, While, one vear ago, they had ab-
solutely mothing, 1hey mow own  their
teams, plows, carfs, ei¢ . and have twenty-
one arpents of lirst yead's stu blle, wud seed
cane enough to plant tweive or filteen
arpents more.  This vear's crop, nnder or-
dinary cirenmstances, will be munch lavger
thon last. gogd their ha 3 then be all
profit, since they have already paid for
their teams and sto The mwount ad-
vaneed them, last year, by Mr. Huadson
was $1150.

Joseph 1lebert. the  hes

tasses. which brought S840 ex-
penses were paid, one-half of which belongs
to the family. They also made a good
quantity of corn, and retained their yeac's
supply of sugar and molusses.

Hudson,
without the aunoyances always attending
plauters who hire their luborers, Las made
over $£2000 profit on a small place—more
than the majority of large planters realized
during the past year—besides 173 or 200
barrels of corn.

Lt tlhis was the first instance of the sac-
ecesstul working of the tenant systewm, it
mizxht be said that this was an exceptional
ecase—1hat it would not do for the majority
of laborers to be employed thus: but we
know of many more such cnses. Doubtless
thare are wmany worthless laborers, who
could not be gtimnlated to proper industry,
cven by such unususi advantages: but we
desire to see the systew encouraged, be-
canse it will do more to prowote iwmigra-
tion and sceure the location among us of
intelligent and industrions white poople
than anything else.

Why should ftie poor men of other por-
tionz of the United States coutinue to toil,
yesv after year, for a bure subsistence for
themselves und fuwilies whon there are
such opportanitics in Lonisiana! Our plant-
ers ail find that they are payving the highest

wiges for the most inferior class of laljorers
in the world, and hence thousands of indus-
trious white funilies will weleomed
ecageriy employed on the tenant systewm, or

Pleasant, Titus county, again comes to the

aid of New Orleans merchants. It saye:

We p in our fast issue tb say
something in reply to the assertion of some
of the yonng men Fepresenting St. Louis
honses, “that St. Louis has money, and con-
sequently is better able to accommodate
onr merchants.” Now let us sec where the
accommodation part comes in.

St. Louis selis to the merchint of T¥xas
on sixty days, and some times as long as
four months, and it is often the case, and
we gpeak from u personal knowledge of the
fact, that half of the time given expires be-
fore the goods come to hand, and we have
known, in one iustance, where the full time
Lad expired, a bill ordeged frow Louisville,
some tinte in August Iast, which came to
hund in January, and with it the agent of
the house from which this same bill was
purchased at four mouths’, demanding the
wouey for the same. This is a queer kind
of accommodation, and you will not find a
St. Louis or Louisville merchant that will
wait a moment longer chan his woney is due,

New Orleans has slways accommodated
our merchants by selling them at as low
fizures as any other city could possibly.
and by giving them four, six and often
twelve months, and yet her merchauts are
all right, they are not in a fuiling condition :
there scems to e no lack of money, at
leust they can furnish Texas all the goods
her merchannts want, and can accommodate
bisides. The trade of Texas legitimately
belongs to New Orleuns, and ere long,
when our merchanta have satisfied them-
selves, they will turn to her as theie enly
waurket.
