T iie  D if f e r e n c e .—The river news re­
porter of the Times is responsible for the 
following:

As an item of interest to those parties 
who take an interest in the shipments of 
Height from the West to Shreveport in 
preference to any shipped from this port, 
they will no doubt be startled, as well as 
our Red. river buyers, ou learning that the 
rates of freight from St. Louis to Shreve­
port aud Jefferson are nearly two-tliirds 
more than those from New Orleans. For 
example, we learn that Messrs. Bateman 
Brothers, of Jefferson, Texas, who came 
down to this city on the present trip of the 
Charles II. Duiffee, say that previous to 
their departure from Jefferson they re­
ceived a lot of bacon in casks at the rate of 
$1 20 per hundred pounds, aud the rate on 
the same from this port is but $o per cask. 
Thus it will be seen that the rate of freight 
from New Orleans is in favor of the con­
sumer to the amount of a fraction over 
per cask, and not only on bacon does the 
consumer derive a benefit, but on the ship­
ment of all other goods in proportion. 
Therefore, we think when Red river buyers 
find this difference in the rates, we can not 
see why they should go elsewhere to pay 
more.

Oue of the “pickup" fraternity, jocosely 
called Kinch Malone, whom the police give 
a decided character, was before the Board 
of Police Commissioners, and when he dis­
covered that he was in a tight box, asked 
General Baldey to give him permission to 
shake our city's dust from his nimble feet.

Official Mortuary Report.—Dr. S. C. 
Russell, seereta^- of tho Board of Health, 
reports that the whole number of deaths 
in this city for the week ending Sunday 
evening at six o’clock was 194. One died 
of apoplexy, 1 of bronchitis, 5 of congestion 
of brain, 17 of consumption, 1 of ercup, 2 of 
chronic diarrhea, 3 of dropsy, 2 of dysentery, 
1 of diphtheria, 1 of epilepsy, 2 of congestive 
fever, 1 of pernicious fever, 1 of typhoid 
fever, 1 of typhus fever, 1 fracture of the 
skull, 1 of hemorrhage from the lungs. 1 of 
valvular heart disease. 1 of inflammation 
of the bowels, 1 of inflammation of the 
stomach, 1 of lockjaw, 3 of old age, 1 of 
pleurisy, 10 of pneumonia, 1 of pleuro­
pneumonia, 1 of typhoid pneumonia, 1 of 
premature birth, 3 of rheumatism, 1 of 
suffocation and 1 suicide. Twenty-three 
were interred from public institutions, and 
fifteen on certificates of coroners.

T h ird  W a rd  R e fo rm  C lub .

The Reform Club of the Third Ward 
met last uight at the National Hall. Air. 
Sam Mullen presided gracefully, and took 
such interest in the subsequent proceed­
ings that he not only put the question but 
did the debating part of it likewise. One 
ot the things proposed to be done was an 
amendment to the constitution, moved by 
a colored man whose zeal for reform had 
got him into the present company. This 
fell through on the president insisting that 
the constitution had already been adopted, 
aud required two weeks notice before 
amendment. Then things quieted until 
one of the twenty-five members present 
moved that a committee be appointed to 
nominate candidates for delegates to the 
parish committee.

A member—“Lay it on the table."
A member (rising)—"Ale. President—
The first member—"I believe I made a 

motion to lay ou the table.”
This thing kept ou until somebody with 

rare and extraordiuaay powers ot foresight 
declared that the motion to lay on the table 
was not debatable: and what was alike ex­
traordinary, the club sustained this view, 
and called the previous question, and the 
table prevailed. This being killed off, 
mutual explanations followed. The presi­
dent din 't mean anything by offering the 
motion—onlv to avoid confusion was his 
solitary object. Much chaffer resulted on a 
motion being carried that the reform club 
go to work and vote for delegates at the 
meeting. Then the time to adjourn came. 
Professor Williams, a colored man, was in­
vited to speak, and accepted the invitation; 
no hang-buck about him. Like everybody 
else when called upon to speak, he had 
come to the meeting as a passer-’oy, and 
had, not expected to he called upon to 
state his views. lie was now a citizen, and 
had purchased a home here [applause], aud 
intended to live and die here. [Renewed 
applause.] But he “wanted a government 
he could live under.” lie was honest: he'd 
sooner handle red-hot balls than take what 
didn't belong to him. The club then knew 
he was honc-t, lor they could say “ lie told 
me so himself.” Professor Williams went 
on to lay down the law on the colored ques­
tion. His complexion he could not help—it 
was not his fault that he was a colored man 
and chief in the Boys' House of Refuge. He 
hud respectable relatives now living here— 
the white side of the family—cousins and 
others. lie claimed no relationship, but he 
would try and act so that he wouldn't 
disgratfe any of them. [Renewed ap­
plause.] Whenever the speaker stopped 
talking about himself and ' got upon 
the broad ground ol principle, it was only a 
switch; he invariably rea’elied the main 
track, which ho would get on, no matter 
how many times he got off. ' He gave tho 
twenty members of the club his biography 
for the past few years, illustrated education 
bv a comparison with himself, social equal­
ity bv the same kind of simile, saying that 
no law in the world could regulate his 
preferences, and touched upon the same old 
strin" fust twanged by the Committee of 
Fifty-one, and remorselessly pitched in all 
keys ever since. The meeting adjourned 
soon after, with wet feet aud dry-throats.
