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B r o w n s v il l e , March 26.—The United 
States District Court, Judge Morrill pre­
siding, being the first federal court held 
here for several years, has concluded its 
.session. Many convictions for smuggling 
and breaches of internal revenue laws nave 
occurred. The judge exercised clemency iu 
sentencing criminals, as the federal law's on 
this frontier had been neglected so long that 
sucli crimes had come to be looked upon as 
not venal. He warned them that hereafter 
offenders would have due notice that the 
laws must be enforced.

The grand jury indicted Mexican General 
John N. Cortina for levying war against 
the United States, and has made present­
ment of the facts of armed bands oi Mexi­
can raiders stealing cattle on the Texas 
border to the court, for the purpose of 
securing protection from the l mted states 
government. „

The court adjourned to-day until October. 
San F rancisco, March 26.—A slight 

earthquake was felt last night throughout 
the State. No damage reported.

The, central force of the earthquake this 
morning was iu the Sierra Nevada, east of 
Visa'a. At Visala the shocks were suffi­
ciently strong to throw goods from shelves 
and to crack walls. At San Francisco the 
vibration lasted twenty seconds,but was not 
felt hv more than one-tenth of the popula­
tion.

N ashville , March 26.—David Jones, 
who was shot by a mob last night, 
died this afternoon. lie made confes­
sion of crimes of which he had been guilty, 
but denied the shooting of the farmer Mur­
ray. On the other hand, Murray, who 
knew Jones well, iu his dying declaration 
declared that lie was shot l>y him.

STRANGE SEQUEL TO A HANGING.

KpNimritntion of the Victim by Two Doc­
tors—A Negro Witness Killed nnil 
Plnred in the Coffin.

[Krom the Abilene (Kansas) Chronicle.]
We are about to relate one of the most 

astouuding developments that has ever 
come to light iu this Western .community, 
we may safely assert, within the recollec­
tion of any truthful person. The occur­
rence, commencing with the killing of Kel­
ley and the hanging of his murderer, w ith 
all its ghastly sequels, is uot nearly equal 
to the dreadiui scenes that subsequently 
followed, as related to u.s by an eye witness. 
It will be remembered that the dead culprit 
was boxed and buried by an undertaker, 
Mr. Eicholtz, a short distance from the town 
cemetery.

On the night following his burial Mr. 
Johnson, a Texas cattle dealer, was return­
ing from his herd. It was one of those 
beautiful moonlight nights for which this 
latitude is famous. In the bright moonlight 
he continued his journey far into the night. 
On approaching Abilene lie noticed the sus­
picious movements of three persons, who 
were apparently digging in an isolated lo­
cality. Dismounting, he tied his horse, and 
approaching, hid himself in a fa vored spot. 
He discovered the parties to be two well- 
know u physicians of Abilene, and a colored 
man. Presently the spade of the negro 
struck a hard substance. “That's it,” said 
one, and they shortly after had in full view 
a large box, whose cover was ripped off iu 
less time th in it takes to relate it.

No words were spoken, and in a short 
time the musical ticking of a galvanic bat­
tery was heard, with an occasional sigh, 
apparently from the box. Presently, his 
blood running eold, his hair almost stand­
ing on end, the terror-stricken looker on 
saw the form of the hanged culprit sitting 
erect in his box. Whereupon the negro, 
more frightened than he. commenced yell­
ing and shrieking in the most piteous man­
ner. "Shut up." said one. “you will have 
the people of Abilene after us." as the 
other doctor passionately struck the negro 
with an iron bar used in prying open the
