Vaughan, who has received from the Pope
the mission of converting the negroes of
the Southern States  to ("ulllu]l('l!"'l.
Vaughan is the snperior of the St. Joseph's
Apostolie  Society, and arrived in this
country Jast December with s vumber of
Catholic missionuries for the colored people.
They have come to this country bound by
vows to devote themselves entirely to the
colored ruce. i

He touk as his text the words, “As the
father sent, I also send you." He procecded
to show that there is m»}uﬂhlh;: r-spn-cml]y
divine in the charity which seeks out dis-
tant races and lands in order to ¢ lize
them. This has been the charity w
animated the Catholic Chureh from the be-

inning. It is the charity which the Son of

od brought down fic Breaven when He
came iuto this lower world.,  He practiced
it from the cradle, and taught it from the
summit of Mount Olivet before he sseended
tnto heaven. A continoation ol this char-
ity which promps us to devote onrselves or
our substanes to tezching and saving 1he
most newdy, i to be seen in the work which
the revercned preacher invited his hearers
to take a paet in.  That work is an associa-
tion composed not only of clergymen, bat
also of sisters, of laymen. and women who
unite together in tho determination to re-
claim the wasses who are perishing, and to
preach the gospel to the foreign race who
are dependent upon them for the truths of
Christiauity,

St. Joseph's Society has not long been
founded. The first missionaries whow it
bad educated have been sent bz the
ereign Pontit¥ to the oolored people of the
United States.  As the society hus received
this mission, it may well look to the char-
itable amd zealous Catholies of this country
to assist by every means in their power. it
is a society for gathering into itsell’ and ap-
plying the churity which must be widely
entertained among the Catholics of Amer-
ica to the millions of Africaps who have
Dbeen cast helpless upon society, und who
need edueation and religious care. )

The preacher appealed to the generosity
and nobility of the American youth to
come and enroll themselves under the apos
tolic bunner which Christ entrusted to his
apostles. No life could be more nubly
spent, none would deserve a  brighter
«rown than that which they wmight conse-
crate to the salvation of the poor colored
people. He asked of the generous men
and women who are free from ties to come
forward and give themselves to the work,
and be begged of all to contribute liberally
toward the education of missionaries, and
toward providing all those things which
are npecessary for carrying on  the
mission successfully. Many come frow
Europe aud give themselves to it, but
Americans are doubly bound to give every
help they can, and to wuke even great sac-
rifices for the sake of the millions who are
their fellow subjects and an interual part
of their population.’

Quite a kandsome collection was taken
during the wask fn aid of Dr, Vaughan's
mission. All the collections at the masses
yesterday were donated to the same pur-
pose.

A Captured Herald Correspondent.

During the war the New York Herald
gorrespondents were frequently captured
by the confederate forees, but now, in times
of peace, one of themw bas been captured by
the Lowery outlaws in North Curoling, and
his fate is quite uncertain. We reproduce
dispatches to the Herald :

WiLsmisgToN, N. U, March 23 —The
latest intelligence frow the Herald corres-
pondent in the bhands of the Robeson
county outlaws renders more gruve the
question of Lis probable fute. It was lis
intention to accompany the outlaws to their
several hiding places, they agreeing to earry
bim to their haunts in the swamp blind{olded
and it was his intentioy to leave them on
Monday next if possible. To-duy Rhody
Lowery, the wife of Henry Berry Lowery,
appeared st the depot at Moss N sl
made o statement to the spectal messenger
of the flerald as to the 1ceent movements
of the correspondent.

Rhody states that upen the return of the
Herald correspondent tiom Moss Neck yes-
terday, atter his delivery of his packuge of
correspondence for the Hevald bureau Lhere,
bhe was seated in her eabin when Andrew
Stroug and Steve Lowery sudidenly entered
and peremprorily ordered him to “come und
£o with us.”

Rhody states the Herald correspondent,
wmanifesting great trepidation, iewediately
obeyed their order, and was last seen by her
moving in company with the outlaws, whose
manper toward lim was sallen and wen-
acing. in the direction of the swamp,
Rhody has seen nething of the Herald cor-
respondent sipee his departure from her
cabin, and she protesses entire ignorance of
the disposition made of him by the outlaws.

In connection with this I make pn ex-
tract from a letter from your correspond-
ent on yesterday. Hesay=: “lna conver-
sation ith Andrew Strong and  Steve
Lowery of yesterday I asked it 1 conld
see ‘Boss," who they say is not dead, though
I know Le is, and Steve, with o Jluugh, said
to Andrew, *Yes, he shall sce Boss hetore
he goes away,” which remark was accom-
ponied by o villainous chuckie. 1 am on
paroie now.  They wmade me put my hand
onmy heart and swear I woulid not try to
run eway, and then 1 gave them till
mission to kili we if 1 did, and not &
thew at the day of judgment. They to
me well, exeept that they compel we to
drink their wtereal whisky,"

WHEREAS a convention supplemental to

the convention of May 13, 1870, be ween the

United States off Ale and Her Majesty

the Queen oi the Upited Kingdom of
Great Britain  and Ireland,  concerning

nuturalization, was concluded aud signed
at Washington by their respective pleni
potentiaties, on the twenty-third day of
Februury, + which supplemental con-
vention 15 word for word as follows :

Whereas, By the second urticle of the
convention between the Unired tes ol
America and Ler Mujesty the Queen of the
United Kingdow of Great Britaln and Ire-
land, for regulating the eitizenship of citi-
zens wnd subjocts of the contraeting parties
who have ewigrated, or may emigrate, from
the domivions of the one to thoese of the
other party, signed at London on the thir-
teenth of May, 1870, it was stipulated that
the wunner m which the renunciation by
sucl: citizens und suljrets of their natnral
ization, and the resumption of their native
allegiance may be made and publicly de-
clared, shonld be agreed upon by the gov-
ernments oi the respective countries, the
President of the United States of America
and Ler Majesty the Queen of the United
Kingdow of Great Britain and Irelund, for
the purpose of effccting such agrecwent,
have resolved to conclude a supplemental
convention, and have named as their plen-
ipotentiaries, that is to say, the President
of the United States of Americn, Hamilton
Fish, Secretary of State, and her Majesty
the Queen of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, Sir Edward Thornton,
Knight Comwmander of the most honorabie
Order of the Bath, and ber envoy extracr-
dinary and winister plenipotentiary to the
United Stutes of America, who have agreed
as follows :
