M eeting o l the Chamber o f  Com m erce.
The Chamber of Commerce met last night 

for the consideration of such business as 
should come before it.

On amendments to the bankrupt law, the 
committee asked for further time.

A communication from Senator Kellogg 
in reference to trade with Cuba was read 
and filed.

The petition for “increasing the mail fa­
cilities" on the “American side of tlie Rio 
Grande" was read. A public meeting had 
been held in Brownsville in which it was 
resolved to petition fora weekly mail com­
munication between that town and New 
Orleans. The memorial was addressed to 
the Postmaster General of the United 
States, and recited that the town was “the 
gateway of a large commerce,” and hence 
extensive mail communication—the present 
mails being overland—was needed with the 
rest of the United States, it being required 
for the department to take notice.

Mr. Oglesby said it was important to have 
mail facilities. It being moved that the 
Chamber join iu tbe recommendation of tbe 
petition, it was adopted.

A communication from the National 
Board of Trade asked l'or the abrogation of 
all inspection laws and tbe estaidishtm lit of 
a postal telegraph, on the ground that tbe 
inspection was an oppression to tr.aie, it 
being more proper to devote inspection to 
the several commercial associations.

The communication was • laid over sub­
ject to call."

The chairman of the committee pre­
viously appointed concerning a meeting- 
room for the Chamber in the Cotton Ex­
change r°au a letter.

General Bussey, on behalf of the latter 
corporation, for his part, tend>• rod the 
rooms free, and he felt that there would lie 
no objection on the part of the members. 
The letter was apprvved.

The proposals for new membership and 
change of location of the Chamber was 
canvassed,. Mr. Oglesby was opposed to 
the transfer on the ground that it would 
dispossess the Cotton Exchange unneces­
sarily. Mr. Armstrong was opposed on the 
ground that the Chamber of Commerce 
would be swallowed up. ami would sink so 
far “it couldn't be found with a search-war­
rant.” General Bussey held that some 
means were required to have ail the people 
work together, and by meeting and "‘talk­
ing the thing over on the same floor" the 
interchange of commercial Ideas would be 
facilitated.

General Hayes reduced the thing down 
to this: “Let us remain independent. I 
think if the merchants of New Orleans 
can’t afford to pay $2500 a year for the sup­
port of a Chamber of Commerce, we had 
better burst up.”

The motion to reconsider the resolution 
appointing a committee to confer with the 
Cotton Exchange iu reference to obtaining 
a room for meeting was carried.

Mr. Oglesby was firm against the propo­
sition, oil the ground that it would be play­
ing “second fiddle” to the Cotton Exchange: 
ami as he had been a member of the Chain- 
ber for twenty-nine years, and had urged 
the members of the Cotton Exchange per 
eonally to join the Chamber without avail; 
it was not the time now for merging the 
organization in the Exchange, such as the 
carrying out of the resolution would bring 
about.

Tbe further consideration, on motion of 
General Bussey, was then postponed.

The meeting then adjourned.

Commissioner Cohen is ordered to report 
a tableau of distribution of the proceeds of 
the steamer Belle Ida. Time to advise was 
taken as to the opposition in the tableau 
tiled in the case of P. Cooper and others 
against the steamer.

Time to publish monitions in cases 9846- 
9851, inclusive, was granted the Marshal.

The case of A. Woodward against the 
steamer W. F. Curtis was referred to the 
clerk for classification of privileges.

The case of W. <>tis against the steamer 
Rio Grande was submitted.

The case of J. T. Holmes against the 
steamer Cornelia went by default, and the 
plaintiff recovers $97 and costs.

William Rivers and six others recover of 
the steamer Mayflower the amounts to which 
each is entitled.

United *itntes C ircuit Court.
An appeal from the judgment of the 

United States District Court has been taken 
in the suit oi Sewerd & Kip against the 
steamship Teutonia.

Anthony Gonzales has filed a bill in 
chancery against the Louisiana State Lot­
tery Company. The complainant goes on 
to say it is his intent to engage in the sell­
ing Havana lottery tickets, having the 
“original packages” consigned to him in 
this city, and lie holds that there is no law 
forbidding their importation into the United 
States; and that the Louisiana Lottery 
Company ought not to prevent the business 
of selling Havana tickets hero: aud that 
the lottery act, by preventing such traffic, 
is in conflict witli that article of the con­
stitution of the United States which con­
fers on Congress the exclusive right to 
regulate commerce between the States.
It is also set up that the lottery 
act infringes on the judicial authority in 
providing for the collection of a line from 
delinquents, payable to the company : so 
delegating to tbe company the whole police 
powers of the State ou the subject of lot­
teries. The complainant says lie will be 
damaged every lime the importation of 
such tickets is prevented to the extent of 
three thousand dollars; wherefore an iu 
junction is prayed for against the Lottery 
Company.

An extremely important decision iu the 
suit of Edward C. Palmer against Mrs. .Mar­
garet Deas was rendered by Judge Woods 
yesterday, involving the right to a planta­
tion in the parish of Ascension. It was an 
application for injunction which, applying 
the common law, was overruled.
The Ques t io n  ol’ l.e itacie.— D ecision  by 

Juiffie W oods.
Judge Woods, of the United States Cir­

cuit Court, rendered a decision, oi which 
the following abstract is given, and pro­
nounced the doctrine that property in the 
hands of an executor, although au univer­
sal legatee, cannot be sold for his personal 
debts until the legacies are discharged:

Jules Luba tu t i t  al. vs. A. E. 1‘rewett et 
al.—The averments of the bill are that /te­
non 1’orehe, of l’ointe Coupee parish, Lou­
isiana, was in h s lifetime seized, as of au 
estate in tec simple, of a certain plantation 
situated in said parish. That having de­
parted this life, his will was, cn August 21. 
1861, duly probated in the probate court of 
said parish, whereby lie bequeathed a large 
number of legacies to legatees therein 
named, amounting in the aggregate to 
SlOOJIt'M, and con-tituted aud nominated 
Evariste Bara his universal legatee and tes­
tamentary executor. The said Bara ac­
cepted said trust, aud was duly confirmed 
ami qualified as such executor, and entered | 
upon the discharge of his duties, took pos­
session of said plantation aud tiie farming 
implements and uteusils of husbandry, but 
before he could pay the sums ol money de­
vised by the will of Porche, lie also—to wit. 
in 18U,3-1- departed tics life.

'i'hat said Bara left a will, which was duly 
probated ou the lilteenth day of June. Is*,,.), 
in tbe court having probate junction in said 
parish of l ’oiute Coupee.

By his said will, Bara appointed the com­
plainant. 9 ales Labatut. his universal 
legatee and testamentary executor, iu said 
will the said universal legacy was specially 
devised to the said Labatut. with the charge 
and ou condition that lie shou.d pay and 
execute all the legacies bequeathed by the 
will of said Porche.

That said Labatut was duly appointed and 
confirmed as testamentary executor of the 
will of said Porche,aud also of the will of said 
Bara, aud was duly qualified, and letters 
testamentary in both of said wills were de­
livered to him.

That said h gacies have not been paid or 
discharged, and iu this respect said wills 
have not been executed, and said Labatut 
still remains such executor. That neither 
said Porche nor Bara ever married, and 
neither ol’ them left lawful descendants ur 
ascendants.

That ou tlie twenty-ninth day of Novem­
ber. 1861, the defendant I’rewett received 
on the law side of this court a judgment 
against Labatut, in his individual capacity, 
for $1701 and interest, and the said de- 
fendaut. the Northern Bank of Kentucky, 
on tbe first day of January, 1862, received 
a judgment against said Labatut. also in 
his individual capacity, for $6253 50. with 
interest; that the causes of action iu which 
said judgments were founded were indi­
vidual and entirely disconnected from both 
said estates.

That writs of fieri facias were issued on 
said judgments on the twenty first day of 
January. 136'.', and were levied bv the 
United States marshal on said plantation 
and its appurtenances, the property ot said 
estates. That the successions of Porche and 
Bara have never been fully administered, 
but are still in the course of administration 
by said Labatut as executor, and are still 
subject to the orders of the probate court.

That said Labatut has never been put in 
possession of said successions, or either ot 
them, in the capacity of universal legatee, 
hut was in possession of said property, at 
the time of seizure, solely in his representa­
tive capacity as executor, holding the same 
under the orders of said probate court lor 
the purpo se of executing said will.

That said Labatut is heavily in debt and 
unable, out of his own means, to discharge 
said legacies, an ’ the only mode by which 
said legatees can ever expect to be paid 
their legacies is out ot the property seized 
by the marshal as aforesaid.

That the United States marshal had given 
notice that by virtue of pluries writs of 
fieri facias in said judgments he would pro­
ceed to sell said plantation with the stock 
aud appurtenances thereof.

The hill is filed by Jules Labatut, the 
said executor, and by a part of the. legatees 
mentioned in the will ot'pternm Porclie,whose 
legacies amount in the aggregate to $56,bill). 
The, other legatees are, not parties. The 
bill prays for ail injunction restraining the 
marshal from proceeding to sell said prop­
erty, and for other special and general re­
lief.

In July last a preliminary injunction was 
granted. The cause now comes up for 
hearing upon a motion to continue the pre­
liminary injuuo'lon. aud upon a demurrer to 
the bill oi complaint.

The ground of demurrer is that the bill 
does not state such a case as entitles the 
complainant? to tlm relief prayed.

In the argument it is alleged as a fatal 
defect of tin oil! that a pari only ot the 
legatees named iu the will of Porche, and 
not all. are made parties complainant. Ii is 
said that were there to be a decree in favor 
of the defendants, the other legatees who 
are not parties could file another bill and 
take out another injunction, aud so keep up 
ail endless litigation.

There would he much force in this objec­
tion were it net for the fact that the testa­
mentary executor is a party complainant, 
and he iuay be well said to represent the 
nterest of all the legatees.

On these authorities we reach the conclu­
sion that while the legatees under the will of 
Porche may be proper.they are not necessary 
parties to this bill: that they are fully rep­
resented by the testamentary testator, and

whether parties or not would be bound by 
the decrees in the case. The objection tlmt 
the bill is defective for want of neeessarv 
parties is therefore untenable.

In replv to the objection that the state­
ments ot the bill are too vague and uncer­
tain, it is sufficient to say that if all the 
facts averred are true, they make out a 
ease, if the law. as claimed by the complain­
ants, is proved for them.

Was the possession of Labatut a posses­
sion as universal legatee or as executor. 
Did he take the property as legatee and be­
come the debtor of the legatee named in the 
will of Porche, or did he take as executor 
and trustee, holding tbe estate to be ad­
ministered tor the benefit of the legatees !

The ease of Bird vs. the succession ot Mrs. 
Jones (5 Annual, 643) is relied upon by com­
plainants as decisive of this case.

Iu order to vest the succession in a uni­
versal legatee, so as to make him the debt­
or of tbe legatees and creditors of the suc­
cession, there must be some deliberate act 
ou his part showing a purpose -to take pos­
session as legatee. “ Nobody can be com­
pelled to accept a succession in whatever 
manner it may have fallen to his share.” 
Code of 1808, page 160, article 71.

And where a testamentary executor takes 
possession us such under the appointment, 
or by the authority of the probate court, 
the fact that he is also universal legatee 
does not change the character of his pos­
session.

When one who is executor and universal 
legatee under a will takes possession of the 
estate as executor, he will not be regarded 
as having possession iu his capacity of lega­
tee; nor can lie, without judicial authority, 
change the nature of his possession. Bird 
v>. succession of Jones, 5 Ann., 643.

Under the averments of the bill, I am 
constrained by these authorities to hold 
that Luhatut holds possession of the suc­
cession of Porche and. Bara as trustee, and 
not in his individual right; that he is bound 
to administer the successions so as to exe­
cute the provisions of the wills of the testa­
tors: that this trust property can not he 
taken from his hands and diverted by his 
creditors from the objects of the bounty of 
the testators to the payment of the indi­
vidual debts of the trustee.

I decide the nice and difficult questions 
presented by this motion, aud arising under 
the local jurisprudence ot this .State, with 
much diffidence, bu^as at present advised, 
I think it is my duty to continue the iu- 

ullowcd, and to over­junction heretofore 
rule the demurrer.
United S ta te s  D istr ic t Court—In Bank­

ruptcy.
In the case of John Osborne, the facts in 

the petition were pronounced true, aud the 
•‘simulated and fraudulent sale.” first, of a 
tract of land in Rapides; second, a part of 
the hack concession of the foregoing tract; 
third, 1225 30-100 acres in township two, 
range one, southwestern district of Lou­
isiana; fourth, all of section fifteen ou the 
west side of Bayou Latanie; fifth, the in­
terest iu certain lands purchased from the 
estate of I’heips at sheriffs sale: this sale 
between Osborne and Mary L. S. Duval, 
widow of William H. Osborne, was declared 
void aud auuulldl, aud the assignee is 
ordered to cancel all mortgages, liens and 
privileges standing against the property.

In the matter of Louis Spreen the Re 
colder of Mortgages of Orleans was or­
dered to cancel all mortgages iu the name 
of Spreen iu his certificate of the seventh 
oi March.

The Sheriff, in the case of W. !L Wells, 
is ordered to surrender all the furniture of 
the tug Quaker to the custodian, and also 
the sheriff of Jefferson is ordered to sur­
render 2555 barrels of shells.

Property seized by the Sheriff in the 
Davis & Jackson bankruptcy is ordered to 
be surrendered to the assignee.

Time to advise was taken iu the suit of 
C. T. Buddeeke agaiust J . P. Becker.

Sixth  D istrict Court.
Marie Finley vs. Board of School Di­

rectors.— L'laiutifl. a school teacher, sued 
for her salary, for being dismissed without 
cause. Alluding to what is known as the 
late school law, the court said: it fir-d
provides a parish board of school directors 
tor each parish, and for each ward wliat is 
called a district board of school directors. 
Which of these two is answerable for the 
debt oi the educational system. I do not 
know—the act does not say. I have, how­
ever. come to the conclusion that if was in­
tended the board of ward school directors 
should he those immediately responsible 
and should have the immediate care of the 
schools, under the control of the city board 
of school directors. The ward boards are 
constituted corporations, given power to 
sue and be sued, to receive money and hold 
property. I am. therefore, of opinion the 
plaintiff must sue the ward board ot di­
rectors for her salary: and the present suit 
must, therefore, be dismissed.

Duncan F. Kenner vs. the Sheriff of the 
Parish of Orleans—Injunction to prevent 
the Sheriff from selling certain property 
seized for taxes.—It appears that flic pro­
pci tv upon which this tax was levied was 
confiscated by the United States govern­
ment and sold under the confiscation 
law, the proceed received by the United 
States marshal and a distribution of 
them made. The testimony of the United 
States marshal shows that he paid out 
of the proceeds the very taxes sued for 
by the city in this case. It is therefore or­
dered that the injunction issued be made 
perpetual.

Jacob Newhattsen and Frank Anlenkolk. 
claiming to be the owners of certain prop- 
ertvou Orleans street, have entered suit 
against the city for fJffbO, alleging that the 
digging by the city of the drainage canal 
ou that street, from Bayou St. John to the 
Metairie road, has damaged said property 
by excavations and deposits of water, mud, 
etc., to such an extent as to render it value­
less, aud. therefore, the city should be com­
pelled to make good the loss whies has 
been occasioned by its acts.

Eugene. Staes vs. the city of New Or­
leans.—In this ease the plaintiff' sued the 
city ior salary as recorder ot the Second 
District, claiming that he was elected in 
April, 1 "’70. It appears that in 1871 one of 
the city Administrators origijjffed a “pro­
ceeding" at a meeting of the Council, under 
which Staes was ejected from his office by a 
majority vote. Tue court, iu passing upon
the c a se , said:

The plaintiff was not removed under a 
resolution or ordinance, for it was thought 
by the Council that that lorm would be ob- 
jectioual, as the Mayor might interpose his 
veto. Therefore they adopted the “pro­
ceeding'' to get over the veto, and by this 
means 3Ir. Staes was removed.

The question arises whether the Council 
had a right to remove the recorder. Counsel 
for the city contended that under the 
eighth section of act of 1871. amending 
the act of 187b, under which the new city 
charter was framed, gives the Council the 
power to remove all city officers, except 
the Mayor and Administrators. The plain­
tiff. on the other hand, claimed that the re­
corder was not included as one ot those 
officers subject to removal by the Council 
under the act.

1 have carefully examined flic acts of 
1876 and 1', 1 to find out whether tin, offi­
cers removable at th“ pleasure ot the Coun­
cil include the recorders. To my mind, the 
recorders are, to some extent, judiciary, 
and it could not Lave been the theory ol 
the State constitution to subject the re­
moval of judges to the appointing power. 
They may only be imp cached or addressed 
out of office,"but even then not without 
eijuse and a trial. This “proceeding w.,.-
lltitllC T .

The fiity officers over whom the Council ! 
lias control are simply those whose duties - 
are left To tie- regulation of the C 1 anvil, 
suvh as department clerks, etc., and tais is 
borne, out bv the language of the act, which 
stipulates as to the extent o: contracts 
allowed to the power of the Council.

It would be simply nonsense to suppose 
that the Legislature intended to give the 
Council the power of making contracts with 
recorders. The power applies only to the 
officers whose existence depends upon the 
will of the ( ouncil. in the ease of Kreidt-r. 
Mayor of Jefferson, vs. the Governor, tie 
Supreme Court decided that the Governor 
has no right to remove without cause or at 
pleasure an officer who was controlled only 
by the charter of the city.

The "proceeding'’ was illegal, and the 
plaintiff is entitled to judgment lor his 
salary.

The case of the State against the New 
Orleans Gaslight Company was up for trial 
recently.

In this ease Attorney General Beldtu 
(with whom is associated A le x a n d e r  
Walker) sues for the annulment o f  ihe act 
of the Legislature of 1860, under which th-s

company claims an extension of its charter 
for twenty years.

The ground of this suit, which is brought 
in conformity to a resolution of the House 
of Representatives of 1871, is that the ob­
ject of the act is not indicated in the title, 
which is simply that of au act to extend the 
area of gas lighting in the city of New Or­
leans, and to reduce the price paid by gas 
consumers: that such an net conflicts with 
the provision of the constitution requiring 
“every law enacted by the Legislature to 
embrace but one object, and that shall be 
expressed in the title.”

1 he defense puts this question at issue, 
and avers that the defendant acquired a 
right of contract and a vested interest 
which can not be impaired without vio­
lating the constitution of the United States.

EiKlith D istrict Court.
In this court J. O. Nixon has filed a peti­

tion setting forth that having obtained from 
the Legislature an appropriation under act 
No. 32 $50,331 46, as publiq^rinter, be as­
signed his claim to Solomon Az Simpson, 
who brought suit against the Auditor to re­
cover the same, but that the same was de­
cided iu favor of the Auditor. Petition then 
goes on to say: That plaintiff was not cited 
nor made party to said suit, yet the court 
aiijua and on appeal proceeded and gave 
judgment, not only refusing the demand of 
relators. Solomon Ac Simpson, but pronounc­
ing act No. 32 ot 1871 null and void.

The plaintiff' was and is the real party in 
interest in the appropriation in act thirty- 
two, and by reason of said judgment lie bas 
been deprived ol' liis property without a 
hearing, and that the court a qua. and cn 
appeal, exceeded the authority ot law as 
well iu pronouncing judgment agaiust pe­
titioner without a bearing as in decreeing 
the nullity of a legislative act without a 
direct action on the application for a writ, 
the effect of which can only be to deter­
mine as to the performance of some speci­
fied act—t* prevent a denial of justice.

Tbe petition closes with a prayer that all 
parties to the previous suit (State ex rei. 
Solomon So Simpson vs. James Graham, 
Auditor.) be cited to answer, and that there 
be judgment in favor of petitioner, decree­
ing the judgment entered in that suit mill 
aud void, and that act thirty-two be ad­
judged tv) stand, as on the day of its passage. 
L ou isian a Lottery v s. H avana L ottery— 

L ouisiana W ius.
The several cases of the Louisiana Lottery 

Company vs Bornio, Gonzales and Des- 
i'orges, on a rule taken by plaintiff to show 
cause why defendants should not be pun­
ished for "contempt ia selling Havana Lot­
tery tickets in disobedience of au order of 
injunction issued from this court, came up 
yesterday, and resulted in the defendants 
being ordered to confinement in the Parish 
Prison for twenty-four hours, and each to 
pay a line of $50.
