It is not Elizabeth or 
J lary ::i a picture frame, cold and deathly, 
with the mildew of forgetfulness destroying 
the life , it is the real Queen of Scots, sainted 
by her misfortunes, -or tiie arrogant and 
haughty Queen Bess, that lives and moves 
before him. The recollection of th.s artist 
on her last visit is still fresh, and with the 
announcement that she will come again and 
walk the boards of tbe St. Charles ou Sat­
urday next comes the glorious memory of 
her former triumphs, which are gradually 
elevating her into the land of the ideal. 
The gr"ut change of all. which makes her 
appearance here a special wonder, is— 
she departed German. and returns 
English Her pronunciation is dis­
tinct articulation modulates the emphasis 
as a piano keys the notes. Study has not 
bound, but has developed her fancy and her 
mimicry.

them. 1 bey are subordinate characters a t 
best. The choruses were not very evenly ren­
dered, indeed, some of them were verv 
badly sung, both as regards time and tune.

Tbe opera selected for the occasion is 
“ Faust,” and Mr. Delabranche ai d Madame 
Durand have been cast in the roles of Fans' 
and Marguerite for the first time this season 
The public have been anxious to see these 
two great favorites iu this opera, and there 
will doubtless he a crowded bouse.
