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W hat the Republican P a rty  has Done for 
the Colored Race.

Abolitionists and anti-slavery men, free- 
soilers and Republicans accepted as a vital, 
animating and living fait'u, the creed of hu­
man equality. Accepting the doctrine that 
emancipation was the duty ol the master 
and the right of the slave, and that it was 
the duty of the nation to prohibit and 
abolish slavery wherever it had the power, 
they petitioned Congress to perform that 
work in the District ol Columbia and in the 
Territories.

They maintained, when assailed, the 
sacred right of petition and the freedom of 
speech. .

They opposed the annexation of Texas 
by which it was sought to prevent the abo 
lition of slavery there, and to strengthen it 
at home.

They struggled to prohibit slavery in free 
territory won from Mexico by war.

T h e y ‘resisted with all their power, the 
opening of the free Territories of Utah and 
J ie w  Mexico to slavery, and the surrender 
of thousands of square miles of free soil to 
slaveholding Texas.

They opposed the enactment of the fug 
five slave hill and the unholy compromises 
of 18ol).

They sternly resisted the repeal of the. 
Missouri Compromise which had secured 
hundreds of thousands of square miles to 
free labor, and for free laboring men.

They denounced the border ruffian invad 
ers of Kansas, their unholy legislation, es 
tablishuient of slavery, and their inhuman 
slave code.

They pronounced the Lecompton con 
stitution ‘‘the product of fraud and vio­
lence.”

They denounced the Pred Scott dicta , by 
which it was proclaimed that “black men 
hail no rights white men were bound to 
respect.”

They exposed the delusions of squatter 
sovereignty, and denied the right ot slave 
masters to take their slaves into national 
territory and be protected by national au­
thority/

They steadily and sternly rejected, when 
menaced by rebellion ami civil war, the 
Crittenden compromise, by which the na­
tion, by irrepealable constitutional amend- 
raents, was to recognize slavery south of 
the Missouri compromise line, allow slave 
masters to take their fettered bondsmen 
into, and through the free States, deprive 
men of African descent of citizenship and 
sntlrage, and deny to Congress the right to 
abolish slavery in the capital of the nation.

When the ‘Republican party came into 
power in 18bl it inflexibly adhered, at the 
risk of civil war, to the principles it had 
enunciated lor impartial liberty, and 
against the aggressive and dominating in 
lluencesof the slave masters.

It made free slaves used bv the rebels for 
military purposes.

It forbade officers to return to their mas­
ters fugitives coming within the lines of the 
army to seek the protection of the national 
flag.

It abolished slavery in the District of 
Columbia, and made the national capital 
fre<.

It annulled the inhuman, cruel, and de- 
grading black code of the District, and pro 
v ided that colored men shoqld be tried and 
punished in the same manner the white 
man was tried and punished.

It gave its colored people the right to tes­
tify iu the courts of law, to ride in the pub­
lic conveyances, to educate their children, 
to vote, and to be voted for.

It prohibited slavery in the vast terri­
tories of the United States, and saved them 
from its chains and whips, its auction 
blocks, and its bloodhounds.

It made free, slaves captured by its ar­
mies, or who came within their advancing 
lines.

It repealed the cruel and humiliating 
fugitive slave act, and brought to a close 
its inhuman and dastardly slave hunts.

It recognized the nationality of Hayti and 
Liberia, which had been so long and so 
wickedly withheld by the slave power.

It enrolled black' men, and weaponed 
their hands to tight the battles of their 
country.

It gave freedom to the slaves who joined 
the armies of the Union.

It made free the wife and children of the 
black soldier.

It struck the word white from the military 
laws, and made black men a portion of the 
national militia.

It prohibited the barbarous and barbariz­
ing practice of punishing offenses by whip­
ping in the reconstructed States.

It abolished and forever prohibited the
system of peonage in New Mexico.

It entered into treaty stipulations with the 
British government for the final extirpation 
of the African slave trade.

It made the coastwise slave traffic illegal.
It gave the black men the right to testify 

in the courts of the United .States.
It gave suffrage to black men in all the 

Territories of the republic.
It sustained Abraham Lincoln's proclama­

tion of emancipation that gave freedom to 
three and a half millions of men, women 
and children.

It forever abolished slavery throughout 
the land, by the adoption of the thirteenth 
amendment.

It created the Freedmen's Bureau for the 
protection and education of emancipated 
bondmen.

It secured to black men the full and equal 
benefit of all laws for the protection of life 
and property by the civil rights act.

It made colored men citizens of the United 
States.

It secured, by the adoption of the four­
teenth amendment, equal protection to citi­
zens in all the States.

It steadily opposed and defeated the 
“policy” ol President Johnson, which would 
have lelt colored men completely helpless— 
a  degraded caste of serfs—at the mercy of 
tbfir old masters.

It removed unjust restrictions and gave 
to colored men a common right in the pub­
lic domain, until then withheld.

It gave suffrage to three-quarters of a 
million «1' black men by its measures of re­
construction.

, It gave, by the adoption of the fifteenth 
amendment and the laws to enforce it, suf­
frage to black men throughout the United 
S’ates.

It has given, by the law to enforce the 
fourteenth amendment and its execution, 
some measure of protection to the colored 
race against the lawless and murderous 
Kn-Klur Klnns.

Each and all of these acts secure, or tend 
to secure and guard, the personal liberty, 
the equal rights and the equai privileges of 
the African race.

By this grand series of acts the Republi­
can party has given personal freedom and 
equality to all the colored race, and is seek­
ing to secure law, order, peace, education 
and general development. Can a Republi- 
can-forget this record of brilliant deeds and 
of glorious achievements, which have won 
the approval of conscience and reason and 
the admiration of liberal, progressive and 
generous men the wide world over ?

F o r the North Pole.
The St. Louis Democrat says:
Mr. Octave l’avey, the enthusiastic young 

Creole who visited this city last winter lor 
the purpose of consulting Captain Silas 
Bent iu relation to a contemplated voyage 
to the Arctic regions, is preparing to start 
on his perilous expedition. The Boston 
Globe thus speaks ot his enterprise:

It is now definitely settled that we are to 
Lave another Arctic expedition from this 
country. M. Octave Pavey, a native of 
New Orleans, and a young gentleman of 
sufficient worldly means to defray the ex­
pense of such an enterprise, has made ar­
rangements to start for the Arctic regions

in May next. For the past five years he 
has made the subject a constant study, and 
from a careful examination of the narra­
tives of the different Arctic explorers, has 
become convinced that it is possible to 
reach the polar basin, and that the only 
wav is through Behring's strait. He has 
already chartered his vessel, which is now 
titting‘out in San Francisco, and engaged 
his crew, which consists of only five men. 
His course, as at present mapped out, 
is from San Francisco to I’etronauloviski, 
in Kamschatka. Here ho will procure 
reindeer and sledges, and passing through 
Behring’s straits will touch at Cape Yakan, 
when the expedition will land. After hav­
ing taken observations of the direction, 
swiftness and temperature of the currents, 
he intends crossing the sea from Siberia to 
the laud discovered by Captain Long, lying 
between seventy-one' and eighty degrees 
latitude. This reached, he leaves the vessel, 
and, with his sledges and a small portable 
rait. sets out for the polar sea, unon which 
he intends to embark and sail directly 
across to Spitzbergen or Greenland.

This scheme looks wild enough, but Mr. 
Pavey, who has certainly had time enough 
to take the possible consequences into con­
sideration, is enthusiastic in the belief of 
the feasibility of his plan, and keeps 
steadily on with his preparations. His 
theory—all explorers have a theory—is that 
there is an open polar sea. and that it is 
surrounded by a belt of solid ice with but 
one opening: that opening be is confident 
he shall find. Sir John Franklin, Sir Leo­
pold McClmtock. Dr. Kane, Captain Mc­
Clure, Morton, Long and half a dozen 
others held the same theory and the same 
belief; yet all were fated to disappoint­
ment. and we fear Mr. Pavey'.s name will 
at no distant day be added to that cata­
logue.

On one 
occasion an impecunious individual ap­
proached our old friend. Captain Davis, 
now commanding the John Lutnsden, and 
asked him if he was master of the boat, and 
if his name was Owen Davis.
