The bodies of Charles Worsham, second 
clerk.land Charles Demerwolf, steward, 
arrived on the Cairo Short Line at hall-past 
eight o’clock yesterday momibg. in charge 
of S. B. Fisher, carpenter, who was re­
ported among the missing.

On the lower deck of the boRt lay the 
swollen and disfigured bodies of six per­
sons. They bad been carefully covered 
and placed under the stairway, and as soon 
as the crowd could be parted were taken 
ashore. By ten o’clock the wounded bad 
all been removed to thfe hospitals or the 
honses of friends and relatives, the decks 
bad been cleaned and the boat bore no 
signs of having been tbe carrier of so sad a 
cargo. One body which was mutilated be­
yond recognition was buried from the boat 
below the city.

We present some details from tbe report 
in the St. Louis Democrat:

THE EXPLOSION.
From the many stories of the saved, the 

following particulars of the explosion and 
the subsequent and indescribable scenes of 
terror are gleaned. With a lair list of pas­
sengers, variously estimated at from twenty 
to forty—the former, perhaps, being the 
nearer—the Oceanus reached the foot of 
Hackett’s Bend, near Brooks' Point, at 
about four o’clock. Thursday morning, or a 
half hour before daylight, and, without 
striking anything, was blown almost to 
atoms by the explosion of her boilers. The 
passengers were all asleep, and awoke to 
to find themselves—some in the air, some 
wounded and covered by debris, and some 
iu the water. One of the boilers was blown 
backward as far as the cylinders, and the 
forward part of the boat was scattered far 
and near. Those of the passengers who 
were able to move made for the rear of tbe 
boat, and as it immediately caught fire, be­
gan jumping into the water in their night 
clothes. The officers distributed such life 
preservers as could be found, and threw 
overboard everything that could be made 
available for the support of the frantic pas­
sengers. A single boat remained, and that 
was so injured as to be almost useless. There 
were but two women on board—one a Mrs. 
Constable, a trapeze performer, and the 
other a chambermaid, Mrs. Wallace, both ol 
whom were doubtless drowned.

Captain Alfred Reeder, who had com­
mand of the Oceanus, a brief biographical 
sketch of whom appeared in yesterday’s 
Democrat, was undoubtedly burned "to 
death. Mr. Fisher, the carpenter, heard 
his voice in the cabin crying, “O, my God, 
help, help,” and used every endeavor to 
reach him. but without success. His cries 
grew weaker and weaker, until the heat 
and flames drove every soul from the wreck. 
The first engineer says he is sure that he 
saw not only Captain Reeder in the water, 
but also Mr. Henry Worsham and son, the 
first and second clerks. As stated above, 
the body of the latter was brought to this 
city from Cairo yesteiday morning, while 
the former has not jet been heard Irorn. 
Many of the passengers and the crew had 
nearly reached the shore, when overcome 
by exhaustion they gave up all hope and 
were drowned. One or two, trying toelimb 
the bank, slipped and fell backward into 
water and were lost. The boat struck a 
bar a short distance below where the ex­
plosion occurred, and the cabin floated 
down the river on fire.

OTHER INCIDENTS.
On board the unfortunate steamer were 

two cages, one containing four performing 
lions and the other three half-grown cubs, 
in charge of Frank Sleight. They had been 
loaned by James Robinson to C.*\V. Noyes' 
circus, and were being brought to this eitv 
from Texas. They were worth about 
$15,000. Frank Williams asked .Sleight if 
he could not do something for tbe animals, 
as their piteous cries were awful to hear, 
and when the latter said he was too baalv 
wounded to go to them, Williams got the 
keys to the cages, but the heat was too 
great to permit him to reach them, and 
they were burned to death. It is proper to 
state hero that Mr. Robinson at once tele­
graphed to New York for animals, which 
will be here before the close of his exhibi 
tion.

MR. CHEW'S STATEMENT.
I live in Junction City, Kansas, and am 

one of the proprietors of the Atlantic and 
Pacific Circus. I was sleeping in my state­
room, No. 6, midway of the cabin, when the 
explosion occurred. I started out to see 
what the matter was, and had barelv 
reached the guards w hen the flames com­
menced sweeping over the boat. I went 
back to the stateroom and put on my 
pantaloons, vest, coat and a pair of slip­
pers, and went to the wheel, where I re­
mained until I could no longer bear the 
heat. I staid as long as possible and dashed 
water on my head and lace, but at last 
secured a float, and was about to push out 
for the shore when some one pushed me 
under water, and w hen I rose my float had 
gone beyond my reach. I again caught the 
wheel, and finally sooured another float, 
with which I started for the shore. While 1 
was at the wheel. George Constable and his 
wife, circus performers, with North's Ex­
hibition, came to the wheel, and Mrs. Con­
stable cried out, “Mv God, what shall I do ! 
b’e can never get ashoie." Her husband 
afterwards made some kind of a raft, and 
together they took to the water, but I do 
not think either of them were saved, as I 
never saw tbnn again. They were from 
California.

Just after leaving uiy stateroom the first 
time, I remember that my room mate, Frank 
Slate, was not out, and seturning through

the steam. I call to him, buff could not 
get him to answer me. I do not think he 
was hurt, but he must have been contused 
or frightened. I afterwards heard that he 
dressed himself even to his overcoat and 
started down toward the two cages of lions, 
of which be was the keeper.

He gave the key to Frank Williams, an­
other circus man. and told him to let the 
lions out; but the fire had already reached 
the cages and he could not do so. Slate en­
deavored to get ashore on a board, but I do 
not think he succeeded. He was probably 
drowned. There were five lions in tbe 
cages—two cuba and three old ones—and 
they made no noise when the flames reached 
them, although I expected they would roar 
horribly.

After getting on tbe float in the water an­
other man seized it with me, and we- both 
got ashore. He was -pretty badiv scalded, 
and had one foot almost crushed off. After 
being in the water a few minutes he became 
delirious, and it was all I could do to pre- 
vent him from climbing on the float and 
sinking it. We floated down nearly live 
miles, and finally got ashore. My compan­
ion was quite wild, and ran into the bushes. 
I tried to restrain him. but was exhausted, 
and unable to do so. I don't know what be­
came of him finally. The Belle St. Louis 
arrived two or three hours after the acci­
dent, and did everything possible for the 
suflerers. My hands are cut with glass, apd 
my feet are pretty badly scalded, but I am 
thaukfui I escaped so "easily, and think I 
will be all right in a short time. I have no 
idea of the cause of the explosion.

Stf Janies Parish Republican Convention.

N o .  1 4 .
AN ACT

To provide a revenue, and grant and col­
lect licenses, to prescribe certain penal 
ties and certain duties of judges of courts, 
justices of the peace, State and parish offi­
cers, and to repeal all acts inconsistent 
herewith.
Section 1. Beit enacted by tbe Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
pf Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That there shall be levied and col­
lected an annual amount as a license or tax: 

First—From each male inhabitant over 
the age of twenty-one year*, not attached to 
the army or navy of the United States, the 
sum of one dollar, ninety per cent pf which 
shall be appropriated exclusively to tbe 
support of public schools in the parish in 
which the sum is paid, and the balance 
placed in the State treasury to the credit pt 
the Charity Hospital fund.

Second—From each wholesale or whole 
sale and retail merchant, dealer or trader, 
from each importer or dealer in bar stores, 
one hundred dollars: from each dnd every 
retail merchant, fifteen dollars.

Third—From each keeper of a ware­
house, cotton or lumber yard, or other 
place of public storage for hire, fifty dollars.

.Fourth—From* each keeper ot a livery 
stable, sale stable or yard, or livery and 
sale stab]?, with stallB or other accommoda­
tions for horses or mules, twenty-five dol­
lars; for every public hack, twenty-five dol­
lars.

Fifth—From each keeper or proprietor 'of 
a distillery, except distilleries used exclu­
sively in distilling from fruit or turpentine, 
three hundred dollars; from each keeper or 
proprietor or manufacturer of cordials, 
liquors, wines or syrups, one hundred dol­
lars ; from each keeper of a distillery from 
fruit or turpentine exclusively, and tor the 
keeper or proprietor of a brewery, fifty dol­
lars ; provided, that no license shall be re­
quired from any person who distils from 
fruit for his own use and not for sale.

Sixth—From each proprietor or keeper of 
every billiard saloon, bowling alley or 
pistol ggllery in which there is but one 
table, alley or target, twenty-five dollars; 
where there are twt> tables."alleys or tar­
gets, forty dollars; where there are more 
than two tables, alleys or targets, two dol­
lars additional on each table, alley or target.

Seventy—From the managers” or lessees 
of a theatre, concert saloon, opera house or 
museum, five hundred dollars; from the 
owner of any coffeehouse or beer saloon 
where theatrical plays, dancing or singing 
are performed, whether with or without 
admission fee, one thousand dollars: from 
each 'proprietor of a show, menagerie, race 
course or cockpit, in the city of New Or­
leans. five hundred dollars; provided, that 
no distinction shall be made on account ot 
race or color, and any violation of this 
proviso shall incur "forfeiture <of such 
license.

Eighth—From each keeper of a cotton 
press, cotton pickery or ginnery, two hun­
dred and fifty dolfars; provided, that this 

1 Aanicle shall not apply to cotton gins on 
® 'plantations. *

Ninth—From each fortune-teller, astrol­
oger, clairvoyant, five hundred dollars.

Tenth—From the proprietors of ail coffee­
houses. bar rooms, grog shops, beer saloons, 
or gardens, or cabarets, eighty-five dol­
lars; from the proprietors of all bars 
kept on steamboats owned and registered 
in this State, fifty dollars; all retail gro­
ceries selling or giving away liquors by the 
glass, shall pay, in addition to the grocery 
license, a coffeehouse license; and each re­
tail grocer or dealer in distilled liquors in 
the State of Louisiana, without such addi­
tional license, and who shall keep for sale, 
sell, or give awav, either by himself or by 
any employe, distilled liquor in less r;uau- 
tify thaD one gallon, shall be liable to a fine 
of one hundred dollars for each and every 
offense, to be recovered by motion by any 
person, after rive days’ previous notice, be­
fore any justice court, which, when recov­
ered shall be paid by such justice to the 
State Treasurer for the benefit of the Char­
ity Hospital fund.

Eleventh—From each proprietor or keep­
er of a restaurant, eating house, oyster 
saloon or refreshment saloon, in which 
cakes, ice cream, and other refreshments 
are furnished, one hundred dollars ; pro­
vided. however, that it shall be. the duty of 
the Auditor of Public Accounts to have 
printed on the face of all State licenses is­
sued by tax collectors throughout the State, 
article thirteen Of tbe Constitution of this 
State.

Twelfth—Every person keeping a hotel 
for the entertainment of transient persons 
or travelers, two hundred and fifty dollars; 
every keeper of a country inn, twenty-five 
dollars: every keeper of a private or public 
boarding house for the entertainment 
of persons by the week, month, or vear, 
twenty five dollars; every keeper of a lodg­
ing house for the accommodation of night 
lodgers only, fifty dollars; provided, how­
ever. that it shall be tbe duty of tbe Audi­
tor Public Accounts to have printed on 
the face of all State licenses issued to the 
keepers of aforesaid places throughout the 
State the provisions of article thirteen of 
the constitution.

Thirteenth—From each peddler or hawker 
who peddles or carries goods, wares, mer­
chandise or groceries for sale, or sells 
through this State in a boat or other water 
craft, one hundred dollars: in a vehicle by 
horses or mules, fifty dollars; oft foot, 
ten dollars.

Fourteenth—From each broker, acting as 
agent between buyer and seller for per­
centage or other consideration, in fhe sale 1 
of real estate, produce, merchandise for 
freight, and from each factor or commis­
sion merchant, ship or steamboat agent, one 
hundred dollars: from each money, stock, 
note, exchange and insurance bloker, one 
hundred dollars; from each auctioneer, 
thirty dollars, and from each pawn broker 
and keeper of junk store, five hundred dol 
lars.

ector in place of the license itself shall be 
valid.

Nineteenth—From each and every butcher 
or market dealer of any kind, from each 
and every parson who keeps a stand or stall 
in a market place, five dollars. •

Twentieth—From each merchant tailor, 
one hundred dollars.

Twenty-first—From every contractor, 
sub-contractor and stevedore, twenty dol­
lars.

Twenty-second—From the owner of every 
coffee stand, or soda or mineral water foun­
tain, fruit stand or stall of any kind on the 
streets, or tombola, ten dollars.

Twenty-third—From every incorporated 
company other than a railroad, whether 
domestic or foreigu, engaged in transport­
ing merchandise in this State, one hundred 
dollars

Twenty-fourth—From the owner of every 
towboat” for |public use or hire in the 
waters of this State, one hundred dollars.

Twenty-fifth—From the proprietor of 
every transient circus, menagerie or other 
public show or exhibition, twenty-five dol­
lars,1 in advance, for each performance or ex­
hibition .

Twenty-sixth—From every traveling
agent or eipploye of any merchantile house, 
who fells or contracts for the sale of goods, 
wares and merchandise, by sample or 
otherwise, shall pay a license tax of one 
hundred dollars; and any such agent or 
emplove who shall, when called upon to do 
so, fail to pay said license tax, shall be sub­
ject to a fine of cue hundred dollars, recov­
erable as otVer fines lor every sale thus 
made, one-half of which shall go to tbe in­
former; provided, that when such agent or 
employe represents a house which has paid 
a State license tax he shall only be liable 
for the license imposed by the parish oijuiu- 
nicipal corporation in which he proposes to 
sell.
Twenty-seventh-E very person having more 

than one shop, store or'other establishment, 
or who shall exercise or Hd’.ow more than 
one profession, trade, calling or business, 
shall pay the tax on each separately.

Twenty-eighth—Each partner of any firm 
doing business in the State, in any ling of 
occupation, whether resident or non-resi­
dent. active or silent, shall pay a license as 
herein prescribed.

Twenty-ninth—Parties having a tax as­
sessed againt them other than real estate, 
shall not receive a license to pursue tlieir 
occupation until they shall pay the tax due 
upon such assessment".

Thirtieth—All forfeitures collected as 
herein expressed in the country parishes of 
rural districts, be paid over to the parish 
treasurer, for the exclusive use of the poor 
cf the parish, to fie expended as directed 
bv the police juries of the several parishes, 
instead of the Charity Hospital of New Or­
leans.

Sec.' 2. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
from and after the passage of this act it 
shall not be lawful for any person or corpo­
ration to carrv on or pursue, practice or 
follow any of the, trades, professions or 
occupations enumerated in the loregoing 
sections of this act, in the State, before 
paying tLe fax levied tbereon, and obtain­
ing a license therefor, if not already licensed, 
from the collector of the State taxes: anil 
no person or corporation carrying on a pro­
fession, business or occupation subject to 
the payment of a license, as herein pro­
vided, shall be allowed to collect any claims 
for services rendered in such " profes- 
ions. business of occupation, unless he, 

she or it can, upon demand, exhibit the 
tax collector's receipt for wuch license, ac­
cording to law; and a failure to exhibit 
such license receipt, by any person or cor­
poration liable to such license, shall, in any 
suit instituted by him, her or it, entitle the 
party defendant" in such suit to a non-snit; 
and any person, firm or corporation at­
tempting to do business without a license 
shall, on written notice given by the col­
