Waereas, The Eizhth Distriet Conrt of
this city having decided that comwit-
ments to the Insane Asylum by the sev-
eral recorders of the city are unauthorized
by law; therefure, A

son charged with insanity who may be
brought before them; provided, a certificate
is given by the City Physician to that ef-
fect, and that the party should be confined.

Be it further ordained, Thut it sifall be
the duty of the City Physician attending
the Insane Asyluw to report within forty-
eight hours to the Mayor and Second Distriet
Court the admission of every person commit-
ted ander the provisions of the {m‘c«ding sec-

Mr. Remick eaid there wos an ordinance
for the extension of the Magazine street
railroad, which had been before him some
weeks,  The Adwinistrator of Duprove-
ments and himself had amwended it and
had introduced some additional sections,
and be now desired to eall the ordinance
up for finsl passsge,

As amended, the ordinance read as fol-
lows:

An ordinance concerning the Magzazine
street railroad, and granting the owners
of said road the right und privilege for ex-
tension, maintenance and use of ita rail-
roud on Magnzine street, from Joseph to
Lower Line streets, in the city of New
Orleaus.

Be it ordained, That permission be and is
hereby granted to the owners of the Maga-
zine etreet railroad to lay a double track
railroad, with the necessary turnouts,
switchies and turn-tubles, through Magazine
street, from its present terminus, corner of
Mugazine and Joseph streets, to the inter-
section of Lower Line and Magazine streets,
upon the following terms and conditions :

ALTICLE L.

That the rails used shall he of a pattern
similur to those now in use by other city
ruilroads. The timber vsed shiull be of the
best quality of swamp cypress or npland
yellow pine, free from sap, and of such di-
mensions as may be designated by the City
Surveyor.

ARTIOLE 11,

That the cars ghall be of like construetion
with first ¢lnss ears used upon other city
railroads,

ARTICLE TIL

That the lines and levels for the road
ghull be tixed by the City Survevor, and its
materinl and constraction shall be subject
to the approval of the City Sarveyor aund
Adwinistrator of Improvemeuts

ARTICLE IV

That the rate of fure for the whale dis
tance shall not exceed five cents for each
passenger, and the cars shall not be run at
aspeed exceoding six wiles per hour.

ARTICLE ¥V
" That the railroud, ears, waules, machinery,

I“;Ilrrﬂ mnd the property of the company

ARTICLE VIIL

That the streets throngh which said grant
extends, as well a8 the bridges thereon,
shall be kept in good running order during
the term of this privilege by the owners of
the road.

ARTICLE IX.

That in order to provide for an accom-
modation of the people of the Sixth Dis-
triet, not heretofore enjoyed, it shall be the
duty of the said grantees, upou the cow-
pletion of said railroad, to run at short iu-
tervals from five o'clock A. M. until twelve
o'clock at night, and after that hour at io-
tervals of not less than one hour each way,
until five o’clock A. M., when short inter-
vals must be resumed.

ARTICLE X.

Tuat whenever the Adwinistrator of Iw-
provement may becowe aware that said
grantees having failed to keep any street in
repair, according to the provisions of the
foregoing articies, the seid Admivistrator
may ig<ue a written notice to them at their
domicile, requiring said work to be done:
and if the said work is not begun within
forty-eight hours from the service of said
notice, and completed within & reasopable
time, then said Administrator way canse
said work to be done at the charge and
risk of suid grantees, who shall be liable
for ull costs and expenses which may be
incurred in executing said repars, and
ghall reimuburse the same to the city on de-
wmand,

ARTICLE XI.

That the said grantees shall agree to all
the provisions of this ordinance withio
thirty days after its passage, by act before
any cowpetent potury public; or, failing
thervin, the ordinance to be null and void:
but nothing in the provisions of this ordi
vance shall be consirued into an obligation
on the part of said grantees to repair said
sticets untidl the completion of said rail-
road. -

ARTICLE XIL

That the said grantees, before agreeing,
to the provisions ot this ordivance, sball
place the streets throngh which their pres-
ent grant extends in good order and condi-
tion, to the satisfaction of the Adwinistra-
tor of Improvements, or, failing therein,
this ordinance to be null apd veid.

ARTICLE XIIL.

Tbat the city of New Orleans reserves
the right to lay gas and water pipes in the
streets pamed as the route of said railroad,
and the city, in executing said work, shall
use as wuch of said strects us may be neces-
sary withont becoming liable for dumages
or otherwise to said grantees.

ARTICLE X1V.

This ordinance is not to be construed as
gramiing to said owners any wore than the
right of way, and to that extent only is the
city to be bonud; and if compensamon for
the use of any of the streets is set up by
private individuals or ownpers of property,
the city is in no way or wanger to be mude
linble therefor 10 the owners of the
roaid or any person or persons whowsoever.

Provided, That the right of way Lerem
granted shall belong to the owners and pro-
prictors of the Magazive street railroad,
the terminns of which is at presént at
Joseph street, and in case legal proceedings
sh uid result in determwining the ownership
of said read o other parties than those
Lierein referred to, then the right of way
herein granted shall belong to said parties
upon payment for the value of improvements
wade upon the extension heretn prosided
for, the value to be determined by ap-
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Mr. Cockrem moved that the petition be
referred fo the Administrator of ce.

Mr. Walton reported adversely o the pe-
tition, for two : first, b the
city bad passed an ordinance pledging its
faith that certificates of appropriation
should be paid in the order of their paseage ;

public grants to religious corporations,
whether Protestant or Catholic. The city
should maintain its own poor and its own
orphans in its own institutions.

a part, their taxes for local purposes were
light and eusily borne, and they were en-
abled tomake such improvewents as they
desired for a less amount than the aggre-
gute of the taxes they now pay to the city:
of New Orleans; that the locdality in which
they live was annexed to the city of New
Orieans without any reference to the
wish of the inhabitaots, and the amount of
taxes for local purposes increased tenfold;
that they have reccived no adequate benefit
therefor; that they pay taxes for the light-
ing of the city and othér purposes, and that
they are entitled’to receive a fair share of
lights and other improvements,

Wherefore they pray that your honora-

ble body canse the Gaslight Company,
having the exclusive privilege of lightin,

WHEREAS a conventi ppl
the convention of May 13, 1870, between the
United States of America and Her Majesty
the Queen of the United Kingdom of
Great Britain aud Ireland, concerning
naturalization, was concluded and signed
at Washington by their respective pleni-
otentiaries, on the twenty-third day of

ebruary, 1871, which supplemental con-
veation is word for word as follows :

Whereas, By the second article of the
convention between the United States of
.America and ber Majesty the Queen of the
United Kingdom of Great Britalo and Ire-
land, for regulating the eitizgnship of citi-
zeus and snhjects of the contracting parties
who have emigrated, or way ewigrate, from
the dominions of the ons to those of the
other party, signed at London on the thir-
teenth of May, 1870, it was stipulated that
the manner in which the renunciation by
such citizens and subjrets of their natnral-
ization, and the resumption of their native
allegisnce may be made and publicly de-
clared, should be agreed upon by the gov-
ernments of the respective, countyies, the
President of the United States of America
and her Majesty the Queen of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, for
the purpose of effecting such agreement,
have resolved to conclude a suppl 1
convention, and bave namwed as their plen-
ipotentiaries, that isto say, the President
of the United States of America, Humilton
Fish, Secretary of State, and Ler Majesty
the Queen of the United Kingdow of Great
Britain snd Ireland, Sir Edwerd Thornton,
Knight Commauder of the most bonorable
Order of the Bath, and her envoy extraor-
diugry and mivieter plenipotentiary to the
United States of Awmerica, who have agreed
as follows :

ARTICLE L. a:

Any person, being originally a citizen
of the Upited States .who bLad pre-
viously to May 13, 1870, been naturali
a British subjeoct, may. at any time before
Avugust 10, 1572, and auvy British enbject
who, at the date first aforesaid, had been
naturalized as a citizen within the United
States, way, st aoy time before May 12,
1872, publicly declare his renunciation of
such naturalization by subeeribing an in-
strument in writing, substantially in the
form hrnmo appended, and designated as

ex

ueh renunciation, by an original citizen
of the United States, of British nationality,
ehall, withjn the territories and jurisdicticn
of the United States, be made in duplicate,
in the presence of any court authorized by
law for the time being to adwit alicus to
naturalization, or before the clerk or pro-
thonotary of any such court; if the declar-
aut be berond the territories of the United
States, it shall be wade, in duplicate, before
any diplomatic or consular officer of the
United Statea. Onpe of such duplicates
shall remain of record in the cus
tody of the court or officer in whose
presence it was made: the other shall be,
without delay, trausmitted to the Depart-
went of State..

Such repuneiation, if declared by an
original British subject, of his acquired na-
tionality as a citizen of thé United States,
shall, if the declarant he in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, be
made in duplicate, in the presence of a
Justice of the peacea; if elsewhere in Her
Britannic Majesty’s dominions, in triplicate,
in the presence of any judge of civil or
criminal jurisdiction, of any justice of the

ace, or of any other officer for the time

ing authorized by law, in the place in
which the declarant is, to administer an
oath for any j\(;dh-inl or other legal purpose :
if out of Her Majesty’s dowinions, in tripli-
cate, in the presence of any officer in the
diplomatic or consular service of Her
Mujesty.

ARTICLE TIL

The contracting parties hereby engage to
cowmunicate each to the otler, from time
to time, lists of the persons wbo, within
their respective dowintons and territories,
or before their diplomatic and consular
officers, have declared their renunciation
of naturalization, with the dates and places
of muking such declarations, and such in-
formation as to the abode of the declarants,
and the times and places of their natural-
ization, as they may bave furnished.

ARTICLE 111,

The present convention shall be ratified
by the President of the United States, by
aud with the advice and consent of the Sen-
ate thereof, and by ller DBritannic Maj-
esty, and the ratfieations shall be ex.
