This motion was answered by waves of
loud and ferocious cheering.

Ex-Lieutenant Governor Hyams, obtain.
ing the floor in the midst of tumultuous cries
of * Mr. Chairman,"” alluded to Mr. Davidson
in such terms as would have provoked a first
class damage suit, but, at the same time:
